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Oz

Dogaya veya evrene tanrisallik atfetme girisimi eskiden beri olagelmistir. Klasik teizmden
farkli olarak bu girisimler, Tanr1'y1 evrenin disinda aramak yerine, evrenin kendisini bir
tanri olarak goriirler. Giiniimiizde de benzer bir tartisgmanin kozmopsisizm
(cosmopsychism) baglaminda dile getirildigini gézlemlemekteyiz. Kimi diisiiniirler,
evrenin tiimiiniin kendine 6zgii bir bilince sahip oldugunu 6ne siirer. Kozmopsisizm,
evrenin bilingli oldugu veya birtakim psikolojik 6zellikler sergiledigi seklindeki goriise
verilen isimdir. Bu durum, kimilerine gére, evreni bir tanri olarak gérmeyi miimkiin
kilmaktadir. Elbette boyle bir tanri fikri, bir¢ok agidan klasik teizmin tanr1 anlayisindan
ayrisir. Ornegin kozmopsisist baglamda one siiriilen evren-tanr1 her seye giicii yeten,
mucizeler gerceklestirebilen, insanlarla iletisime gegen yahut onlardan ibadet gibi
birtakim beklentileri olan bir tanr1 degildir. Ancak bu durum, s6z konusu diistiniirlere gore,
onu bir tanri olarak gérmenin Oniinde bir engel degildir. Zira o, hald tanrisal
diyebilecegimiz birtakim sifatlar tasir. Bunlardan dne ¢ikan bazilari, tek (benzersiz) olma,
her seyi bilme ve hiirmete layik olma gibi sifatlardir. Bir diger ifadeyle, evren, nevi sahsina
miinhasir bir bilince sahiptir, tektir ve daha biiytigii yoktur, bu nedenle de hiirmete
layiktir, ayn1 zamanda da evrendeki her degisimin farkinda olmasi sebebiyle her seyi
bilendir. Philip Goff ve David Skrbina gibi kozmopsisistler, béyle bir varligin tanri olarak
goriilebilecegini 6ne siirmektedirler. Hatta bu sekildeki bir tanr1 anlayisinin teizmden daha
makul oldugunu savunmaktadirlar. Ancak burada tartiyjmaya acik bircok husus
goriinmektedir. Evrenin bilingli olmasi ne demektir? Mutlak kudret sahibi olmayan bir
varlik neden tanri gibi hiirmete layiktir? Yahut boyle bir tanri inancinin getirileri nelerdir?
Bu ¢aligma, s6z konusu sorular baglaminda, (Goff ve Skrbina gibi felsefecilerin) evrenin
tanr1 oldugu seklindeki giincel iddialart elestirel bir bicimde ele almay1 hedeflemektedir.
Burada, evrene biling atfedilmesi durumunda dahi onun bir tanri olarak gériilemeyecegi,
bunun i¢in gereken 6nemli niteliklerden yoksun oldugu 6ne siiriildii. Ayrica bir varligin,
yalnizca bizden daha biiyiik bir biling olmasinin, onun hiirmete layik oldugu sonucuna bizi
gotiirmeyecegi iddia edildi.
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Abstract

Attempts to ascribe divinity to nature or the universe have been around since time
immemorial. Unlike classical theism, these attempts see the universe itself as a god, rather
than seeking God outside the universe. Today, we observe a similar debate being expressed
in the context of cosmopsychism. Some thinkers argue that the entire universe has a
consciousness of its own. Cosmopsychism is the name given to the view that the universe
is conscious or exhibits certain psychological properties. For some, this makes it possible
to see the universe as a god. Of course, the idea of such a god differs from classical theism’s
conception of god in many respects. For example, the cosmos-god put forward in the
cosmopsychist context is not an omnipotent god, capable of performing miracles,
communicating with human beings, or having certain expectations from them such as
worship. However, according to these thinkers, this is not an obstacle to seeing him as a
god. For he still bears a number of attributes that we can call divine. Some of these
attributes are being unique, omniscient, and worthy of reverence. In other words, the
universe has a unique consciousness, it is unique, and there is no greater, and therefore
worthy of reverence, and at the same time, it is omniscient because it is aware of every
change in the universe. Cosmopsychists such as Philip Goff and David Skrbina argue that
such a being can be seen as a god. They even argue that such an understanding of God is
more plausible than theism. However, there are many issues open to debate here. What
does it mean for the universe to be conscious? Why is a being without absolute power
worthy of reverence as a god? Or what are the benefits of such a belief in God? In the
context of these questions, this study aims to critically address the current claims (by
philosophers such as Goff and Skrbina) that the universe is god. It is argued here that even
if consciousness is attributed to the universe, it cannot be seen as a god, as it lacks the
important qualities required for this. It is also argued that the mere fact that a being has a
consciousness greater than ours does not lead us to conclude that it is worthy of reverence.
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
