Kazakistan, Garlik Rusya sonrasi Sovyetlerin istilasina maruz kalmistir. Bu durum slam’in
Kazakistan'daki varligimi olumsuz etkilemistir. Sovyetlerin baskict politikalar:
Misliimanlar: bu cografyada kiskag altina almistir. 1990 yilinda Sovyet rejiminin yikilmasi
ile yeni bir asamaya gecilmis ve Kazakistan’daki Miisliimanlar agisindan yeni bir dsnem
baslamistir. Bu bildiride, bagimsizlik sonrasi Kazakistan Miisliimanlarinin dini hayati,
Kazakistan Miislimanlarmim resmi temsilcisi olarak kabule edilen Kazakistan
Misliimanlar: Dini Bagkanhgmin (KMDB) dini hizmetleri baglaminda incelenmistir.
Konunun rahat anlagilmasi amaciyla bu kurum calismada Kazakistan Diyanet Isleri
Baskanlig1 olarak anilacak veya kisaltma olarak KMDB ifadesi kullanilacaktir. Kurum,
Kazakistan’da, tiniversite de dahil olmak tizere medreselere ve camilere sahip olarak bu
alanlarda riyaset hizmetini yiiriitmektedir. Amaci islam dininin hem hizmetlerini hem de
islam’a dair davet ve irsat hizmetlerini ifa etmektedir. S6z konusu hizmetleri ifa edebilmesi
icin de devlet nezdinde akredite olmus ve taninmustir. Kazakistan Diyanet Isleri
Baskanliginin Miisliimanlara yonelik din hizmetlerinin ifasi yaninda Miisliimanlara kars:
gerek toplumsal gerekse siyasi operasyonlarin da karsisinda durmaya gayret etmektedir.
Bu operasyonlardan biri de Miisliimanlarin Islam’dan uzaklasarak eski Tiirk gelenekleri
tizere kurulmus dini ritiiellere dénmesi i¢in ortaya konan ¢abalardir. Kazakistan'da gok
fazla sayida Ruslastirilmis kazak bulunmaktadir. Bu ¢abalarin hedefinde onlar vardir. Bu
gayretlerin bir uzantisi olarak Sovyetler déneminde binlerle ifade edilen din Alimi
oldiriilmiistiir. Dini alandaki yazili miiktesebat yok edilmistir. Bugiin de Miisliiman
toplumun dini yonden kontrol altinda tutulmas: bir devlet politikasi olarak varligini
devam ettirmektedir. Her seye ragmen Kazakistan'da Islam ve Miisliimanlik giin gectikce
kurumsallasma ve yerlesik hile gelme siireglerini tamamlamaktadir. Giiniin sartlarina
gore Kazakistan Diyanet isleri Bagkanligi din hizmetlerini TV ve radyo gibi kanallar
yaninda sosyal medya olarak ifade edilen mecralarda da siirdiirmektedir. Hanefi gelenegi
tizere dini yapilanma ve dini konularin sunumu bir tercih olarak 6n plandadir. Tiirkge,
Arapga ve Rusca yayinlar dikkat gekici bir seviyeye ulagmstir. Kazakistan halki islam’a ve
tarihten devsirdikleri dini sorumluluklara bagli kalma iradesi icinde oldugu
hissedilmektedir.
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Abstract

Kazakhstan has endured the aftermath of the Soviet invasion following the era of Tsarist
Russia, negatively impacting the presence of Islam in the country. The repressive policies
of the Soviets have squeezed Muslims in this region. With the collapse of the Soviet regime
in 1990, a new phase began, marking a new era for Muslims in Kazakhstan. This paper
examines the religious life of Kazakhstani Muslims after independence, focusing on the
religious services of the Kazakhstan Muslims’ Religious Administration (KMDB),
recognized as the Official Representative of Kazakhstani Muslims. For clarity, this
institution will be referred to as the Kazakhstan Religious Affairs Presidency or simply
KMDB. The institution operates in Kazakhstan, overseeing services in various areas,
including universities, madrasas, and mosques. Its goal is to provide services for the
Islamic religion as well as propagation and outreach efforts for Islam. To fulfill these
services, it has gained accreditation and recognition from the state. In addition to carrying
out religious services for Muslims, the Kazakhstan Religious Affairs Presidency strives to
counter both social and political operations targeting Muslims. One such operation
involves efforts to steer Muslims away from Islam and back towards religious rituals rooted
in old Turkic traditions. Kazakhstan has a significant population of Russified Kazakhs, who
are a target of these efforts. As an extension of these endeavors, thousands of religious
scholars were killed during the Soviet era, and religious literature was destroyed. Today,
controlling the Muslim community in religious aspects remains a state policy.
Nevertheless, Islam and Muslim identity in Kazakhstan are gradually becoming
institutionalized and established. The Kazakhstan Religious Affairs Presidency adapts its
religious services to contemporary conditions, utilizing channels such as television, radio,
and, notably, social media. The Hanafi tradition takes precedence in religious structure
and presentation. Publications in Turkish, Arabic, and Russian have reached significant
levels. The Kazakhstani people exhibit a determination to remain committed to Islam and
the religious responsibilities inherited from history.
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
