Sarf Literatiiriinde Gizli Kalmis Bir Serh: Serhu’l-Bina ve’l-Emsile

Oz

Dil ilimlerinin en 6nemlilerinden biri hatta 6grenim bakimindan en basta geleni, “sarf”
ilmidir. Bu nedenle Arapca dil egitimi genel olarak sarf ilmi ile baslar. ilk ve en eski
miistakil sarf kitab1 olan Ebi Osmin el-Mazini’nin Kitabi't-Tasrif'in ardindan sarf ilmine
dair bir¢ok miistakil eser yazilmistir. Bu eserlerden Emsile, Bin, Maks{id, izz1 ve Merahu’l-
ervah adli sarf kitaplari, Osmanli medreselerinde temel kabul edilen ve giintimiizde de
Snemini koruyan eserlerdir. Bu bes eser arasinda yer alan Emsile ve Bin4 kitaplari, Osmanl
medreselerinde ve giiniimiizde klasik usul ile Arapga 6gretimi yapan kurumlarda Arapga
derslerinde ilk iki sirada okutulan muhtasar eserlerdir. Bu kitaplarin en 6nemli 6zelligi
sarfa giris mahiyetinde olmalaridir. Emsile’nin en 6nemli 6zelligi tiim ¢ekimleri tek bir fiil
yani (53) fiili ile yapilmasi; Bind’nin en 6nemli 6zelligi ise Arapga’daki fiil kaliplarimin iic
harfliden (stilas?) alt1 harfliye (siidasi) dogru ve dildeki isleklik sirasina gére masdarlariyla
birlikte verilmesidir. Bu iki eserle ilgili 6zellikle Osmanli déneminde ¢ok sayida serh ve
hasiye yazilmis, bu eserlerin bircok baskisi ve Tiirkce terciimeleri yapilmistir. Ornegin
Emsile tizerine yazilmis serhler arasinda; Muslihuddin Mustafa SiirGiri’nin Serhu’l-Emsile,
Kuyucakli Abdullah Efendi’'nin Serhu’l-Emsile, Davld-i Karsi’nin, Serhu’l-Emsile, Kose
Efendi diye bilinen C6rek¢izide Ahmed Niizhet'in Emsile Serhi, EskicizAde'nin Emsile Serhi
ve Mehmed Esad Efendi'nin Emsile-i Cedide adli eserleri zikredilebilir. Bini tizerine de
yazilmis pek ¢ok serh vardir. Bunlar arasinda; Muslihuddin Mustafa Siir(iri’nin, Serhu’l-
Bin4, Nushi Efendi'nin Miirsidii'l-gind fi serhi’l-Emsile ve’l-Bini, Kuyucakli Abdullah
Efendi'nin Serhu’l-Bin4, Daviid-i Kars?'nin Serhu’l-Bina, Muhammed b. el-Hac Hamid el-
Kefevi (Akkirméni)'nin Serhu’l-Bini, Ahmed Riigdi Karaagaci’nin Esisii’l-Bini ve Ali b.
Osman Aksehri'nin Telhisii'l-Esas adli eserleri zikredilebilir. Bunlarin disinda her iki eser
lizerine yazilmis ve medrese gevrelerinde pek bilinmeyen hatta kiitiiphanelerimizde de
niishasi bulunmayan bir serh vardir. Serhu’l-Bind ve’l-Emsile adli bu serh, yurt disinda
Riyad Universitesi Kiitiiphanesinde bulunan el yazma bir niishadir. Serhin kendisi gibi
miiellifi de mechuldiir. Yazis1 okunakli bir nesih yazisi olup niishanin girisinde not
edildigine gore on ikinci asir ya da sonrasinda yazilmis olmalidir. Bu durumda yukarida
zikredilen serhlerin bir¢ogundan istifade etmis olmalidir. Bu diisiincemizi serhin
muhtevasi da desteklemektedir. Soyle ki; Ahmed Riisdi Karaagaci’nin Esasii’'l-Bind’s1 genis
hacimli (mutavvel) bir eser olup bir¢ok konudaki tartigmalara yer vermektedir. Onun 6zeti
olan (muhtasar) ve Ali b. Osman Aksehri’nin kaleme aldigi Telhisii’l-Esds’ta ise bu
tartismalar 6zetlenerek aktarilmaktadir. Calismamizin konusunu olusturan bu serhte ise
bu tartigmalara hi¢ deginilmeden tartismalarin sonucu ve dgrencinin bilmesi gereken
bilgiler sade, kisa ve 6z olarak sunulmaktadir. Dolayisiyla bu ¢calismamiz bu serhin diger
serhler ile benzer ve farkli yonlerine ve serhler arasindaki yerine isaret etmesinin yani sira
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gizli kalmis bir serhin giin yiiziine ¢ikarilmasina ve arastirmacilarin giindemine
getirilmesine katki sunmus olmaktadir.
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Abstract

One of the most important branches of linguistic studies, and indeed the foremost in terms
of learning, is the science of “sarf”. Therefore, Arabic language education generally begins
with the science of sarf. After the first and oldest independent sarf book, Kitab al-Tasrif”
by Abu Uthman al-Mazini, many independent works on sarf have been written. Among
these works, the books “Amtsilah,” “Bina’,” “Maqgsud,” ““Izzi,” and “Marah al-arwah” are
considered fundamental in the Ottoman madrasas and still hold significance today. Among
these five works, Amtsilah and Bina’ hold a special place as concise works that have been
taught as the first two introductory texts in Arabic language classes in Ottoman madrasas
and institutions, that follow the classical method of Arabic instruction. The most
significant feature of these books is that they serve as an introduction to Arabic
morphology (sarf). Amtsilah’s main characteristic is its presentation of all conjugations
using a single verb which is “;:.3” (nasara). On the other hand, the most important feature
of Bin@’ is its presentation of Arabic verb patterns from triliteral (tsulatsi) to hexaliteral
(tsudasi), along with their respective masdars (infinitives), following the order of
frequency in the language. These two books have attracted numerous commentaries and
annotations during the Ottoman era. Many editions and Turkish translations of these
works have been produced. For instance, among the commentaries written on “ Amtsilah,”
the following can be mentioned: “Sharh al-Amtsilah” by Muslih al-Din Mustafa Surtiri,
“Sharh al-Amtsilah” by Abdullah Efendi of Kuyucak, “Sharh al-Amtsilah” by David al-
Karsi, “Amtsilah Sherhi” by Kosah Efendi (also known as Chorekchi-zadah Ahmad Nuzhat),
“Amtsilah Sherhi “ by Askidji-zadah, and “Amtsilah al-Jadidah” by Mehmed Es‘ad Effendi.
Likewise, many commentaries exist on “Bina’ “ as well. Among these, the following works
can be mentioned: “Sharh al-Bina’ “ by Muslih ad-Din Mustafa Suriiri, “Murshid al-Ghina
fi Sharh al-Amtsilah wa al-Bina’ “ by Nushi Effendi, “Sharh al-Bina’ “ by Abdullah Effendi
of Kuyucak, “Sharh al-Bina’ “ by David al-Karsi, “Sharh al-Bina”” by Muhammad bin al-Hajj
Hamid al-Kafawi (Akkirmani), “Asas al-Bina”” by Ahmad Rushdi Karaaghaji, and “Talhis al-
Asas” by Ali bin Uthman Akshehri. In addition to these works, there is a lesser-known
commentary on both “Amtsilah” and “Bina’ even absent in our libraries. The manuscript
of “Sharh al-Bina’ wa al-Amtsilah,” found abroad, in the Riyadh University Library, has an
unknown author. The handwriting of the copy is legible naskh script, and it was likely
written in the 12th century or later as it is noted in the beginning of it. It is most likely that
this commentary drew from many of the aforementioned commentaries. Unlike other
commentaries, this particular work presents the conclusions of various discussions and
the essential knowledge a student must know, in a concise and straightforward manner.
As a result, this study sheds light on the similarities and differences between this
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commentary and others, and it contributes to the exposure and consideration of a
previously obscure commentary by researchers.
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
