Osmanl doneminde Mevlevi tarikatinin diistince ve dgretilerinin merkezi mekanlarindan
olan ve farkli sanat alanlarinda yetistirdigi sanatkdrlarla ©ne ¢ikan Istanbul
Mevlevthanelerinin Osmanl misikisine etkileri bu ¢alismada konu edilmistir. Ciddi bir
sanat disiplini i¢inde din, dil, edebiyat, misiki, kiiltiir ve sanat egitimiyle birer kiiltiir, ilim,
irfan ve egitim merkezi; ayni1 zamanda akademi ve konservatuar niteligi tasims; bilyik
edip, sair, mesnevihan, miitefekkir, misikisinas, ressam, hattat, nakkas ve el sanatkarlari
yetistirmis olan Mevlevihaneler Osmanl entelektiiel hayatinda 6nemli bir yer isgal
etmistir. Bu gercevede Istanbul Mevlevihaneleri &zellikle yetistirdigi misikisinaslarla
Osmanh misiki hayatina yon veren en 6nemli kurumsal mecralardan birisi olmustur. Bu
acidan Istanbul Mevlevihanelerinin Osmanl msikisi iizerindeki etkisini tespit etmek hem
Turk din misikisinin hem de klasik Tiirk misikisinin gelisim siireglerinin anlasilmasi
acisindan oldukca dnemlidir. istanbul 8zelinde diisiiniildiigiinde Mevlevilik 1491 yilinda
kurulan Galata Mevlevihane’si ile birlikte payitahtta zamanla etkisini géstermeye baslamis
ve daha sonra kurulan Yenikapi, Besiktas (Bahariye), Kasimpasa ve Uskiidar
Mevlevihaneleri istanbul’'un hem kiiltiir hem de sanat hayatina etki eden énemli kurumlar
olmugtur. Istanbul Mevlevihanelerindeki, 6zellikle Galata ve Yenikapi Mevlevihanelerinde
yetisen sanatkérlar, yasadiklar: dénemlere damgasini vuran eserler ortaya koymuslardir.
Bu anlamda arastirmada istanbul Mevlevihanelerinde yetismis misikisinas 6rnekleri
tizerinden Osmanl m{siki hayatinin bir kesitinin anlasilmasi amaglanmistir. Calisma nitel
arastirma yontemi cercevesinde yliritiilmiistiir. Konu ile ilgili literatiir, dokiimantasyon
teknigi ile taranarak birincil ve ikincil kaynaklara ulasilmistir. Konu mekénsal agidan
Istanbul Mevlevihaneleri ile sinirlandirilirken zamansal agidan 15-20. yiizyillar arast
dikkate alinmustir. Tarihsel veriler dikkate alinarak bahsi gecen Mevlevihanelerde yetismis
misiki sanatkarlari ile bu sanatkarlarin etki alanlari, olusturduklar: sanat ag1 baglaminda
degerlendirilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda 15. Yiizyildan itibaren istanbul’da kiiltiir
hayatinda yer edinmeye baslayan Mevlevihanelerin, zaman igerisinde hem sayilarinin
arttig1 hem de misiki basta olmak tizere bir¢ok sanat alaninda etkin ¢evreler olusturdugu
goriilmiistiir. Mevleviligin Osmanli saray: ile kurdugu yakin iliskiler Mevlevihaneleri
Osmanli misiki hayatinda 6nemli bir konuma yiikseltmistir. Tiirk m{sikisinin gelisimine
biiyiik etkisi olan sahsiyetlerden ve aynmi zamanda sair, bestekdr ve misikisinas
kisilikleriyle bilinen Osmanli Padisahlar1 II1. Selim ve II. Mahmut Galata Mevlevihanesi'ne
bagl birer Mevlevi idiler. Bu sultanlar ozellikle Mevlevihaneleri ihya etmis; sarayda
Mevlevi miisikisinaslar: himaye ederek Osmanli m{siki sanatina damgasini vuran biiytik
misikisinaslarin yetismesine vesile olmustur. istanbul Mevlevihanleri’'nde yetisen basta
Buhurizade Mustafa Itri, Dede Ali Sirugani, Nayi Osman Dede, Hammamizade ismail Dede
Efendi, Abdiilbaki Nasir Dede, Ali Nutki Dede, Abdurrahim Kiinhi Dede, Mustafa Naksi Dede,
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Dr. Subhi Ezgi, Dellalzade Tsmail Efendi, Zekai Dede, Haci Arif Bey, Behliil Efendi, Mehmed
Celaleddin Dede Seyh AtAullah Dede ve Hiiseyin Fahrettin Dede gibi bir¢ok ismin ortaya
koyduklar: eser ve icralariyla Osmanl misiki sanatina damga vurduklar: tespit edilmistir.
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Abstract

This study focuses on the effects of Mawlawi Lodges of Istanbul, which were one of the
central places of the ideas and teachings of the Mawlawi order during the Ottoman period
and which stood out with the artists they trained in different fields of art, on Ottoman
music. Mawlawi Lodges, which were a center of culture, knowledge, wisdom, and
education with their religious, linguistic, literary, musical, cultural, and artistic education
in a serious artistic discipline, as well as an academy and conservatory, and which trained
great writers, poets, masnawikhans, intellectuals, musicians, painters, calligraphers,
illuminators and craftsmen, occupied an important place in Ottoman intellectual life. In
this context, Mawlawi Lodges of Istanbul were one of the most important institutional
channels that shaped Ottoman musical life, especially with the musicians they trained. In
this respect, determining the influence of Mawlawi Lodges of Istanbul on Ottoman music
is very important in terms of understanding the development processes of both Turkish
religious music and classical Turkish music. When considered in the specific case of
Istanbul, Mawlawism began to show its influence in the capital with the establishment of
Galata Mawlawi Lodge in 1491, and the subsequent establishment of Yenikapi, Besiktas
(Bahariye), Kasimpasa and Uskiidar Mawlawi Lodges became important institutions that
influenced both the cultural and artistic life of Istanbul. Artists trained in Mawlawi Lodges
of Istanbul, especially in Galata and Yenikapit Mawlawi Lodges, created works that left their
mark on the periods they lived in. In this sense, this study aims to understand a cross-
section of Ottoman musical life through the examples of musicians trained in Mawlawi
Lodges of Istanbul. The study was conducted within the framework of qualitative research
method. Primary and secondary sources were accessed by scanning the literature on the
subject with the documentation technique. While the subject was spatially limited to
Mawlawi Lodges of Istanbul, the 15th-20th centuries were taken into consideration
temporally. Considering the historical data, the music artists trained in the
aforementioned Mawlawi Lodges and their spheres of influence were evaluated in the
context of the artistic network they created. As a result of the research, it was seen that
the Mawlawi Lodges, which started to take a place in the cultural life of Istanbul from the
15th century onwards, both increased in number and formed active circles in many fields
of art, especially music. The close relations between Mawlawism and the Ottoman court
elevated Mawlawi Lodges to an important position in Ottoman musical life. The Ottoman
Sultans Selim Il and Mahmut II, who had a great influence on the development of Turkish
music and were known as poets, composers, and musicians, were both Mevlevis affiliated
with the Galata Mawlawi Lodge. These sultans especially revived the Mawlawi Lodges,
patronized Mawlawi musicians in the palace, and were instrumental in raising great
musicians who left their mark on the Ottoman musical art. Among those who grew up in
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the Mawlawi Lodges of Istanbul were Buhurizade Mustafa Itri, Dede Ali Sirugani, Nayi
Osman Dede, Hammamizade ismail Dede Efendi, Abdiilbaki Nasir Dede, Ali Nutki Dede,
Abdurrahim Kiinhi Dede, Mustafa Naksi Dede, Dr. Subhi Ezgi, Dellalzade ismail Efendi,
Zekai Dede, Hac1 Arif Bey, Behliil Efendi, Mehmed Celaleddin Dede, Seyh At4ullah Dede,
and Hiiseyin Fahrettin Dede have left their mark on Ottoman music art with their works

and performances.
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
