Zihin/ruh ve beden arasindaki iliski felsefede uzun siiredir tartisilan bir konu olmustur. Bu
konuda farkli filozoflarm ve disiince ekollerinin cesitli bakis agilar1 ve teorileri
bulunmaktadir. En genel anlamda ruh-beden iliskisine dair iki temel goriis hakimdir.
Bunlardan ilki, ruh ve bedeni iki farkli t5z kabul eden ibn Sing, Farabi, Platon ve Descartes gibi
diisiiniirlerin savundugu gériis olan Diializm‘dir. ikincisi ise, ruh veya bedenin tek bir téz
olarak gercekligini savunan Monizm goristidiir. Modern dénemde zihin felsefesi ile
birlikte, néroloji, biyoloji ve fizyoloji gibi bilimlerin verilerine bagh olarak kavramlar
baglaminda tartisilmaya baslanmstir. Ruh kavramu yerine zihin kavraminin kullanilmasi
gibi. Ruh/zihin-beden probleminde farkli ve yeni kavramlarin kullanimina bagh olarak
yeni izahlar yapilms, farkli kuramlar gelistirilmistir. S6z konusu bu kuramlardan biri de J.
Searle'tin ortaya koydugu Biyolojik Dogalcilik kuramidir. Bu ¢alisma da zihin felsefesindeki ruh
ve bedenin konumuna dair dtialist ve materyalist yaklasimlardan ziyade onun her
ikisinden de bagimsiz bir gergeklik oldugunu vurgulamak konumuzun amaglarindandir.
Searle zihinsel olanin fiziksel olamayacag: yoniindeki elestirisiyle materyalizmi, zihin ve
beynin farkli varliklar olmayip ayni sistemin farkli seviyeleri oldugunu vurgulayarak da
dilalizmi elestirmektedir. Searle, cifte itiraziyla zihin ve bedenin birbirinden bagimsiz
gergekliklere sahip oldugunu ileri stirmektedir. Bu ¢alisma, daha ¢ok cagdas bir yorum olan
biyolojik dogalcilik fikri ile smurlandirilmistir. Ciinkii calismanin 6nemi, Searle’iin
materyalist ve diialist diisiincelere elestiri getirerek gelistirdigi bu kuram ile zihin
felsefesine yeni ve Ozgiin bir sdylem kazandirmasindan gelmektedir. Searle, zihnin
doganin bir pargast olmasii vurgulamak amaciyla ‘dogalcilik’; zihnin varligimi bedenin
biyolojik yapisina bagl kalarak aciklandigi icin de ‘biyolojik* ifadesi kullanmistir. Bu
calismamizda, ilk asamada Searle’iin biyolojik dogalcilik kuraminin temel iddialar1 ortaya
konulmus; ikinci asama da ise dilalizm ve materyalizme yénelttigi elestiriler
degerlendirilmis ve son olarak da Searl'tin ileri siirdiigii lizere biyolojik dogalcilik
kuramimnin diializmin ve fizikalizmin neden oldugu felsefi problemleri giderip gidermedigi
tartigilmistir.
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Abstract

The relationship between the mind/soul and the body has long been a subject of discussion
in philosophy. Different philosophers and schools of thought have various perspectives
and theories on this subject. In the most general sense, two basic views on the soul-body
relationship prevail. The first of these is dualism, which is the view defended by thinkers
such as Ibn Sina, Farabi, Plato and Descartes, who regard the soul and body as two different
entities. Another view is monism, which defends the reality of a single entity such as soul
or body. In the modern period, with the philosophy of mind, it started to be discussed in
the context of different concepts depending on the data of sciences such as neurology,
biology and physiology. Such as the use of the concept of mind instead of the concept of
soul. Depending on the use of different and new concepts in the soul/mind-body problem,
new explanations were made and different theories were developed. One of these theories
is the theory of Biological Naturalism put forward by J. Searle. In this study, one of the
aims of our subject is to emphasise that it is a reality independent of both rather than
dualist and materialist approaches to the position of the soul and body in the philosophy
of mind. Searle criticises materialism by arguing that the mental cannot be physical, and
dualism by emphasising that the mind and brain are not different entities but different
levels of the same system. With his double objection, Searl argues that mind and body
have independent realities. This study is mostly limited to the idea of biological
naturalism, which is a contemporary interpretation. The importance of this study lies in
the fact that Searle brings a new and original discourse to the philosophy of mind with the
theory he developed by criticising materialist and dualist ideas. Searl used the term
‘naturalism’ to emphasise that the mind is a part of nature and ‘biological’ to explain the
existence of the mind based on the biological structure of the body. In this study, in the
first stage, the basic claims of Searl’s theory of biological naturalism will be presented; in
the second stage, his criticisms of dualism and materialism will be evaluated; and finally,
it will be discussed whether Searl’s theory of biological naturalism eliminates the
philosophical problems caused by dualism and physicalism.
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
