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ABOUT THE BOOK
Symposium on Jerusalem from the 19th Century to the Present: Book of Abstracts

The international symposium “Jerusalem from the 19th Century to the Present” created an
academic platform that brought together multidisciplinary approaches to study Jerusalem’s
historical, political, religious and cultural aspects under Ottoman rule, British Mandate, and
Israeli occupation since 1947. Presentations on Ottoman Jerusalem’s administrative policies,
exemption practices, and communication networks revealed the region’s multidimensional
reality through socio-economic and governance analyses. Discussions covered the enduring
impact of the British Mandate period on collective memory, the impact of the Haskalah
movement on Jewish nationalism and Zionism, and the contributions of Jewish Orientalists
to Israel’s founding. The symposium critically analyzed imperialist and orientalist
narratives in city maps, studied manuscripts from the Khalidi Library, and investigated al-
Agsa Mosque’s spiritual significance to decode Jerusalem’s sacred heritage. Its academic
scope spanned Western literary depictions to Arabic-Hebrew etymological discussions, and
from women'’s legal status in Palestine to ethics of war in Gaza - presenting interdisciplinary
viewpoints to understand the city’s material and spiritual dimensions. Israel’s post-October
7,2023 atrocities in Gaza and occupation policies violating international law were examined
alongside critiques of Western media hypocrisy, while emphasizing Palestinian resistance,
the Murabitun’s protection of al-Aqsa, and worldwide effects of fatwas boycotting Israeli
products. The proceedings addressed all dimensions from radical Zionist attacks on holy
sites to forced migration disasters, stressing the moral obligation to condemn such
oppression. By framing Jerusalem as both a symbol of coexistence and resistance, the
symposium highlighted the essential role of interdisciplinary approaches for
comprehensively understanding its history and contemporary reality.

19. Yiizyildan Giiniimiize Kudiis Sempozyumu Bildiri Ozetleri Kitab

“19. yiizyildan Giiniimiize Kudiis” isimli uluslararasi sempozyum, Osmanli idaresi, ingiliz
Mandasi ve 1947'den giiniimiize [srail isgali altindaki Kudiis'iin tarihi, siyasi, dini ve kiiltiirel
boyutlarini ele alan ¢ok yonlii akademik yaklagimlar: sentezleyen bilimsel bir miizakere
ortami sundu. Osmanli Kudiis’iintin idari politikalari, muafiyet uygulamalar ve iletisim
aglarina dair sunumlar, dénemin sosyo-ekonomik ve idari dinamiklerini inceleyerek
bélgenin Osmanh ydnetimindeki ¢ok boyutlu gercekligini ortaya koydu. ingiliz Manda
doneminin toplumsal hafizadaki izleri, Haskala hareketinin Yahudi milliyetciligi ve
Siyonizm’e etkisi ile Yahudi oryantalistlerinin Israil'in kurulusundaki rolleri tartigildi.
Sempozyum, Kudiis'iin kimligini sekillendiren haritalardaki emperyalist ve oryantalist
soylemleri, Halidiye Kitiiphanesi'ndeki yazma eserler iizerine calismalari ve Mescid-i
Aksa’nin manevi statiisiine dair incelemelerle sehrin kutsal hafizasini analiz etti. Bati
edebiyatindaki temsillerden Arap-ibrani etimolojik tartismalara, Filistin'de kadimin
konumundan Gazze’deki savas ahlakina uzanan genis bir yelpazede, Kudiis'iin maddi ve
manevi dokusunu anlamaya yénelik farkh disiplinlerin bulustugu perspektifler sunuldu. 7
Ekim 2023 sonrasinda Israil'in Gazze'de gerceklestirdigi insanlik disi katliamlar ve
uluslararasi hukuku ihlal eden isgal politikalari karsisinda Bati medyasinin ikiyiizli tutumu
elestirilirken, Filistin halkimin direnisi, Mescid-i Aksamin Murébitlar eliyle korunma
miicadelesi ve Israil iiriinlerini boykot fetvalarinin kiiresel etkileri irdelendi. Radikal
Siyonist gruplarin kutsal mekénlara saldirlarindan zorunlu gég felaketine kadar tiim
boyutlariyla, insanhigin bu zulme kayitsiz kalmamasi gerektigi vurgulandi. Sempozyum,
Kudiis'ii yasam miicadelesi, catigma ve direnis simgesi olarak ele alirken, sehrin gegmisini
ve bugiiniinii anlamak i¢in disiplinlerarasi yaklasimlarin gerekliligine dikkat ¢ekti.

Tarihin, inancin ve direnisin merkezi olan Kudis; sadece bir sehir degil, ayn1 zamanda
insanlik vicdanmnin sinandigi mukaddes bir mekandir. Ozellikle 7 Ekim 2023’ten bu yana
diinyanin dikkati basta Gazze olmak tizere Filistin topraklarina odaklanmus, diinya halklari
son iki ylizyildan beri bu bélge {izerinde kurgulanan projenin adim adim gerceklesmesine
sahitlik etmistir. “Vadedilmis topraklar” efsanesine dayandirilan politikalarin, yalmzca
belirli cografyalar isgal etmekle kalmadigi; ayri zamanda diinya milletlerinin zihinlerini
kusatmay1 ve insani degerleri yok etmeyi amagladigi acik¢a goriilmiistiir. BSylesi bir
ortamda, vicdan tasiyan herkesin, sorumluluk bilinciyle harekete ge¢cmesi kaginilmaz bir
gereklilik haline gelmistir.

Dordinciistinii - gergeklestirdigimiz bu sempozyum, Kudis'di farkli disiplinlerin
penceresinden ele alma gayesiyle yola ¢ikmis, zaman iginde hem igerik hem de katilimci
profili agisindan gelismis ve derinlesmistir. Tiirkiye’'nin farkli {niversitelerinden ve
diinyanin cesitli tilkelerinden Kudiis iizerine ¢alisan akademisyenleri bir araya getiren bu
platform, her y1l yeniden sekillenen bir ilmi atmosferin de habercisi olmaktadir.

Bu yilki sempozyumda; tarih, ilahiyat, felsefe, siyaset bilimi, sehir calismalari, sanat
tarihi ve edebiyat gibi pek ¢ok alandan gelen bildiriler, Kudiis'iin ge¢misine 151k tutarken
bugiinii anlamlandirmaya ve gelecege dair bir biling insa etmeye katki sunmustur.

Sempozyumumuzun temel hedefi, Kudiis'iin ¢ok katmanl yapisini bilimsel bir derinlik
icinde tartismak ve bu kadim sehre dair akademik hafizay1 zenginlestirmektir. Elinizdeki bu
dzet kitabi da bu ¢abanin somut bir iiriinii olarak aragtirmacilara, 6grencilere ve Kudiis’iin
ilmi mirasini dert edinen herkese kaynaklik etmeyi amaglamaktadir.

Bu vesileyle, sempozyumumuza katki sunan degerli bilim insanlarina, diizenleme ve
bilim kurullarinda emek veren hocalarimiza, destekleriyle bu ¢alismamin ortaya ¢ikmasim
saglayan kurum ve kuruluslara goniilden tesekkiir ederiz.

Diizenleme Kurulu Baskani
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Osmanlilar, Memliiklerden Kudiis'ii teslim almis ve burada kendilerine ait izler ve etkiler
birakmus, bu izler kutsal sehirdeki parlak tarihlerini korumustur. Osmanl padisahi Yavuz
Sultan Selim, Suriye topraklarinin tamamini neredeyse hicbir direnisle karsilasmadan
fethetmis, Kudiis de bu topraklar arasinda yer almistir. Yavuz Sultan Selim, Osmanlilar
arasinda ilk kez “Halife-i Miislimin” unvanimi alan padisahtir. Yavuz Sultan Selim’in
oliimiinden sonra halifelik, oglu Kanuni Sultan Siileyman’a ge¢mistir ve onun déneminde,
o dénemin islam diinyasinin baskentlerinde, Mekke, Medine, Sam, Halep, Kahire gibi
sehirlerde pek cok yapi insa edilmistir. Kudiis sehri de Sultan Siileyman ve vezirlerinin
biiyiik ilgisini goérmiistir. Clinkd Kudis, tiim Miisliimanlar i¢in dini agidan biiyiik 6neme
sahipti.

Osmanh belgelerinde Kudiis Mutasarrifligi'min ilk kez 1874 yilinda kuruldugu
belirtilmistir (bagimsiz yonetimle Kudiis-ii Serif Mutasarrifligi). Bu mutasarriflik, Kudiis,
Yafa, Hebron ve Gazze sancaklarindan olusuyordu ve 1906 ile 1909 yillar1 arasinda Nazareth
bolgesi de buraya dahil edilmistir. 1899 yilinda ise Osmanl devleti, Kudiis mutasarrifina,
Gazze sancaginin bir pargasi olan Bedevi'nin kurdugu yeni bir kaza olusturma yetkisi
vermistir. idari olarak Osmanh devleti, Kudiis sehrinde, genellikle vilayet merkezlerinde
bulunan tiim hiikiimet dairelerini kurmustur. Osmanli déneminde Kudiis, Sam eyaletine
bagli olsa da idari olarak defalarca bagl oldugu yer degismistir; bazen Sam’a, bazen de
Beyrut’a bagl olmustur. Nihayetinde Kudiis, Kudiis Mutasarrifligi’'na déniismiis ve sehre
“Kudiis-ii Serif” unvam verilmistir, bu unvan giiniimiize kadar sehirle 6zdeslesmistir. Bu
arastirma, Osmanh dénemi Kudiis Mutasarrifligin, idari, bilimsel, kiiltiirel ve demografik
agidan incelemekte ve Osmanli devletinin Kudiis’ii yénetme ve Filistin’deki kiiltiir, bilim ve
medeniyetin  yayilmasindaki roliinii tartigmaktadir. Ayrica, sehrin emperyalist
komplolardan korunmasina nasil katki sagladigina da deginilmektedir. Bu caligmada, tarihi
metinler, kitaplar ve belgeler incelenerek analitik bir yontemin takibi tercih edilmistir.
Aragtirma ii¢ ana bashga ayrilmistir: Birinci bdlimde Osmanli déneminde Kudiis
Mutasarnfligi ve idari bélinme, ikinci béliimde Kudiis sancaklarindaki genel durum,
tictincti bsliimde ise Kudiis Mutasarrifliginuin Filistin bilincinin sekillenmesindeki rolii ele
alinmaktadir. Arastirma, Osmanlilarin Filistin’e, 6zellikle de Kudiis’e olan ilgisini ortaya
koymaktadir. Osmanhlar, Kudiis’e “Kudiis-ii Serif” unvanini veren ilk devlet olarak, Kudiis
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Mutasarrfliginin bilim, kiiltiir, biling ve cihat alanlarindaki biiyiik roliinii vurgulamigtir,
Sam, Filistin ve Misir’daki idari béliinmeler, Osmanh y&netiminin idari agidan ne kadar
gelismis oldugunu gostermektedir.

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Abstract

The Ottomans took control of Jerusalem from the Mamluks and left their own distinct
mark and traces that preserved their bright history in the Holy City. Ottoman Sultan Selim
I entered all of the Levantine countries without significant resistance, and Jerusalem was
one of the cities he conquered. Sultan Selim I was the first Ottoman sultan to take the title
of Caliph of the Muslims. After his death, the caliphate passed to his son, Sultan Suleiman
the Magnificent. During his reign, many constructions were carried out in major cities of
the Islamic world at the time, including Mecca, Medina, Damascus, Aleppo, Cairo, and oth-
ers, with Jerusalem receiving significant attention from the Sultan and his ministers due to
its religious importance for all Muslims. The first reference to the establishment of Mu-
tasarrifate of Jerusalem appeared in Ottoman documents in 1874 (the independent admin-
istration of Jerusalem al-Sharif). This mutasarrifate consisted of the districts of Jerusalem,
Jaffa, Hebron, and Gaza, and between 1906 and 1909, the Nazareth district was added. In
1899, the state authorized the Jerusalem mutasarrif to establish a new district in Beersheba,
which was part of the Gaza district. Administratively, the Ottoman state set up all the gov-
ernmental departments and institutions that are usually found in provincial centers in the
city of Jerusalem. During the Ottoman period, Jerusalem was part of the Syrian province,
and its administrative affiliation changed several times, sometimes being under Damascus
and at other times under Beirut, until it became Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem. The title “al-
Quds al-Sharif” was given to Jerusalem, which has been associated with the city to this day.
This research discusses Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem during the Ottoman period in terms of
its administrative, scientific, cultural, and demographic organization, and the role of the
Ottoman state in managing the city of Jerusalem and spreading culture, science, and civili-
zation across Palestine while protecting it from all colonial conspiracies. The researcher will
adopt an analytical inductive approach to historical texts, books, and documents that cover
this era. The research is divided into three sections: the first section focuses on Mu-
tasarrifate of Jerusalem and its administrative division during the Ottoman period; the sec-
ond section discusses the general situation in the Jerusalem district; and the third section
examines the role of Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem in the formation of Palestinian conscious-
ness. The research concludes that the Ottomans showed great interest in Palestine in
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general and Jerusalem al-Sharif in particular. The Ottomans were the first to give Jerusalem
the title of “al-Quds al-Sharif,” and Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem played a significant role in
jihad, cultural awareness, and the spread of knowledge in the city. The administrative divi-
sions of the Levant, Palestine, and Egypt demonstrate the level of administrative progress
during Ottoman rule.

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Haskala 18. yiizyilin ikinci yarisindan itibaren Almanya’da dogup 19. yiizyihn sonuna
dogru Dogu Avrupa’da gelisen sosyo-kiiltiirel bir harekettir. Avrupa’da Aydinlanma
diistincesinin zirvede oldugu dénemde Yahudilerin sosyolojik anlamda modernlesme
stirecine girmelerini ve i¢cinde yasadiklar1 toplumla biitiinlesme (asimile olma) ¢abasini
ifade eder. Aydinlanmanin dogal bir sonucu olarak Yahudi aydinlanmasi da dine karsi
mesafeli bir siireci yani Yahudilerin laiklesmesini ve hatta sekiilerlesmesini ifade eder.
“Maskilim (Aydinlanmacilar) olarak bilinen bu akimin savunuculari, Avrupa
Aydinlanmasindan  etkilenerek Yahudi halkini canlandirmay1r amaglayan geng
entelektiieller, yazarlar ve egitimcilerdi. Tiim insanlar arasinda hosgorii, anlayis ve
hiimanizmi savunan yeni bir Akil Cagi'nin gelmekte oldugunu disiindiiler. Haskala yani
Yahudi aydinlanmasi, Avrupa’daki Yahudilerin bir yandan fbrani kiiltiiriinii canlandirmaya
calisirken diger yandan Bati kiltiiriiyle biitiinlesmelerini ifade eder. Haskala modern
Yahudi milliyetciligi ve onun irk¢1 kolu Siyonizmin ortaya ¢ikmasina sebep oldugu icin ayri
bir 6neme sahiptir. Haskala Yahudilerin biiyiik timitlerle sarildiklar1 Batilhi Aydinlanmaci
degerlerin Yahudiler agisindan basarisiziginin ya da kendi deyimleriyle Avrupal
toplumlarin Yahudilere ihanetlerinin sonucu olarak Siyonizmin ortaya ¢ikmasinda itici
etken olacaktir. Siyonizmin ortaya ¢ikmasinin arkasinda Avrupa’da ve Rusya topraklarinda
yasayan Yahudilere yonelik ayrimcilik ve irkeilik diistincesi ve bu diisiincenin pratige
yansimasli olan pogromlar yatar. Bu ayrimcilik ve dislama, gettolarda yasayan Yahudilerin
biiyiik timitlerle i¢inde yasadiklari toplumla biitiinlesmelerine kapi araladigi diistiniilen
ozglirlesme (emancipation) siireciyle birlikte basarisizliga ugradig: icin Yahudi aydinlar
¢dziimii kendi iclerinde ve Avrupa disinda s6zde vaad edilmis topraklarda (arz-1 mev’tid)
bulma gayreti icine girmislerdir. Basarisizligin biraktigi derin hayal kirikliginin arkasinda,
18. yiizy1l Aydinlanmasinin yarattig iyimserlik ve ilerleme diistincesinin Yahudilere de
sirayet etmesinden kaynaklanan iyimser toplumsal biitiinlesme beklentisi yatiyordu.
Aydinlanma degerlerinin ve siire¢ icinde Yahudilere tanman vatandaglik hakkinin
Avrupa’daki diger devletlerde de genellesmeye baslamasi ile Yahudiler icinde yasadiklari
toplumlara asimile olup o {ilke i¢in ¢aligma, onun vatandasi olma ve o iilkeye hizmet etme
gayreti icine girmislerdir. Aydinlanma ve 6zgiirlesme hareketi Yahudilerin yasadiklari
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toplumlarda asimilasyonu ve dzgiirlesmesi olarak goriilmiistiir ¢linkii bu siire¢ Yahudilerin
icinde bulunduklar1 toplumda hizla yiikselmelerine ve yeni statiiler elde ederek o tilke
vatandaslariyla esit pozisyona gelmelerine imkan saglamustir. Yahudilerin asimilasyonu
icinde bulunduklar1 toplumdaki sinif ve statii basamaklarini esit olmayan bigimde de olsa
cikabilmeleri anlamina geliyordu. Yani Yahudiler ekonomik hayata girerek ve sosyal statii
elde ederek toplumsal tabakalasmadaki pozisyonlarimi degistirebilme imkinina sahip
olabiliyorlardi. Zaten modernlesme ve onun sacayaklarindan olan Aydinlanma degerleri,
evrensel esitleyici olarak modern diinyadaki tiim insan tiirlerini eninde sonunda
esitleyecekti. Ancak statii degisikligi Avrupa toplumlarinda yerel halk ve siyasi irade
tarafindan kabul gdrmemistir. Asimilasyon gerceklesmedigi gibi siddet olaylarinin
(pogrom) artmasi sonrasinda biitiinlesmenin gerceklesmeyecegi goriiliince Yahudiler i¢in
Siyonizm, kurtulusun-6zgiirlesmenin ancak yeni ve kendilerine ait bir iilkede daha gergekgi
bir secenek olarak ortaya ¢ikmasina neden olmustur.

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Haskala is a socio-cultural movement born in Germany in the second half of the 18th
century and developed in Eastern Europe towards the end of the 19th century. It refers to
the sociological modernization of the Jews and their efforts to integrate (assimilate) with
the society in which they lived during the period when Enlightenment thought was at its
peak in Europe. As a natural consequence of the Enlightenment, Jewish enlightenment also
refers to a process of distancing from religion, that is, the secularization and even seculari-
zation of Jews. “The proponents of this movement, known as the Maskilim (Enlighten-
mentists), were young intellectuals, writers and educators who, influenced by the European
Enlightenment, sought to revitalize the Jewish people. They believed that a new Age of Rea-
son was coming, advocating tolerance, understanding and humanism among all people.”
Haskala, or Jewish enlightenment, refers to the integration of Jews in Europe with Western
culture while trying to revive Hebrew culture. Haskala is of particular importance because
it led to the emergence of modern Jewish nationalism and its racist offshoot Zionism. Haska-
lah would be the driving factor in the emergence of Zionism as a result of the failure of the
Western Enlightenment values that Jews clung to with great hopes, or in their own words,
the betrayal of the Jews by European societies. Behind the emergence of Zionism lies the
idea of discrimination and racism against Jews living in Europe and Russia, and the pogroms
that were the reflection of this idea in practice. Since this discrimination and exclusion
failed along with the emancipation process, which was thought to have opened the door for
Jews living in ghettos to integrate with the society they lived in with great hopes, Jewish
intellectuals sought to find the solution within themselves and outside Europe in the so-
called promised land (arz-1 mev’id). Behind the deep disappointment left by the failure lay
the optimistic expectation of social integration stemming from the optimism generated by
the 18th century Enlightenment and the permeation of the idea of progress to the Jews. As
the values of the Enlightenment and the citizenship rights granted to Jews began to be gen-
eralized in other European states, Jews began to assimilate into the societies in which they
lived and to work for, become citizens of and serve the country. The enlightenment and
emarncipation movement was seen as the assimilation and emancipation of Jews in the so-
cieties in which they lived, because this process enabled Jews to rise rapidly in the society
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in which they lived and to achieve new statuses and equal positions with the citizens of that
country. The assimilation of Jews meant that they could move up the ladder of class and
status in the society they lived in, albeit unevenly. In other words, Jews were able to change
their position in social stratification by entering economic life and gaining social status. In
any case, modernization and its pillars, the Enlightenment values, as the universal equal-
izer, would eventually equalize all human species in the modern world. However, the
change of status was not accepted by the local population and political will in European
societies. As assimilation did not take place and it was seen that integration would not take
place after the increase in violent incidents (pogroms), Zionism emerged as a more realistic
option for the Jews as salvation-liberation only in a new country of their own.

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19. yiizy1l diinyada bir¢ok gelismenin yasandigi bir asir olarak bilinmektedir. ilgili
yiizyilda toplumlarin karakteristik yapis1 degismis, modernite olgusu her sahada 6n plana
¢tkmaya baslamistir. Boylece gesitli fikir akimlari yayilmis ve giintimiiziin ulus-
devletlerini blinyesinde barindiran imparatorluklar yikilmaya yiiz tutmustur. Osmanli ve
Avusturya- Macaristan Imparatorluklari da bahsi gecen yikilis siirecini yasamislardir.
1871°de Fransa-Prusya Savasi sirasinda ulus-devlet haline gelen Almanya, bu ¢alismanin
da konusu itibariyle 6nem arz eden bir demografik degisme yasamis ve birgok Yahudi
oryantalistin yetismesine olanak saglamistir. Bahsedilen tarihi atmosfer icerisinde
Yahudi Oryantalizmin dogusu, miistakil bir devlet kuramayan Yahudilerin ve Yahudi
oryantalistlerin Avrupa'nin cesitli yerlerinde ikamet etmesiyle ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.
Calismanin amaci, Ignaz Goldziher (1850- 1921), Gustav Weil (1808-1889), Gottlieb Leitner
(1840-1899) gibi Yahudi oryantalistlerin ilmi faaliyetler adi altinda 19. yiizyilda
Avrupa’nin merkezinden Ortadogu’ya yaptiklar1 ziyaretlerle sekillenen bdlgesel
calismalarini ortaya koymak, gittikleri yerlerde islami ilimlerden nasil istifade ettiklerini
incelemektir. Bu oryantalistlerin Avrupa’da “Avrupa’nin dogulular’” imajina sahip
olmalari, Yahudiligi, Islamiyetin deposu gibi gosterme gayretleri, fikirsel manada 20.
yiizy1l israil Devleti’nin kurulusuna zemin hazirlamistir. Calisma yéntem agisindan, nitel,
elestirel bir analize dayanmaktadir. Ayrica konuya dair kiyaslamali bir yaklasim da
saglayan bu yontem, calismada ulasilan sonuglarin sihhati agisindan 6nem arz
etmektedir. Nitekim bu c¢alisma, Yahudi oryantalistlerin Ortadogu’daki bolgesel
seyahatleri ve aktivitelerini inceleyerek giiniimiizde kendini haksiz bir sekilde
konumlandiran israil Devleti’nin kurulus fikirlerine katkilarini somut bir sekilde gosterir.
Dahasi israil Devleti'nin “Siyonist” hareketlerle dogrudan veya dolayli baglantilarinm
ortaya koyar. 19. ylizyilda baslayan, Yahudi oryantalistlerden kaynakh fikir akimlar
kiltiirel bir miras olarak goriinse de aslinda bélge halklari tarafindan iyi analiz
edilmemistir. Bu akimlar, Siyonist bir felsefe giiden israil Devleti’nin Miisliiman
cografyaya nasil insani zararlar verdigini aciklar nitelikleri haizdir. 20. yiizyila da etki
eden Yahudi oryantalistlerin fikirleri degismediginden, Dogu’da yapilan arastirmalarin
elestirel cercevede incelenmesi zorunluluk gosterir. Nitekim glniimiiz diinyasi, 21.
ylizyllda israil Devletinin Filistinlilere zulmiinii izlemektedir. Gegmiste yapilan
duyarsizliklarin 6niine gecilmesi ise yabanci kaynaklari elestirel bir tislupla irdelemeyi
zorunlu kilar. Bununla birlikte bize faydasi olmayan Yahudi oryantalistlerin islam dini ve
islam diinyasiyla alakali sadece iddialarini zikredip, analitik ¢alismalar yapmak yersiz
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olmaktadir. Yapilan iddia ve yaklasimlarin akademik boyuttaki acizligi her platformda
ifade edilmelidir. Ayrica bu hakikat, akademi diinyasinin vazifesidir.

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Abstract

The 19th century is known as a century in which many developments took place in the
world. In the relevant century, the characteristic structure of societies changed and the
phenomenon of modernity began to come to the fore in every field. Thus, various currents
of thought spread and the Empires that included today’s nation-states began to collapse.
The Ottoman and Austro-Hungarian Empires also experienced the mentioned collapse pro-
cess. Germany, which became a nation-state during the Franco-Prussian War in 1871, expe-
rienced a demographic change that is important for the subject of this study and enabled
the training of many Jewish orientalists. In the mentioned historical atmosphere, the birth
of Jewish Orientalism emerged when Jews and Jewish orientalists who could not establish
an independent state resided in various parts of Europe. The aim of the study is to reveal
the regional studies shaped by the visits of Jewish orientalists such as Ignaz Goldziher (1850-
1921), Gustav Weil (1808-1889), Gottlieb Leitner (1840-1899) from the center of Europe to
the Middle East in the 19th century under the name of scientific activities, and to examine
how they benefited from Islamic sciences in the places they went. The fact that these ori-
entalists had the image of “Easterns of Europe” in Europe and their efforts to present Juda-
ism as the repository of Islam paved the way for the establishment of the 20th century State
of Israel in an intellectual sense. The study is based on a qualitative, critical analysis in terms
of method. This method, which also provides a comparative approach to the subject, is im-
portant for the validity of the results obtained in the study. As a matter of fact, this study
examines the regional travels and activities of Jewish orientalists in the Middle East and
concretely shows their contributions to the founding ideas of the State of Israel, which un-
fairly positions itself today. Moreover, it reveals the direct or indirect connections of the
State of Israel with “Zionist” movements. As a result, the study shows that although the
intellectual movements originating from the Jewish orientalists that started in the 19th cen-
tury appear to be a cultural heritage, they have not been well analyzed by the people of the
region. These movements have qualities that explain how the State of Israel, which follows
a Zionist philosophy, inflicts humanitarian harm on the Muslim geography. Since the ideas
of the Jewish orientalists, who influenced the 20th century, have not changed, it is necessary
to examine the studies conducted in the East within a critical framework. As a matter of
fact, today’s world is watching the State of Israel’s oppression of Palestinians in the 21st
century. Preventing past insensitivity necessitates examining foreign sources in a critical
manner. However, it would be inappropriate to carry out analytical studies and only men-
tion the claims of Jewish orientalists about the Islamic religion and the Islamic world, which
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are of no use to us. The academic inadequacy of those claims and approaches should be
expressed on every platform. Moreover, this truth is the duty of the academic world.

Kudiis’iin diinya sehirleri arasindaki 6zel konumu, {i¢ ibrahimi dinin paylastig1 uzun bir
tarihten, sehrin uhrevi tecellinin izlerini tasiyan mekan olmasindan kaynaklanmaktadir. Bu
benzersiz niteligi nedeniyle Kudiis; gegmis, bugiin ve gelecegi bir arada diistindiiren,
neredeyse her kiiltiir cevresinde belirli bir agirligi olan belki de tek sehirdir. Gorsel araglarin
her birinin ilk kez kullamldig1 andan itibaren, en ¢ok “tasvir” edilen sehir de Kudiis
olmustur. Mimari cizimler, graviirler, mozaikler, minyatiirler, fotograflar ve nihayet
haritalar ile sayisiz kez tasvir edilmis, boylece sehrin imaji ve kimligi tekrar tekrar yeniden
tiretilmistir. Diger taraftan bu tasvirler sadece birer kiiltiir {iriinii olarak kalmamus, en ¢ok
da siyasetgilerin ve ideologlarin elinde birer propaganda aracina doniismiistiir. Bu araglar
arasinda, lizerinde pek fazla durulmayan, sorgulanmayan, daha 6nemlisi gercegi yansittig
diistiniilerek nesnel bilginin sonucu ve vasitasi olarak goriilen sehir haritalari, aslinda
“subjektif anlatilar” olarak kabul edilmelidir. 19. yiizy1l boyunca Avrupalilarin hazirladig
Kudiis haritalarinda, sehrin mevcut sosyal ve ekonomik gercekligi bilyiik Sl¢tide goz ardi
edilmekte, zellikle Miisliman niifusu ve Osmanl idaresi neredeyse yok sayilmaktadir.
Haritalardaki ideolojik yaklasim, Avrupalilarin Kutsal Topraklardaki kiiltiirel ve siyasi
etkisini pekistirmeye yonelik bir imgelem olusturmakta, ayni zamanda Kudiis’i Batili
aidiyetlerle iliskilendirme arzusunu yansitmaktadir. 19. yiizyila tarihlenen Kudiis sehir
haritalarini emperyalizm, oryantalizm ve evanjelizmin ideolojik baglaminda inceleyen bu
calisma, haritalarin yalnizca faydaci bir bilgi arac1 degil, aym zamanda siyasi ve ideolojik
¢ikarlar dogrultusunda tiretilmis “subjektif anlatilar” oldugunu savunmakta ve haritalar
“okunabilir metinler” olarak ele almaktadir. Haritalardaki s6ylem analizinin
derinlestirilebilmesi i¢in haritadaki anlati ile haritanin ait oldugu siyasi, sosyal ve kiiltiirel
baglam arasindaki iliski tizerinde durulmaktadir. Bunun igin haritay1 yapanin geldigi
entelektlel ¢evre, yasam oykiisii ve aldig1 egitim ile dénemin siyasi ve dini yaklasimlar
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dikkate alinmakta, harita bu ¢evrenin ve arka plamin bir {iriinii olarak incelenmektedir.
Calismanin temel kaynaklarimi Osmanli Arsivleri ve ingiliz Arsivine ait kayitlar
olusturmaktadir.

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Abstract

The long history shared by the three Abrahamic religions and the role of the city as a
place that bears the imprints of the afterlife give Jerusalem a special place among the cities
of the world. Because of this unique characteristic, Jerusalem is perhaps the only city that
has a clear meaning in almost every culture, suggesting past, present and future at the same
time. Jerusalem has been the most represented city since the first use of visual mediums. It
has been depicted repeatedly in engravings, mosaics, miniatures, photographs and maps.
In this way, the city’s image and identity have been reproduced over and over again. On the
other hand, these representations have not only remained as cultural products, but have
mostly become propaganda tools in the hands of politicians and ideologues. Among them
city maps, which are not much questioned, and more importantly, are accepted as the result
and means of objective knowledge, should actually be considered as ‘subjective narratives’.
The maps of Jerusalem produced by European cartographers in the 19th century largely
ignored the existing social and economic reality of the city, especially its Muslim population
and the Ottoman administration. The ideological approach in the maps reflects a desire to
associate the urban identity of Jerusalem with Western allegiances. Analyzing 19th century
urban maps within the ideological context of imperialism, orientalism and evangelism, this
study treats maps as ‘readable texts’, and argues that maps are not only scientific infor-
mation tools but also ‘subjective narratives’ produced in line with political interests. The
discourse analysis of the maps emphasizes the relationship between the narrative in the
map and the political, social and cultural context in which the map is situated. For this pur-
pose, the intellectual environment from which the cartographer came, as well as the dom-
inant political approaches of the period are taken into account, and the map is analyzed as
a product of this background. The main sources of the study are the records of the Ottoman
Archives and the British Archives.

Miisliimanlarin ilk kiblesi olan Mescid-i Aksd’y1 i¢inde barindiran Kudiis, islam
diinyasinda Mekke ve Medine’nin ardindan “liglincti harem” olarak kabul edilmistir.
Kudiis’iin Miisliimanlar nezdindeki bu 6zel konumu, sehirle ilgili hassasiyetlerin ve derin
manevi baglarin olusmasina neden olmustur. Bu durum hem toplumsal algilarda hem de
Kudiis’e hakim olan devletlerin uygulamalarinda somut bir sekilde gézlemlenmektedir.
Osmanh Imparatorlugu, 1516 yilinda Mercidabik Savasi ile Suriye’yi fethedip ertesi yil
Memliik Devleti'ni Kahire’de maglup ederek sona erdirirken Kudiis'ii de hakimiyetine
katmistir. 1917 yilinda Osmanli hikimiyeti sona erene kadar, Kudiis, semavi dinlerce kutsal
kabul edilen yapilar1 barindirmasi nedeniyle Osmanli idaresinde diger sehirlerden farkl,
ayricalikli bir siyasi ve idari statiiye sahip olmustur. Osmanli yonetimi boyunca Kudiis,
sadece Misliimanlar icin degil, Hristiyanlar ve Yahudiler i¢in de kutsal bir sehir olmasi
nedeniyle 6zenle korunmus ve bu hassasiyetin gostergesi olarak ¢ok yonlii idari ve mali
politikalar uygulanmistir. XVI. yiizyildan itibaren yaklasik dort yiizyil boyunca Osmanli
y6netimi altinda kalan Kudiis, bu ddnemde kutsal mekéanlarin korunmasi ve farkli inanglara
mensup insanlarin baris igcinde yasamasi adina 6zel bir ilgi gormistiir. Osmanlilar,
Kudiis’teki kutsal mekanlarin tamiratim saglamis, farkl dinlere mensup cemaatlerin ibadet
Ozgiirliigiine saygi gostermis ve sehirde hosgorii ortaminin olusmasina katkida
bulunmustur. Ayrica muafiyetler ile hangi dine mensup olursa olsun ahali ve vakiflar mali
ve siyasi acidan desteklenmeye calisilmistir. Bu calisma, XIX. yiizyilda Osmanh Devletinin
Kudiis’e tamidigi muafiyetlerin siyasi, ekonomik ve sosyal boyutlarini Osmanh arsiv
belgeleri iizerinden incelemeyi hedeflemektedir. Osmanlilar, Kudiis'iin hem islam diinyas:
hem de bdlgedeki stratejik konumunu géz 6niinde bulundurarak, sehre farkh tiirde vergi
muafiyetleri ile gesitli imtiyazlar tammustir. Bu baglamda ilk zikredilebilecek muafiyet,
siyasi boyutlari ile éne ¢ikan ve dzellikle de Kudiis suru dahilindeki Miisliiman ahalinin
askerlikten istisna tutulmasidir. Benzer sekilde bahsi gegen yiizyilda Kudiis tizerinde artan
yabanci devletlerin siyasi baskilarina karsi koymak amaciyla saglanan vergi muafiyetleri de
dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Kudiis'te insa olunacak yeni kilise ve manastirlardan vergi talep
edilmemesi ile gesitli Hristiyan ve Yahudi cemaatlerine ait vakif binalarina ait emlak ve
arazilerin vergiden istisnasi da tespit edilenler arasindadir. Kudiis Miisliiman ahalisi ise
mutasarrif olduklar: topraklardan elde ettikleri mahsullerin asar vergisinden muaf oldugu
gibi kiigiikbas hayvanlardan tahsil edilen agnam vergisinden de kendilerine muafiyet
taninmustir, Glimriik vergisi muafiyetleri ise en kapsamli ayricaliklar arasinda yer almakta
olup birgok farkli kalem bu muafiyet kapsami altinda degerlendirilmektedir. Tespit olunan
muafiyetler, XIX. yiizyil Kudiis sehri ahalisi ve dini cemaatlerinin mali y6nden
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desteklenmesi kadar sehir ve bdlge iizerinde siyasi emelleri olan yabanci devlet veya
gliclerin kurmaya caligtiklar1 baski ve niifuz faaliyetlerini engelleme c¢abalarimn
neticesindedir. Nitekim biitiin bu girisimler, Osmanlilar nazarinda ehemmiyetli bir konumu
isgal eden bu sehrin devletin zayifladigi bir dénemde elde tutulma cabalari olarak
degerlendirilmesi gayet tabiidir.

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Abstract

Jerusalem, which contains the Masjid al-Agsa, the first Qibla of Muslims, is considered
as the ‘third harem’ in the Islamic world after Mecca and Medina. This special position of
Jerusalem in the eyes of Muslims has led to the formation of sensitivities and deep spiritual
ties with the city. This situation is concretely observed both in social perceptions and in the
practices of the states that dominated Jerusalem. The Ottoman Empire incorporated Jeru-
salem into its territory in 1516 after the Battle of Marj Dabiq, during the conquest of Syria,
and subsequently ended the Mamluk Sultanate in Cairo in 1517. Until the end of Ottoman
rule in 1917, Jerusalem held a unique and privileged political and administrative status
within the Empire, distinct from other cities, due to its significance as a sacred site for the
three Abrahamic faiths. During Ottoman administration, Jerusalem was carefully preserved
not only as a holy city for Muslims but also for Christians and Jews. This reverence was re-
flected in the Empire’s multifaceted administrative and fiscal policies. Jerusalem, which re-
mained under Ottoman rule for nearly four centuries from the 16th century onwards, re-
ceived special attention in this period for the protection of holy sites and the peaceful co-
existence of people of different faiths. The Ottomans undertook the restoration of the city’s
holy sites, upheld the freedom of worship for various religious communities, and contrib-
uted to fostering an atmosphere of tolerance. Additionally, through exemptions, both the
local population and religious endowments, regardless of their religious affiliation, were
provided with financial and political support. This study aims to examine the political, eco-
nomic and social dimensions of the exemptions granted to Jerusalem by the Ottoman Em-
pire in the nineteenth century through Ottoman archive documents. Considering the stra-
tegic position of Jerusalem both in the Islamic world and in the region, the Ottomans
granted various tax exemptions and privileges to the city. The first exemption that can be
mentioned in this context is the exemption from military service for the Muslim inhabitants
of Jerusalem, especially within the walls of Jerusalem, which stands out with its political
dimensions. Similarly, in the mentioned century, tax exemptions provided to counter the
growing political pressures from foreign states on Jerusalem stand out. Notable examples
include the exemption of taxes for the construction of new churches and monasteries in
Jerusalem and the tax immunity granted to properties and lands belonging to various Chris-
tian and Jewish religious endowments. The Muslim inhabitants of Jerusalem were also ex-
empted from the tithe tax (ashar) on agricultural yields from their lands, as well as from the
livestock tax (agnam). Customs duty exemptions represented one of the most extensive
privileges, encompassing a wide range of categories under their scope. These exemptions
are the result of the efforts to support the inhabitants and religious communities of the city
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of Jerusalem financially as well as to prevent the pressure and influence activities of foreign
states or powers with political ambitions over the city and the region. Indeed, all these
measures can be understood as attempts by the Ottomans to retain control over a city of
significant importance to them during a period of imperial decline.

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Ben ve 6tekinin “tamamen baska” olarak/kalarak bir arada varolusu felsefecilerin,
ozellikle 20. yiizy1l boyunca, en ¢ok tartistiklari meselelerin basinda geldi. Yahudi filozoflar,
Avrupa ve Anglo-Amerikan toplumlari icerisinde ylzyillar boyunca &teki olarak var
olmalar1 sebebiyle ben ve oteki meselesini ahlakin temel problemi olarak goriip
glindemlerinden diisiirmediler. Rozensweig, Buber, Arendt ve Levinas gibi ¢ok &nemli
isimler insan iliskilerinin ahlaki boyutunu 6tekilik sorunu ekseninde diistinmek noktasinda
birlesseler de bakis acilar1 birbirinden oldukga farkliydi. Bu farkhlik onlarin politik
tutumlarina da yansidi ve israil ve onun resm{ ideolojisi nasyonalist Siyonizm konusunda
diistinceleri birbirinden ciddi bicimde ayristi. Arendt, nasyonalizm karsit1 ve solcu bir tiir
Siyonizmi savunuyordu. ikinci Diinya Savasi éncesinde Filistin'de iki milletli esitlik¢i bir
devletin kurulacagima inanmaktaydi. Oysa Israil sdmiirgeci ve istilac1 bir yapi olarak
bolgedeki varligini stirdlirmeyi tercih etti. Arendt, yasanan gelismeleri yakindan takip etti
ve Siyonizmin nasyonalist ve emperyalist bir Israil’de cisimlesmesini her firsatta elestirdi.
Bu elestirileri onu Yahudi diisiiniirler arasinda “kuskulu” bir pozisyona getirdi. Ancak
Hitler’e Yahudilerin kitleler halinde yok edilmesi gerektigine dair detayli bir rapor olarak
sunulan ve uygulamaya konan “Nihai Coziim” planinin akil hocasi Eichmann'in 1960’ta
Arjantin’de yakalanip Kudiis'te yargilanmas: siirecine dair gozlemlerini kaleme aldig
Kdétiiliigiin Siradanhgi Adolf Eichmann Kudiis'te eserinin yayimlanmasindan sonra Arendt
entelektiiel bir ling girisiminin odag1 haline geldi. Bu durum filozofun geri adim atmasina
sebep olmadigi gibi zamanla elestirisinin felsefi zeminini de kuvvetlendirdi. Herzl gibi
Siyonizmin mimarlarimin yazdiklarini yeniden degerlendiriyor, israil'in politikalarin
yakinen takip ediyordu. Ona gére Israil devleti, hem Filistin halkinin kendi kaderini tayin
etme Szgiirliigiinii gasp ederek kendi varolusunun mesruiyetini biitiiniiyle kaybetmekte
hem de kendi halkini totaliter yapilarin temel silahi olan korku ile hizada tutmaktaydi.
Siirekli beslenen nihayetsiz anti-semitizm iddias1 ve kabileci bir milliyetcilik ile bu
korkunun siirdiirtilmesi saglaniyordu. Bu konusmada benim amacim Arendt’in Siyonizm
elestirisinin seyrine 151k tutmak, onun entelektiiel sorumlulugunu kavmiyetci kaygilara
kurban etmeyen ahlaki ve politik yaklasiminin altini gizmektir, Bunun icin Arendt’in
eserlerini ve ikincil literatiirde onun Siyonizm elestirisine dair yapilmis calismalari elestirel
bir okumaya tabi tutacagim. Bununla iki sonuca ulasmayi hedefliyorum. lki, bugiin ézellikle
de 7 Ekim sonrasinda baslatilan soykirimin ve istila hareketini net bir sekilde elestiremeyen
ve tarafgirlikten kurtulamayan Habermas ve Benhabib gibi felsefecileri elestirmek.
Konusmanin varmay1 hedefledigi ikinci sonug ise Gazze’'nin ablukasimin tarihi ehemmiyetle
ilgili. Netanyahu hiikumeti 7 Ekim oncesi ve sonrasi politikalariyla sadece Filistinlilerin
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hayatirn cehenneme cevirmekle kalmiyor, ayni zamanda kendi toplumunu bitimsiz bir
kaosa mahkiim ediyor, savasi komsu iilkelere tasiyarak bolgedeki istikrarsizigin temel
kaynagi haline geliyor. Uzmanlar Israil'in bu politikalarla uzun 6miirlii olmasinin
imkansizigina dikkat ¢ekiyor, iki devletli ya da iki milletli esitlik¢i bir devletin bélgeyi
yOnetmesine dair senaryolar ayr1 ayri giindeme geliyor. Bu noktada Arendt’in Siyonizm
elestirisinin her iki toplumun da kendi kaderini tayin etme ve adalet, giiven ve istikrar
duygular yikilmadan yasatabilme gayretlerinde etkili olacag: diisiiniilebilir.

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Abstract

The coexistence of the self and the other as/remaining “completely other” has been one
of the most debated issues by philosophers, especially during the 20th century. Jewish phi-
losophers, due to their existence as other in European and Anglo-American societies for
centuries, considered the issue of self and other as the fundamental problem of morality
and never dropped it from their agendas. Although significant names such as Rozensweig,
Buber, Arendt, and Levinas agreed to think about the moral dimension of human relations
regarding the problem of otherness, their perspectives were quite different. This difference
was also reflected in their political stances, and their views on Israel and its official ideology,
nationalist Zionism, diverged significantly. Arendt advocated an anti-nationalist and leftist
type of Zionism. She believed a two-nation, equal state would be established in Palestine
before World War 1. However, Israel preferred to continue its presence in the region as a
colonial and invasive entity. Arendt followed the developments closely and criticized the
embodiment of Zionism in a nationalist and imperialist Israel at every opportunity. These
criticisms put her in a “suspicious” position among Jewish thinkers. However, after the pub-
lication of Eichmann in Jerusalem: A Report on the Banality of Evil, in which she wrote her obser-
vations about the process of Eichmann, the mentor of the “Final Solution” plan that was
presented to Hitler as a detailed report on the need to destroy the Jews en masse and put
into practice, was captured in Argentina in 1960 and tried in Jerusalem, Arendt became the
focus of an intellectual lynching attempt. This situation did not cause the philosopher to
back down, and eventually, it strengthened the philosophical basis of her criticism. She re-
evaluated the writings of the architects of Zionism, such as Herzl, and closely followed the
policies of Israel. According to her, the Israeli state was both completely losing the legiti-
macy of its own existence by usurping the Palestinian people’s freedom of self-determina-
tion and keeping its own people in line with the basic weapon of totalitarian structures, i.e.
the horror. The claim of endless anti-Semitism and tribal nationalism that was constantly
fed ensured the continuation of this fear. My aim in this talk is to shed light on the course
of Arendt’s critique of Zionism and to underline her moral and political approach that did
not sacrifice her intellectual responsibility to tribal concerns. To this end, I will subject Ar-
endt’s works and the studies conducted in the secondary literature on her critique of Zion-
ism to a critical reading. With this, I aim to reach two conclusions. The first is to criticize
philosophers such as Habermas and Benhabib, who cannot condemn the ongoing genocide
and occupation that was launched, especially after October 7,and cannot get rid of bias. The
second conclusion that the talk aims to reach is about the historical significance of the
blockade of Gaza. The Netanyahu government is not only turning Palestinians’ lives into
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hell with its policies before and after October 7. 1t is also condemning its own society to
endless chaos, and by carrying the war to neighboring countries, it is becoming the primary
source of instability in the region. Experts point out that it is impossible for Israel to last
long with these policies, and scenarios of a two-state or two-nation egalitarian state gov-
erning the region are being discussed separately. At this juncture, I contend that Arendt’s
critique of Zionism holds the potential to profoundly inform the efforts of both societies to
realize self-determination while preserving their commitments to justice, security, and sta-
bility.

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L. Diinya Savasini kaybeden Osmanli devletinin Ortadogu topraklari, bolgede uzun
siiredir emperyal emelleri bulunan ingiltere ve Fransa arasinda Sykes-Picot anlagmasi ile
paylastirilmugtir. ingiltere bu anlasma kapsaminda Irak, Urdiin ve Filistin iizerinde manda
yOnetimi kurmustur. 1800’lerin sonu itibariyle Siyonizm tehlikesinin farkinda olan Filistinli
Araplar, Ingiltere’nin manda dénemini genel anlamda 1limh bir sekilde karsilamis ancak
Balfour Deklarasyonu'nu, Yahudi gicii ve vatan ingas: fikrini siddetle reddetmistir. Bu
calisma kapsaminda ingiltere’nin yaklasik otuz yillik Filistin manda yénetimi siiresince nasil
bir rol oynadig1 Kudiislii Hristiyan miizisyen Vasif Cevheriyye'nin amlari basta olmak tizere
donemin Misliiman, Hristiyan ve Yahudi isimleri tizerinden ele alinacaktir. Araplara
bagimsiz bir vatan, Yahudilere ise bir Yahudi yurdu vaat eden Ingiltere, otuz yillik idaresi
boyunca calkantil bir siyaset siirdiirmiis, en nihayetinde bugiin modern Filistin ve srail
meselesinin olusmasina zemin hazirlamistir. Vasif Cevheriyye gibi dénemin pek ¢ok Arap
entelektiieli ve siyasetgisi milliyetcilik duygusuyla ingiltere manda dénemini umutla ve
biiyiik bir cosku ile karsilamistir. Ancak Cevheriyye dahil pek ¢ok isimden anlasildig1 tizere
olusan umut hissi zamanla ihanet ve fke hissiyle yer degistirmistir. Oyle ki bu hisler yalniz
Filistinli Araplarda degil; her yil daha da belirsizlige dogru ilerleyen ingiliz asker ve
idarecilerde, vaat edilen Yahudi yurdunu kaybetme korkusuna giren Siyonist Yahudilerde
de goriilmiistiir. Bu calisma, bu duygular ekseninde Ingiliz manda dénemini incelemekte ve
anilardan, biyografilerden ve dénem yazismalarindan faydalanarak farkli bir dénem
okumasi sunmaktadir. Sonug olarak ingiliz manda dénemi etkisini sosyal hayatin icerisinde
ve duygular ekseninde okumaya calisan bu calisma, siyasal tarihten ziyade farkli
dinamikleri éne ¢ikarmaya calismakta ve yasamlan hayal kirikligim ortaya koymay:
hedeflemektedir. Caligmada 6ne ¢ikarilan ve Osmanli son dénemine, manda idaresine ve
Nekbe’ye taniklik eden Kudiislii Vasif Cevheriyye’nin anilari, sosyal ve entelektiiel bir tarih
okumasim miimkiin kilmaktadir. Nitekim manda dénemi hakkinda ¢ogu ¢alismanin siyasi
politik zeminde degerlendirildigi géz oniinde bulunduruldugunda Vasif Cevheriyye'nin
anilar1 bityiik bir boslugu doldurmaktadir.

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Abstract

The Middle Eastern territories of the Ottoman Empire, which lost World War 1, were
divided between Britain and France through the Sykes-Picot Agreement, as both powers
had long harbored imperial ambitions in the region. Under this agreement, Britain estab-
lished a mandate administration over Iraq, Jordan, and Palestine. By the late 19th century,
Palestinian Arabs, already aware of the dangers of Zionism, initially approached the British
Mandate period middle of the road but strongly rejected the Balfour Declaration, as well as
the ideas of Jewish immigration and the establishment of a Jewish homeland. This study
examines the role Britain played during its nearly thirty-year administration of the Pales-
tine Mandate, drawing primarily on the memoirs of the Christian musician from Jerusalem,
Wasif Jawhariyyeh, and incorporating the perspectives of contemporary Muslim, Christian,
and Jewish figures. Promising an independent homeland to Arabs and a Jewish national
home to Jews, Britain pursued a turbulent policy throughout its three-decade rule, ulti-
mately laying the groundwork for the modern Palestine-Israel conflict. Many Arab intellec-
tuals and politicians of the period, including Wasif Jawhariyyeh, greeted the British Man-
date with hope and great enthusiasm fueled by nationalist sentiments, However, as re-
flected in the accounts of Jawhariyyeh and many others, this initial sense of hope gradually
gave way to feelings of betrayal and anger. These emotions were not confined to Palestinian
Arabs but also extended to British soldiers and administrators, whose position grew increas-
ingly uncertain, and Zionist Jews, who feared losing the promised Jewish homeland. This
study explores the British Mandate period through the lens of these sentiments, offering an
alternative perspective by utilizing memoirs, biographies, and historical correspondences.
In conclusion, this research seeks to analyze the impact of the British Mandate on social life
and emotions, focusing less on political history and more on highlighting different dynam-
ics, ultimately revealing the profound disillusionment experienced. The study emphasizes
the significance of Wasif Jawhariyyeh, a Jerusalemite who witnessed the late Ottoman pe-
riod, the mandate administration, and the Nakba, in enabling a social and intellectual his-
torical analysis. Moreover, given that most studies on the Mandate period primarily assess
its political dimensions, Jawhariyyeh’s memoirs fill a significant gap in the literatiire.

tarihi arastirmalar olmak {izere bir¢ok disiplin agisindan birincil kaynaklar olarak 6zel
koleksiyonlarda, miizelerde ve kiitiiphanelerde muhafaza edilmektedir. Bu eserler, sadece
6zliniin barindirdig bilgi birikimiyle degil, ait olduklar1 dénemin sosyal, siyasi ve kiiltiirel
yapisini yansitmalariyla da ¢ok degerlidir. Bu el yazmalart hem icerdikleri bilgilerle hem de
tasidiklari tarihi ve kiiltiirel anlamlarla, onlar1 barindiran kurumlar1 akademik ¢calismalarin
ve medeniyet tasavvurunun merkezine yerlestirmektedir. Asirlar boyunca kaleme alinmis
yazma eserleri koruyan ve medeniyetimizin kolektif hafizasiru temsil eden kiitiiphaneler,
tarih ve bilim calismalar1 agisindan kritik 6neme sahip merkezlerdir. Bu kiitiiphanelerden
biri de 19. ylizyll Kudiis'iinin &nde gelen kiiltiirel kurumlarindan olan Halidiye
Kiitiiphanesi'dir. Osmanl déneminde kurulan bu vakif kiitiiphanesi, islam diinyasinin
zengin ilmi mirasini gliniimiize tasiyan dnemli bir merkezdir. Bu itibarla Kudiis’iin tarihi,
din ve kiiltiirel kimliginin anlasilmasinda, Halidiye Kiitiiphanesi'ndeki yazma eserler biiytik
Onem tasimaktadir. Zira burada korunan eserler, sehrin ilmi ve sosyo-kiiltiirel hayatina da

Halidiye Kiitiiphanesi'nin koleksiyonunda basta tefsir, hadis olmak {izere akaid, fikih,
tasavvuf, edebiyat ve tarih alanlarinda degerli yazmalar bulunmaktadir. Ozellikle dikkat
gekici olan, kiitiiphane koleksiyonunun yaklagik yarisim olusturan 600 civarindaki fikih
yazmalaridir, Osmanh Devleti’'nin resmi mezhebi olan Hanefl fikhina ait serhler, fetva
mecmualari ve usul-i fikih eserleri ile vakif konulu yazmalarin bu denli genis yer tutmasi,
donemin hukuk pratigi ve teorisi hakkinda zengin bir kaynak sunmaktadir. Bu bildiride,
oncelikle s6z konusu kiitiiphanenin kurulusu, biiytimesi ve giiniimiizdeki durumu hakkinda
genel bir bilgi aktarilacaktir. Akabinde zengin bir koleksiyona sahip kiitiiphanede yer alan
usiil-i fikha dair yazmalar ile fetva mecmualarinin bir listesi sunularak nitelikleri hakkinda
bilgi verilecek, teknik 6zellikleri ve muhtevalar tanitilacaktir. Kiitiiphanenin zengin
koleksiyonunda yer alan usl-i fikih yazmalar ile fetva mecmualarinin detayli bir envanteri

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Abstract

The manuscript works that carry the intellectual legacy of Islamic civilization to the
present day are preserved in private collections, museums, and libraries as primary sources,
especially for historical research and various other disciplines. These works are invaluable
not only for the wealth of knowledge they contain but also for their reflection of the social,
political, and cultural structures of the period to which they belong, These manuscripts,
with both the information they hold and the historical and cultural significance they carry,
place the institutions that preserve them at the center of academic studies and the concep-
tualization of civilization. Libraries that have preserved manuscripts written over centuries
and represent the collective memory of our civilization are critically important centers for
historical and scientific studies. One such library is the Khalidiya Library, one of the leading
cultural institutions of 19th-century Jerusalem. Established during the Ottoman period as a
wagqf (endowment) library, it serves as a significant repository that carries the rich scholarly
heritage of the Islamic world to the present day. In this regard, the manuscripts housed in
the Khalidiya Library are of great importance for understanding the historical, religious,
and cultural identity of Jerusalem. These works also shed light on the city’s intellectual and
socio-cultural life. A review of the literature reveals that various aspects of the history of
librarianship during the Ottoman period have been examined. However, comprehensive
studies focusing on the libraries in Jerusalem and the systematic classification of the works
housed in these libraries would make significant contributions to the study of the develop-
ment of Islamic legal thought and research on the history of Jerusalem. This study aims to
conduct a systematic analysis of the usul al-figh (principles of Islamic jurisprudence) litera-
ture and fatwa collections in the manuscript collection of the historical Khalidiya Library,
located in Jerusalem, the third holiest city in the Islamic world. The manuscripts in this li-
brary have generally been classified by subject, and cataloging efforts have also been un-
dertaken. The Khalidiya Library’s collection includes valuable works in fields such as tafsir
(Quranic exegesis), hadith, theology, Islamic jurisprudence, Sufism, literature, and history.
Of particular note is the approximately 600 figh manuscripts, which constitute nearly half
of the library’s collection. The extensive presence of commentaries, fatwa collections, usul
al-figh works, and manuscripts on wagf (endowments) related to the Hanafi school of law,
the official madhhab (legal school) of the Ottoman Empire, provides a rich resource on the
legal theory and practice of the period. This paper will begin by presenting an overview of
the library’s establishment, growth, and current state. Subsequently, a list of the usul al-figh
manuscripts and fatwa collections in the library’s rich collection will be provided, accompa-
nied by an analysis of their characteristics, technical features, and content. The study will
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first address the historical development and current status of the library and then offer a
detailed inventory of the usul al-figh manuscripts and fatwa collections within its collection.
This inventory will cover the codicological features, content analysis, and historical signif-
icance of the works. In doing so, the study aims to shed light on the place of Jerusalem in
the history of Islamic law and provide researchers with a systematic guide to these valuable
resources.

hitkiimler ortaya koyan bir inang sistemidir. Bu cercevede Islam, insana karsi
gergeklestirilecek tiim muameleleri belirli ilke ve kurallara baglayarak, hukuki agidan genis
kapsaml diizenlemeler getirmistir. islam hukuku (fikih) insanin haklarini koruyan bir sistem
olarak sadece bireylerin birbirleriyle olan iliskilerini degil, ayn1 zamanda devletin bireylere
yonelik sorumluluklarii da belirgin kilmaktadir. Bu baglamda, savas hukuku ve esirlerle
muamele konusu, Islam’in insana verdigi degerin somut bir yansimasi olarak tebariiz etmistir.

Ancak
gliniimiiz Gazze olaylarinda bir taraftan Musliimanlar tarafindan esirlere nasil muamele
edildigi goriilmekteyken diger taraftan da israil askerleri tarafindan Miisliiman esirlere
uygulanan politikalar agiga ¢cikmaktadir. Bu baglamda Bedir savasindan itibaren gliniimiize
kadar siiregelen tarihi siirecte islam hukuku ve ahlakinca belirlenmis olan esirlere muamele
hukukundan hareketle 7 Ekim’'den bu yana Gazze’de yasanan esirlerle ilgili olaylar1 analiz
etmek ve Islam’in ortaya koydugu esirlere muamele ahlakinin pratikteki yansimalarini ortaya
koymak bu ¢alismanin temel amacidir. Yéntem olarak bu calismada, klasik islam hukuku
kaynaklari, sahabe ve tabiin dénemi rivayetleri ile esirlere yonelik muamele hukuku ve ahlaki
ile ilgili temel kaynaklar incelenmistir. Bu asamada ilk olarak, klasik fikih literatiiriinde
esirlerin hak ve sorumluluklarim tammlayan ahlaki ve hukuki ilkeler dokiiman incelemesi
yontemiyle ele alinmistir, Devarminda, 7 Ekim’den itibaren Gazze’de yasanan olaylar sonrasi
Miisliimanlarin esir aldiklar1 kisilere yonelik tutumlart, Islam hukukunun éngdrdiigii normlar
ile kargilastirmak iizere; haberler, makaleler, esirlerle yapilan réportajlar ve konuyla ilgili
elektronik kaynaklar tizerinden kapsamli bir tarama yapilmistir. Ayrica, Filistinli yerel
aktorlerden edinilen bilgiler 118inda da esirlere yonelik muamelelere dair giincel veriler
toplanmustir. Elde edilen bulgular ve toplanan veriler, dokiimantasyon analizi ve metin
incelemesi teknikleri kullanilarak degerlendirilmistir.

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Abstract

Islam is a belief system that places humans at its centre, upholding human dignity as its
core principle and establishing rulings to protect fundamental rights, such as the inviola-
bility of life and property, under all circumstances. Within this framework, Islam introduces
comprehensive legal regulations by linking all human interactions to specific principles and
rules. Islamic law (figh), as a system that safeguards human rights, not only regulates rela-
tionships between individuals but also clarifies the responsibilities of the state towards in-
dividuals. In this context, the laws of warfare and the treatment of prisoners stand out as a
tangible reflection of the value Islam places on human beings. From the Battle of Badr on-
wards, the treatment of prisoners taken during wars has been outlined in the primary
sources of Islamic law. In this regard, the literature contains numerous works that address
rulings related to prisoners. However, no study has been identified that links the treatment
of prisoners in the Gaza incidents to Islamic law, examines the issue within the context of
human dignity, and analyzes it from an ethical perspective. In this sense, while it is observed
how Muslims treat prisoners in the recent Gaza incidents, the policies imposed by Israeli
soldiers on Muslim captives are also evident. The main aim of this study is to analyze the
events involving prisoners in Gaza since October 7th by referencing the laws of prisoner
treatment established by Islamic law and ethics throughout the historical process that be-
gan with the Battle of Badr, and to demonstrate the practical reflections of the ethics of
prisoner treatment prescribed by Islam. As a methodology, this study examines classical
Islamic legal sources, reports from the sahdbah and the tabiiin periods, and fundamental
sources related to the laws and ethics of prisoner treatment. In the first stage, the ethical
and legal principles defining the rights and responsibilities of prisoners in classical figh lit-
erature were examined through document analysis. Subsequently, the attitudes of Muslims
towards captives after the events in Gaza on October 7th were compared with the norms set
forth by Islamic law through an extensive review of news reports, articles, interviews with
prisoners, and electronic sources on the subject. Additionally, information obtained from
local Palestinian actors collected up-to-date data regarding prisoners’ treatment. The find-
ings and collected data were evaluated using documentation analysis and textual examina-
tion techniques. This method identified the harmony and differences between the ethics of
prisoner treatment in Islamic law and contemporary practices using qualitative data.

Kocaya taninan
talak hakkina karsilik, kadina sunulan bu bosanma imkani, kadinin basta mehir ve iddet
nafakas1 gibi mali haklarindan feragat etmesini zorunlu kilmaktadir. Bu durum, hul’un adil
ve esit bir bosanma y6ntemi sunmadigi yoniinde elestirilmesine yol agmistir, Glintiimiizde
klasik hul’ uygulamasin siirdiiren iilkeler bulunmakla birlikte, Misir gibi bazi Miisltiman
tilkelerde kazal hul’ olarak isimlendirilen uygulama benimsenmistir. Kazal hul’
uygulamasini klasik hul’dan ayiran husus, kocanin rizasi aranmaksizin hikimin takdir
yetkisi esas alinmis olmasidir. Bu uygulamanin temel amaci, kadinlarin sosyal ve ekonomik
gilivenligini artirmak ve toplumsal adaleti saglamaktir. 2012 yilinda Filistin’de Bat1 Seria ve
Gazze bolgelerinde uygulanmak {izere yiiriirliige giren 3 Sayili Kanun Hitkmiinde
Kararname ile kazaf hul’ diizenlemesi kabul edilmistir. Bu diizenleme, seriat mahkemelerine
yetki taniyarak, kadimn bosanma taleplerinin kocanin rizasina bagl olmaksizin
degerlendirilmesine imkin saglamistir. Reform cergevesinde, hul’ sirasinda kadinin
ddemesi gereken mali bedelin, evlilik siiresi ve taraflarin ekonomik durumlar: dikkate
alinarak mahkeme tarafindan belirlenmesi éngériilmiistiir. Her ne kadar Misir ve Urdiin
gibi iilkelerde kazai hul’ vb. uygulamalar mevcutsa da Filistin’deki kazai hul’ diizenlemesi,
diger Miisliiman iilkelerdeki benzer uygulamalardan 6nemli bir noktada ayrilmaktadir.
Filistin uygulamasi yalmizca zifaf 6ncesi durumlarda kazal hul’ basvurusuna izin
vermektedir. Dolayisiyla, bir siire evlilik hayati yasamis, cocuk sahibi olmus ve cesitli
sebeplerle eslerinden ayrilmak isteyen kadinlara bu hak taninmazken, nisanlilik dsneminde
“askida evlilik” yasayan kadmlar icin bosanma yolu agilmistir. S6z konusu diizenlemenin
etkileri, Bat1 Seria ve Gazze Seridi’'nde farkhilik gostermistir, Bat1 Seria’da reformlar hizla
benimsenmis, kadinlarin seriat mahkemelerine bagvurularinda belirgin bir artis
yasanmistir, Bu gelisme, kadinlarin hukuki haklarina erisimini kolaylastirirken, toplumsal
farkindaligin artmasina da katki saglamustir. Ancak Gazze Seridi’'nde, muhafazakér
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toplumsal yap1 ve diger faktorler nedeniyle reformun uygulanmasinda cesitli zorluklar
ortaya cikmugtir, Seriat Mahkemeleri Yiiksek Yargi Konseyi'nin aldigi bu karar, toplumda
farkli tepkilere yol agmistir. Bir yanda kadin haklarini genisleten ve toplumsal sorunlara
¢8ziim sunan bir reform olarak degerlendirilirken, diger yanda aile kurumunu zayiflatacag
ve bogsanma oranlarini artiracag endisesiyle elestirilmistir. Bu calismada, Filistin’in kazat
hul’ diizenlemesi, toplumsal ihtiyaglar, hukuki gerekgeler ve sonuglar agisindan ele alinarak
diger tilkelerdeki kazat hul’ uygulamalar: ile mukayeseli olarak incelenmektedir. Aragtirma,
doktrinel yontemin yam sira sosyo-hukuki bir yaklasimi benimseyerek, séz konusu
reformun Filistin aile hukukundaki yerini ve etkilerini analiz etmeyi amaglamaktadir.

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Abstract

The right of a woman to terminate her marriage through khul‘ is one of the fundamental
issues in Islamic family law. In classical doctrine, the acceptance of a woman’s khul‘ request
is contingent upon the husband’s consent, and judicial oversight is not deemed necessary
in this process. In contrast to the talaq right granted to men, this form of divorce for women
requires them to forgo certain financial rights, such as mahr and iddah (legal waiting pe-
riod) alimony. This situation has led to criticisms that khul‘ does not provide an equitable
and fair method of divorce. While some contemporary countries continue to practice tradi-
tional khul¢, such as Egypt, have adopted judicial khul‘, The distinguishing feature of judicial
khul is that it relies on the discretionary authority of the judge without requiring the hus-
band’s consent. The primary objective of this reform is to enhance women'’s social and eco-
nomic security and to ensure social justice. In 2012, the enactment of Decree No. 3 in Pales-
tine introduced judicial khul‘ in the West Bank and Gaza. This regulation authorized the Sha-
ria Courts allowing women to seek divorce without requiring their husband’s consent. Un-
der this reform, the financial compensation to be paid by the woman during khul* is deter-
mined by the court based on the duration of the marriage and the financial circumstances
of both parties. Although it is observed that judicial khul regulations have been imple-
mented in countries such as Egypt and Jordan, the Palestinian judicial khul differs signifi-
cantly from similar practices in other Muslim countries. In Palestine, judicial khul® applica-
tions are permitted only in cases where the marriage has not been consummated. Conse-
quently, women who have lived in a marital relationship, have children, and wish to sepa-
rate for various reasons are not granted this right, whereas women experiencing a “sus-
pended marriage” during the engagement period are provided with a legal avenue for sep-
aration. The impact of this regulation has varied between the West Bank and the Gaza Strip.
In the West Barik, the reform was swiftly adopted, leading to a significant increase in the
number of women filing for divorce at the Sharia Courts. This development has facilitated
women'’s access to legal rights while also contributing to greater societal awareness. How-
ever, in the Gaza Strip, the conservative social structure and other contextual factors have
posed challenges to the implementation of the reform. The decision of the High Judicial
Council of Sharia Courts has sparked diverse reactions within society. On one hand, it is seen
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as a reform that expands women'’s rights and provides solutions to social issues. On the
other hand, concerns have been raised that it might weaken the family institution and in-
crease divorce rates. This study examines Palestine’s judicial khul® regulation in terms of
societal needs, legal justifications, and consequences, comparing it with judicial khul® prac-
tices in other Muslim countries. Employing both doctrinal and socio-legal approaches, this
research aims to analyze the place and impact of this reform within Palestinian family law.
Today, judicial khul regulations offer a model that integrates the principles of Islamic law
with the necessities of modern family structures. In this regard, they reflect efforts to im-
prove women'’s living conditions and promote social justice. This study seeks to contribute
to the literature on Palestinian family law (which is limited in Turkish) by analyzing the
legal and social dimensions of this decision. Furthermore, the jurisprudence surrounding
judicial khul provides significant contributions both academically and practically in ad-
dressing contemporary issues in Islamic family law.

Bu caligma, israil {iriinleri ve Siyonist markalarin boykot edilmesine yonelik fetvalari
yontem ve ahkdm agisindan incelemektedir. Calismada, islam hukukunda boykotun
dayandigi dini temeller, kullamlan ictihad yontemleri ve bu fetvalarin ahkidma dair
sonuglar1 degerlendirilmistir, Boykot fetvalarimin, Miisliiman bireyler acisindan dini bir
vecibe olmanin yani sira toplumsal adaletin saglanmasi ve zulme karst durulmasi amaci
tasidigi ortaya konulmaktadir. islam hukukunda boykot, mazlumlari destekleme ve
zalimlere kars1 durma ilkeleri cercevesinde ele alinmaktadir. Kur’an-1 Kerim’de, “lyilik ve
takva iizere yardimlasin, giinah ve diismanlik iizerinde yardimlasmayn...” (Maide Stiresi
5/2) ayeti, boykot fetvalarinin temel dayanaklarindan biridir. Bu baglamda, israil iiriinleri
ve Siyonist markalarin boykot edilmesi, Miislimanlarin adaletin tesisi ve zulmiin
engellenmesi noktasinda tasidigr bireysel ve toplumsal sorumluluga isaret etmektedir.
Boykot fetvalari, bireylerin tiiketim aliskanliklarini dini ve ahlaki ilkelerle uyumlu hale
getirme amacim tasimakta ve adaletsizliklere dolayli katkida bulunmaktan kaginilmasim
saglamaktadir. Bu cercevede, Yusuf el-Karadavi'nin (8. 2022) boykot fetvasi, s6z konusu
meselede en kapsamli ve etkili metinlerden biri olarak dne ¢ikmaktadir. Karadavi, boykotun
yalnmizca bireysel bir tercih degil, aym zamanda bir dini vecibe oldugunu vurgulamis ve bu
tutumu, islam hukukundaki seddii’z-zerdi’ (kétiiliige gétiiren yollar1 kapatma) ilkesiyle
iliskilendirmistir. Ona gére, Israil’i destekleyen iiriinlerin satin alinmas, Filistin halkina
yapilan zulmiin dolayli olarak finansmanina katkida bulunmak anlamina gelmekte ve bu
nedenle haram hitkmiine girmektedir. Karadavi’nin fetvasinda, boykotun hem ahlaki hem
de siyasi bir durus sergilenmesi i¢in dnemli bir arag¢ oldugu acikca ifade edilmektedir. Bu
calismada ayrica, Malezya, Endonezya ve Tiirkiye gibi farkl tilkelerdeki fetva otoritelerinin
bu konudaki yaklagimlari ele alinmistir. Malezya ve Endonezya’da halkin, islam alimlerinin
rehberliginde ekonomik adalet ve dayamismayr gozeten bir tutum sergiledigi
gozlemlenirken, Tiirkiye’de Diyanet isleri Baskanligi'nin boykotu ahlaki bir sorumluluk
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olarak degerlendirdigi tespit edilmistir. Bunun yam sira, Uluslararasi Miisliiman Alimler
Birligi (IUMS) gibi 6nemli otoriteler, Israil {iriinlerini boykot etmenin islam ahlakina uygun
ve bariscil bir miicadele yontemi oldugu goriisiinii dile getirmistir. Sonug olarak, bu ¢alisma,
Israil iiriinleri ve Siyonist markalarin boykot edilmesine dair fetvalarin islam hukukundaki
mesruiyetini, dayandigi ictihad metotlarini ve ahkidma iliskin sonuglarimi kapsamli bir
sekilde analiz etmektedir. Fetvalar, Miisliiman bireylerin ve topluluklarin, zulme kars1 bir
biling olusturarak islami sorumluluklarini yerine getirme yollarini géstermektedir. Boykot,
bu baglamda, islam timmetinin dini ve ahlaki degerlerini muhafaza etmesinin bir tezahiirii
olarak degerlendirilmektedir.

Abstract

This study analyzes the fatwds on boycotting Israeli and Zionist brands in terms of meth-
odology and provisions (ahkam). This study evaluates the religious foundations of boycotts
in Islamic jurisprudence, the methods of ijtihad used, and the implications concerning the
provisions of these fatwds. It is revealed that the boycott fatwas, in addition to being a reli-
gious obligation for Muslim individuals, ensure social justice and stand against oppression.
In Islamic jurisprudence, boycotts are considered within the framework of the principles of
supporting the oppressed and standing against oppressors. The Qur’anic verse “Cooperate
with one another in goodness and righteousness, and do not cooperate in sin and transgres-
sion...” (Stirat al-M&ida 5/2) is one of the main sources of boycott fatwdas. In this context,
boycotting Israeli products and Zionist brands points to Muslims’ individual and social re-
sponsibility to establish justice and prevent oppression. Boycott fatwas align individuals’
consumption habits with religious and moral principles and avoid indirectly contributing
to injustice. In this context, Yusuf al-Qaradawt’s (d. 2022) fatwa on boycott stands out as one
of the most comprehensive and influential texts on this issue. Qaradawi emphasized that
boycotting is not only an individual choice but also a religious obligation and linked this
attitude to the principle of sadd al-dhardi’ (blocking the paths that lead to evil) in Islamic
jurisprudence. According to him, purchasing products that support Israel indirectly con-
tributes to the financing of the oppression of the Palestinian people and is therefore haram.
QaradawT's fatwa clearly states that boycotts are an important tool for taking both a moral
and a political stance. This study also examines the approaches of fatwa authorities in Ma-
laysia, Indonesia, and Turkey. In Malaysia and Indonesia, the public, guided by Islamic schol-
ars, has adopted an attitude of economic justice and solidarity, whereas in Turkey, the Pres-
idency of Religious Affairs considers boycotts to be a moral responsibility. In addition, im-
portant authorities such as the International Union of Muslim Scholars (TUMS) have stated
that boycotting Israeli products is a peaceful method of struggle in accordance with Islamic
morality. In conclusion, this study comprehensively analyzes the legitimacy of fatwds on
boycotting Israeli and Zionist products in Islamic jurisprudence, the methods of ijtihad on
which they are based, and their implications. The fatwds illustrate ways in which Muslim
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individuals and communities can fulfill their Islamic responsibilities by raising awareness
against oppression., In this context, the boycott is considered a manifestation of the Islamic
Ummah’s preservation of its religious and moral values.

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Abstract

The city of Jerusalem is one of the most important cities in the world in terms of reli-
gious, historical, and cultural significance. It has been and continues to be a focal point of
international conflicts. During the period when it was ruled by the Ottoman Empire, the city
witnessed remarkable instances of peaceful coexistence, particularly in the 19th century.
Therefore, we aimed to study this aspect through a research paper titled “Jerusalem in the
19th Century: Religious Conditions and Peaceful Coexistence in the Late Ottoman Era.” The
paper consists of an introduction and two main sections. The first section focuses on the
historical background of Jerusalem in the 19th century, divided into three parts:

The research yielded several key findings, including;

2. Turkey’s historical, geographical, and political significance remains central in con-
temporary international conflicts. It is not easy to diminish Turkey’s role on the
global stage, despite attempts to reduce its influence and presence. The Palestinian
cause is inherently linked to Turkey.

3. The Ottomans were the greatest defenders of Jerusalem and provided a safe haven
for Muslims and the inhabitants of the city.

We can draw significant lessons from this historical period of coexistence in Jerusalem

and apply them, in some form, to the present reality.

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Abstract
In the late Ottoman period, the Holy City of Jerusalem witnessed significant develop-
ment in various aspects of life, including social, economic, and urban growth. This pro-
gress contributed to a noticeable increase in the city’s population, which doubled for sev-
eral reasons. Among the most important factors were improved healthcare, the eradica-
tion of diseases and epidemics, enhanced security and stability, and the arrival of a large
number of people from different regions within the Jerusalem Sanjak and other Ottoman

provinces. There was great interest in the city from various European countries, which

sought to establish a presence in Jerusalem for religious reasons, particularly to control
Christian holy sites, such as the Church of the Holy Sepulchre. As a result, new schools
affiliated with different denominations were established, along with Christian churches,
buildings, hotels, and consulates representing these countries. This external interest
alerted the Ottoman state to the risks involved, prompting it to develop the Jerusalem
Sanjak in all administrative, educational, and healthcare aspects. In 1869, the Ottoman
authorities established the Jerusalem Municipality, making it the second municipality in
the empire after Istanbul. They also built several public schools for different age groups,
a government hospital, a municipal park, and paved roads connecting the city to Jaffa,

which served as a gateway for pilgrims and foreign visitors. The Zionist movement sought

to establish Jewish colonies within the Jerusalem Sanjak and encouraged Jewish migra-
tion to the city to alter its demographic composition. Due to strong opposition from the
city’s residents, the Ottoman Empire imposed restrictions on Jewish immigration and
prohibited the sale of land to Jews. In 1881, Sultan Abdul Hamid 11 issued a decree banning

land sales to Jewish settlers. This study aims to examine the population of Jerusalem in

the late Ottoman period, analyzing their distribution by religion and sect, as well as iden-
tifying their places of residence within the neighborhoods of Jerusalem. The study focuses
on the period from 1874 to 1917, covering both the areas within the city’s walls and the
newly established neighborhoods outside the walls. Additionally, it compares the popu-
lation records in the Ottoman Population Register with other statistical sources, includ-

ing reports from Orientalists and foreign consulates. To comprehensively address this

topic, the study relies on the Ottoman Population Register, which was compiled as part of
a general census conducted by the Ottoman authorities across their provinces. This reg-
ister documented all residents, recording their names, their fathers’ names, birth dates,
and family relationships. Additional sources include the Ottoman archives in Ankara and
Istanbul, local Ottoman archives, Sharia court records, and various books and studies on
the subject.

Since the occupation of East Jerusalem in 1967, the city has endured extensive Israeli
assaults targeting its people, structures, and rich historical legacy. These actions represent
systematic attempts to transform the religious and cultural identity of Jerusalem into a
Westernized Jewish character, eroding its authentic Eastern cultural essence. Central to
these Judaization efforts are continuous Israeli attacks on the city’s cultural heritage, par-
ticularly the historic Ottoman wall, reconstructed during the reign of Sultan Suleiman the
Magnificent. This wall has historically served as both a physical and symbolic protector of
Jerusalem’s unique identity. While its reconstruction originally aligned with the urban
norms of ancient cities, the wall’s cultural and historical significance grew significantly over
time, especially after the 19th-century urban expansion beyond the walled city. The wall
has preserved Jerusalem’s authentic stories and heritage, remaining resilient despite Brit-
ish-era alterations, such as damage to Sultan Abdulhamid IT’s clock tower. Under Israeli oc-
cupation, the wall has transcended its historical value to symbolize resistance against cul-
tural Judaization, safeguarding the city’s identity. Consequently, Israeli authorities have
sought to undermine its historical significance—not necessarily through outright demoli-
tion, but via various measures aimed at Judaizing the wall and recasting it as an element of
Israeli historical narrative. This paper examines the repeated Israeli violations against the
Ottoman wall of Jerusalem, documenting efforts to distort its history, alter its authentic na-
ture, and impose cultural dominance over the city’s historical landmark. These measures
include incorporating Jewish religious symbols, leveraging the wall to propagate a fabri-
cated Israeli narrative, and conducting archaeological excavations around and beneath the
wall to reinforce a Judaized interpretation of the area’s history—particularly in the vicinity
of Al-Agsa Mosque. The study explores the connection between these actions and the
broader process of Judaizing Jerusalem, distorting the city’s original identity, and trans-
forming its historical gateways. It also highlights the efforts of various local and interna-
tional entities to protect the wall and preserve its heritage from Israeli distortion. Finally,
the paper provides a series of recommendations at multiple levels to safeguard the wall,
emphasizing its crucial role in protecting Jerusalem itself from the comprehensive Judaiza-
tion and transformation efforts that Israel is actively pursuing.

Uziim, incir, badem ise ¢cogunlukla Yafa, Kudiis ve Gazze’de 6n plana ¢ikmistir. Bunlardan
baska bolgede limon, kayisi, elma, erik, armut, muz, hurma, ceviz, karpuz, dut, nar gibi
bircok meyve firetilmistir. Bolgede meyve lretimi geleneksel yontemlerin yaninda
dénemin modern tekniklerine gore kurulmus olan bahgelerde yapilmistir. Osmanli
y6netimi, bahcelerin sayisini artirma, iiriin kalitesini yiikseltme gibi konularda halki tesvik
etmek i¢in onlara vergi deme kolaylig1 saglamustir. Ayrica devlete ait ciftliklerde toprak ve
iklim kosullarina gdre yetistirilen fidanlar {ireticiye dagitilmis, zaman zaman ortaya ¢ikan
agac hastaliklar1 ve zararlilarina karsi yapilan ziral miicadelelerde ciftciler desteklenmistir.

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Abstract

Fruits, having an important place among the nutritional sources of mankind, have be-
come one of the income resources of the states in addition to this function. Thus, fruit grow-
ing was one of the basic tax items also for the Ottoman State, an agricultural state. Especially
the increase in the agricultural product demand of the European countries, industrialized
rapidly in the 19th century, enabled the development of trade in this field. The develop-
ments experienced affected the production, industry and trade of fruits. Fruit growing
made a progress with this respect to the end of the century in question also in the Palestine
region, a part of the Ottoman soils. The most important ones of the fruits grown inside the
borders of Palestine was olive, orange, grape, fig, and almond. The olive trees were planted
especially in the Jerusalem, Nablus districts, the oranges Akka, Haifa, Jaffa, Gaza districts in
the Mediterranean shore strip and near Jerusalem in the midlands. Grape, fig and almond
were prominent mainly in Jaffa, Jerusalem and Gaza. Furthermore, a lot of fruits such as
lemon, apricot, apple, plum, pear, banana, date, walnut, watermelon, mulberry, and pome-
granate were produced in the region. The fruit production in the region was conducted in
the yards established according to the modern techniques of the period, in addition to the
conventional methods. The Ottoman administration enabled tax payment eases for the pub-
lic for incenting them in topics such as increasing the number of orchards and increasing
the product quality. Furthermore, the saplings, grown according to the soil and climate con-
ditions, in the ranches belonging to the state were distributed among the producers and the
farmers were supported in agricultural struggles made against plant diseases and pests. The
fruits produced also enabled that an industry, depending on the fruits, emerged in Palestine.
The olive oil and soap, derived from olive and the factories based on grape became the basic
industrial branches of the region. Some of the fresh fruits grown and industrial products
were demanded in the domestic market of the Ottoman. A substantial part was procured by
means of the agents of the commercial company representatives, belonging to the foreign
countries, and exported to the countries such as Egypt, Britain, France, Germany, and
United States. Among the products exported to these countries at the beginning of the 20th
century, Jaffa oranges came first, famous in the world with its quality. In the study, the fruit
cultivation, made in Palestine, and the problems such as water, sapling, disease, security,
land ownership and tax burden, faced by the producers, in the end of the 19th century and
at the beginning of 20th century, were discussed. The activities conducted by the Ottoman
administration to solve these will also be covered. Besides, the industrial branches, depend-
ing on fruit, and fruit trade will also be elaborated. With the information we reveal, we aim
to contribute to the researches made for the agriculture, industry and trade of Palestine in
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the last period of Ottoman. When preparing the study, the Ottoman Archive documents,
found in the Presidency of State Archives of Presidency of Turkish Republic, agriculture and
trade statistics, the periodicals of the relevant period and research works will be used.

Bunun i¢in Osmanh Devleti ile anlasarak Filistin bolgesi tizerinden désenecek hat ile Akabe
Korfezi'ni izleyerek su altindan Afrika kitasinda bulunan Cibuti ve Madagaskar’a telgraf
hatt1 désemek istemistir. Calismanin odak noktasin1 Osmanl Dénemi Kudiis'iinde merkezi
ve baglanti telgraf hatlarinin kurulmasi ile hatlarin bélgeye olan katkisi olusturmaktadir.
Elde edilecek bilgilerle Filistin bolgesinin askeri, siyasi ve ekonomik hayatina bir katki
saglanmasi hedeflenmistir. Bu dogrultu da Cumhurbaskanligi Devlet Arsivleri
Baskanligi'nda yer alan Osmanh arsiv belgeleri, donemin basini incelenecektir. Ayrica konu
ile ilgili yazilan ikincil el kaynaklara bakilacaktir.
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Invented in the 19th century, the electric telegraph made it possible for people to com-
municate over long distances. The Ottoman Empire closely followed this new communica-
tion technology. The central administration started to lay the first telegraph lines in Rume-
lia during the Crimean War. Subsequently, telegraph lines were extended into Anatolia. Af-
ter the completion of the main lines here, in the same century, the political administration
carried out efforts to lay telegraph lines in the Arab provinces. The construction of tele-
graph lines facilitated the communication of the decisions taken by the political administra-
tion in the capital Istanbul to the whole country in a short time. Thus, the communication
gaps between the centre and the provinces were prevented by the rapid flow of news and
information received from distant places and the control of these places by the state au-
thorities was ensured. The geographical location of Jerusalem during the Ottoman period,
its importance for the three major religions, and the volume of trade made it necessary for
the central administration to lay a telegraph line to speed up the flow of information and
news from here to Istanbul. In 1863, it was decided to include the Palestine region in the
telegraph network project. In 1864, a land telegraph line was extended from Beirut to El-
Arish on the Egyptian border. In the same year, Gaza, Jaffa, Jerusalem, Nablus and Acre were
introduced to the telegraph thanks to the cash aid collected from the people and the facili-
ties provided by the state, and thus communication with Istanbul and Europe was ensured.
With the erection of poles and the extension of wires, the entire Palestinian region was con-
nected by telegraph lines and telegraph centres were opened in many settlements. During
the reign of Abdul Hamid II, the telegraph line was extended from Jerusalem to Aqaba and
then to Mecca-Medina, and the communication infrastructure of the holy lands with Istan-
bul and Europe was completed. The geographical location of the Palestinian region and its
holy sites attracted the attention of Western countries. In order to ensure the flow of infor-
mation from the region, Britain connected the Indian telegraph network it owned to the
Ottoman telegraph network via the Gaza-El-Arish line and ensured its contact with strategic
positions. France, which was dependent on Britain for telegraph correspondence, worked
to establish its own lines. For this purpose, by making an agreement with the Ottoman State,
it wanted to lay an underwater telegraph line to Djibouti and Madagascar on the African
continent, following the Gulf of Aqaba with the line to be laid through the Palestine region.
The focus of the study is the establishment of central and connecting telegraph lines in Je-
rusalem during the Ottoman period, and the contribution of the lines to the region. It is
aimed to contribute to the military, political, and economic life of the Palestine region with
the information to be obtained. In this direction, Ottoman archival documents located in
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the Presidency State Archives Directorate and the press of the period will be examined. In
addition, secondary sources written on the subject will be consulted.

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“Tibbi Misyonerlik” kavrami, tanimsal cercevedeki muglaklik sebebiyle birtakim
kavramsal tartisma ve cesitliligi de beraberinde getirmektedir. Misyonerlik ile Tibbi
Misyonerlik kavramlarinin ortaya ¢ikardigi diializm, misyonerlik faaliyetini yiiriiten kisinin
kimlik, siirlihk ve faaliyet alamna iliskin pozisyonu iizerinden sekillenmektedir. Bu
cerceveleme, “tibbi misyon” ya da “tibbi misyonerlik” olgusunun, genel misyonerlik
faaliyetlerine sartlar geregi yeni bir alan olarak eklemlenmesiyle dogrudan ilgilidir. Oyle ki
basta kilise ve egitim kurumlarini faaliyet alani olarak belirleyen misyonerler, zaman iginde
hastane ve dispanser gibi saglk miiesseseleri {izerinden reaksiyoner bir tutum
sergilemislerdir. Bu bakimdan tibbi misyonerlik faaliyetleri, daha net sonuglar1 alinmasi
bakimindan oldukga etkili bir yontem olarak kullanilmistir. Kadim bir gecmisi olan Kudiis
ve cevresi de yapisi ve stratejik pozisyonu geregi tibbi misyonerlik faaliyetlerinin yogun
yiriitiildigl bir bolge olmustur. Osmanl cografyasindaki varligi 16. yiizyila kadar uzanan
misyon teskilatlar1 6zellikle 20. yiizyilin basinda giiglii yapilar haline gelmistir. Nitekim
Kudiis ve gevresi basta olmak tizere Osmanli topraklarinin biiyiik bir bélimii Amerikan
Board, Alman, ingiliz, Fransiz ve Rus misyon teskilatlarmin calisma merkezi haline
gelmistir. Bu misyon teskilatlari, Kudiis ve c¢evresinde hatiri sayilir 6lgiide hastane,
dispanser, klinik vb. tiirde irili ufakli pek cok saglik miiessesesi kurmus doktor, hemsire ve
eczacty1 bolgeye géndermis sayisiz hasta bakmistir. Bu faaliyetlerini, “insanin oldugu yerde
aci, acin oldugu yerde doktor, doktorun oldugu yerde de misyonerlik icin firsatlar vardir”
gayesiyle yiirtitmiistiir. Sunduklari saglik hizmetlerini ise modern tibbi ara¢ ve gereglerle
icra ederek cazibe merkezi olusturmus, bolge halkinin giivenini saglamaya calismistir.
Ayrica tibbi misyonlar, gerek resmi agidan gerekse de yoneticiler tarafindan en az
engellenen misyonerlik kolu olmustur. Sivil halk tarafindan sicak karsilanmalari,
faaliyetlerini ticretsiz yiiriitmeleri ve etkisi itibariyle kiyaslandiginda diger misyonerlik
kollarindan daha az maliyetli olmalari, manevra alanlarini genisletmede 6nemli dl¢tide
etkili olmustur. Ancak Birinci Diinya Savasi'nin da etkisiyle ¢ogu hastane, iktidarda olan
ittihat ve Terakki hiikiimetleri tarafindan kademeli olarak kapatilmis ya da bu kurumlara el
konulmustur. Osmanli Devleti'nin zayiflayip bolgedeki hakimiyetini yitirmeye baslamasiyla
faaliyetlerini stirdirmeye tekrar devam etmislerdir. Bu ¢alismada, Osmanli Devleti’nin son
yillarinda Kudiis ve ¢evresinde faaliyet gosteren tibbi misyon teskilatlarinin ¢alismalari,
kurduklari saglik kurum ve kuruluslarin tespiti ile bolge halki tizerindeki etkilerinin ortaya
¢ikartilmasi amaglanmstir, Bu dogrultuda Osmanli arsivleri basta olmak iizere déneme dair
birinci el kaynaklar incelenmistir. Sonug olarak, Kudiis ve cevresinde faaliyet yiiriiten
misyon teskilatlarinin Osmanli Devleti tarafindan titizlikle takip edildigi ve kontrol altinda
tutulmaya calisildig1 gériilmiistiir. Ayrica ruhsatsiz calisan saglik miiesseselerine miisaade
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edilmedigi, ayrilik¢1 hareket eden misyonerlere birtakim cezalar uygulandigi anlasilmistir.
Bélgede en yogun faaliyet gdsteren tibbi misyonlarin ise Fransiz, Alman, Amerikan, ingiliz
ve Ruslara ait oldugu tespit edilmistir. Nihai olarak bu calisma, Kudiis ve Filistin tarihi
hakkinda yapilan bilimsel ¢alismalara miitevaz1 bir katki yapmay1 arzulamaktadir. Daha
ozelde ise Kudiis ve cevresinin sihhi yoniine farkli bir pencere acarak bu alanda yapilacak
arastirmalara yol gostermesi de dnemli bir kazanim olarak goriilmektedir.

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The concept of “medical missionary” brings with it a number of conceptual discussion
and diversity due to ambiguity in the definition. This dualism is shaped through the position
of the person who carries out the missionary activity on identity, limitation and position on
the field of activity. One of the distinctive points in this regard is directly related to the
articulation of the “medical mission” or “medical missionary” phenomenon as a new field
due to conditions for general missionary activities. So much so that the missionaries, which
determine the church and educational institutions as a field of activity, have exhibited a
reactionary attitude over time over health institutions such as hospitals and dispensaries.
In this respect, medical missionary activities were used as a very effective method in terms
of obtaining clearer results. Jerusalem and its environs, which have an ancient history, have
been a region where medical missionary activities are carried out intensively due to its
structure and strategic position. Mission organizations whose assets in the Ottoman geog-
raphy dating back to the 16th century have become strong structures, especially at the be-
ginning of the 20th century. As a matter of fact, a large part of the Ottoman lands, especially
Jerusalem and its environs, has become the work center of American Board, German, Brit-
ish, French and Russian mission organizations. These mission organizations, Jerusalem and
its surroundings to a considerable extent hospital, dispensary, clinical and so on. Numerous
patients have sent many health institutions, nurses and pharmacists who have established
many health institutions of various sizes. He carried out these activities with the motto,
where there are opportunities for missionary where there is pain, where there is pain,
where there is pain, and where there is a doctor “. It has tried to ensure the trust of the
people of the region by creating a center of attraction by performing their health services
with modern medical tools and equipment. In addition, medical missions were the mission-
ary branch that was least hindered by officials and administrators. The fact that they were
warmly welcomed by the civilian population, that their activities were free of charge, and
that they were less costly than other missionary branches in terms of their impact, was very
effective in expanding their field of maneuver. However, with the effects of the First World
War, most of the hospitals were gradually closed or confiscated by the Union and Progress
governments in power. They resumed their activities as the Ottoman Empire weakened and
began to lose its dominance in the region. The objective of this study is to identify the ac-
tivities of medical mission organizations operating in Jerusalem and its environs during the
final years of the Ottoman Empire. In addition, the study will examine the health institu-
tions and organizations that these organizations established, and will reveal their impact
on the region’s population. In order to accomplish these objectives, primary sources from
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this period, primarily Ottoman archives, were examined. The findings of this study indicate
that mission organizations operating in Jerusalem and its environs were subject to meticu-
lous monitoring and control by the Ottoman State. It was also ascertained that the operation
of unlicensed health institutions was prohibited, and separatist missionaries were subject
to specific penalties.The analysis revealed that the most prominent medical missions in the
region were those of the French, Germans, Americans, British, and Russians. Consequently,
the present study is to modestly contribute to the scientific research conducted on the his-
tory of Jerusalem and Palestine. Specifically, it is regarded as a significant advancement in
that it unveils a novel perspective on the health dimension of Jerusalem and its environs,
thereby directing future research in this domain.

Bu calisma, Kudiis’iin isimlendirilmesindeki tarihsel ve dilsel gelisimi Arapca ve fbranice
kaynaklar 15131nda incelemektedir. Kudiis, tarih boyunca farkli medeniyetlerin ayni zaman
diliminde yogun etkilesim alani olmus ve bu durum, sehrin adimin farkli dillerde gesitli
anlamlar kazanmasina neden olmustur. Calisma, 19. ylizyilin sonlarindan giintimiize kadar
olan siirecte sehrin isminin Arapca “el-Kuds” ve Ibranice “Yerusalayim” kelimeleri
baglaminda nasil kullanildigini, bu isimlerin etimolojik kdkenlerini ve cesitli anlam
katmanlarini ele almay1 amaglamaktadir. Bu etimolojik kazi, yazili metinler, tarihsel
belgeler ve modern dilbilimsel analizlerden yararlanarak Kudiis’iin adina iliskin farkl
perspektifleri bir araya getirmeyi amaglamaktadir. Bunun yaru sira, sehrin adimn kiiltiirel
aidiyet ve kimlik tizerinde oynadig1 rolii de incelemektedir. Kudiis’tin farkli topluluklar
tarafindan benimsenen isimleri, tarih boyunca giic dengeleri ve siyasi hakimiyetle
sekillenmistir. Ozellikle ingiliz Mandasi ve israil'in kurulusu (1948) ile bu isimlerin
kullanimindaki politik baglam daha da belirginlesmistir. Arastirmada 6ne ¢ikan temalar,
kutsallik, siyaset ve dil arasindaki iliskiler iizerinde yogunlasmaktadir. Tarihi teselsiile
bakildiginda sehrin Yahudilik, Hristiyanlik ve islam gibi ii¢ semavi dine ev sahipligi yapmasi,
sehrin adinin tarihsel olarak hikim olan giiclerin de etkisiyle diller arasi gesitlilik
gostermesine yol agmistir. Calisma, bugiin ulasilabilen yazili metinler, diger tarihsel
belgeler ve ozellikle de modern dilbilimsel analizlerden yararlanarak Kudiis'iin adina ve
adlandirilmasina iliskin farkli perspektifleri bir araya getirmeyi amaglamaktadir. Ozellikle
Osmanli Imparatorlugu dénemi ve sonrasindaki degisimler, bu isimlerin kullaniminda
dnemli kirilma noktalar yaratmistir, Arapca’da “el-Kuds” (Kutsal) ads, islam’in Kudiis’e olan
manevi baghligini yansitirken, branice’de “Yerusalayim” ismi, Yahudilikteki derin kdklere
isaret eder. Bu etimolojik kazi, dilsel gesitliligin sehrin tarihsel kimligiyle nasil 6rtiistiigiini
ve ayni zamanda belirli hususlarda catisma alanlar1 meydana getirdigini gostermektedir.
Kudiis’iin adi, tarih boyunca farkli topluluklarin sahiplenme ve aidiyet iddialarimin bir
yansimasi olarak ortaya c¢ikmis ve bu durum sehrin kiiltiirel cesitliligini daha da
zenginlestirmistir. Son olarak Beytu'l-Makdis tamlamas: tizerinden, Kudiis’e dair yazilmis
kitaplar ile manevi olarak mukaddes kabul edilen bolgelere de genisletilebilen isimlere,
Cibril'in Ruhu’l-Kuds olarak isimlendirilmesi ile Esma-i Hiisna’dan Kuddiis ismiyle sehrin
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ismi arasindaki baglara deginilecektir. Beytu'l-Makdis gibi Arapca isimlerin ve manevi
anlamlarinin, sehrin islam diinyasindaki konumuna dair énemli bir ipucu sundugu
vurgulanmaktadir. Ayni sekilde, cesitli kaynaklarda “selam” kelimesinin barig anlami
tasimasi, Kudiisiin tarih boyunca uzlasinin merkezinde yer aldigini hatirlatmaktadr.

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This study explores the historical and linguistic evolution of the name of Jerusalem
through Arabic and Hebrew sources. Jerusalem has historically been a crossroads of civili-
zations, leading to its name acquiring different meanings across various languages. The re-
search examines the use of the Arabic term “Al-Quds” and the Hebrew “Yerushalayim” from
the late 19th century to the present, delving into their etymological origins and layered
meanings.

Key themes of this research focus on the interplay between sanctity, politics, and lan-
guage. As the host city for three major religions—Islam, Christianity, and Judaism—Jerusa-
lem’s name reflects its historical and linguistic diversity. Particularly during the Ottoman
Empire and the subsequent British Mandate, significant shifts in the usage and significance
of these names occurred. The Arabic name “Al-Quds” (The Holy) symbolizes Islam’s spiritual
connection to Jerusalem, while the Hebrew name “Yerushalayim” signifies deep-rooted ties
in Judaism. This etymological excavation draws on written texts, historical documents, and
modern linguistic analyses to present diverse perspectives on the name of Jerusalem. Fur-
thermore, it investigates the role of the city’s name in shaping cultural identity and belong-
ing. The names embraced by different communities have been influenced by historical
power dynamics and political dominion. This became especially pronounced during the
British Mandate and after the establishment of Israel in 1948. Finally, the names that can be
extended to the books written about Jerusalem and the regions considered spiritually sa-
cred, through the phrase Baytu’l-Makdis, will be discussed, as will the connection between
the name of the city and the name of Kuddus, one of the beautiful names of Allah, with the
name of Gabriel being named Ruhu’l-Kuds., and the study demonstrates that Jerusalem’s
name has served as a reflection of various communities’ claims of ownership and belonging,
enriching the city’s cultural complexity over time. The Arabic term Beytu’l-Makdis and its
sacred connotations offer significant insights into the city’s position in the Islamic world.
Similarly, the root “Salam,” meaning peace, underscores Jerusalem’s historical role as both
a center of reconciliation.

Oyle ki Theodor Herzl “Bizim
denedigimiz her sey onun eserinde zaten mevcuttur.” demistir. Moses Hess'in Roma ve Kudiis
baslikli calismas1 “Yahudilerin Filistin'de Toplanmasi Cagrisi”’dir. Hess, siyasi fikirleri
nedeniyle Almanya’dan siiriildiikten sonra Kudiis’e gd¢ etmis ve burada siyonizmin felsefi
temellerini kurmak i¢in ¢alismalarda bulunmustur. Kudiis’te yasamasi onun felsefesini
sekillendirmesinde etkili olurken ayni zamanda baz1 Yahudi diistiniirleri Kudiis’e gelmeleri
icin tesvik etmistir. Kat1 bir sosyalist olan Hess, Marx’in “Din kitlelerin afyonudur.”
dustincesinin  kaynagi olarak gosterilmektedir. Hegel'in insan anlayisindan ve
diyalektiginden oldukgca etkilenmistir. 1845’ kadar Yahudi karsiti ve 6nde gelen bir Alman
milliyetcisi olan Hess, Kudiis’e yerlestikten sonra kaleme aldig1 Roma ve Kudiis adl1 eserini
teshuvah (tévbe) kavrami tizerine kurmus, Yahudilige ve Yahudi halkina 8zel bir bag ve
incelikle baglandigii ifade etmistir. Fakat eser incelendiginde Hegelci diyalektik
anlayisinda ciddi bir degisikligin olmadig1 gériilmektedir. Hess eser boyunca Hegel’in yar
sira Spinoza, Schopenhauer gibi diisiiniirlerle birlikte Maimonides, Moses Mendelssohn, ibn
Cebirol, Zvi Hirsch Kalischer gibi isimlerden de s6z etmistir. Hess distinceleriyle Martin
Buber, Theodore Adorno, Walter Benjamin, Lev Shestov gibi isimleri de etkilemistir. Tarihe
damga vurmus olan bu yaklasim, kendi déneminde, 6nde gelen Yahudi diistiniirlerin
fikirlerini bir potada eritmeye calistig1 izlenimi vermektedir. Doneminin diisiiniirleri
tarafindan “basarisiz bir sosyalist” olarak gériilen Hess'in sistem kurma idealini Kudiis’e
tastyarak Siyonizm fikri {izerine tatbik etmeye ¢alistigini diisiinmek miimkiindiir. Toplumu
tanima konusundaki yetenegi, onun kapsayici bir anlayis gelistirmesinde ve Yahudi halki
tarafindan kabul gérmesinde etkili olmustur. “Neresi iyiyse, orasi vatandir.” goriisiinii
reddederek Kudiis ve Filistin’in Yahudi toprag: haline gelmesi gerektigini savunmustur.
Yahudi kiiltliriniin disaridan bir zorlama ile degil iceriden degismesi gerektigini belirten
Hess’in Kudiis’te yasamis olmasi bu gériistinde etkili olmus olmalidir. Alt1 gizilmesi gereken
diger bir nokta, Almanya’daki Yahudilerin toplumda nasil yer edindigini gordiikten sonra
Kudiis'teki Yahudi toplumu ile karsilastirmaya gidebilme imkanini edinmis olmasidir. Bu
calismada, Hess’in Roma ve Kudiis eserini sekillendirirken Kudiis’teki Yahudi toplulugu ile
kurdugu baglar, Kudiis'teki disiiniirlerle gelistirdigi iliskiler ve buradaki diisiinsel
faaliyetleri Siyonist diisiincenin gelisimine etkisi baglaminda ele alinarak bunlarin dénemin
onde gelen filozoflarina nasil aktarildig: incelenecektir.

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Abstract

Moses Hess (1812-1875), known as the “Communist Rabbi,” is considered one of the
founders of German socialism and political Zionism. Theodor Herzl even remarked,
“Everything we attempted was already present in his work.” Hess’s Rome and Jerusalem
is essentially a “Call for the Gathering of Jews in Palestine.” After being exiled from
Germany due to his political views, Hess migrated to Jerusalem, where he devoted him-
self to establishing the philosophical foundations of Zionism. His residence in Jerusalem
played a crucial role in shaping his philosophy and encouraging other Jewish thinkers
to move to the city. As a staunch supporter of socialism, Hess is often cited as a source
of Marx’s assertion, “Religion is the opium of the masses.” He was profoundly influ-
enced by Hegel’s understanding of humanity and dialectics. Until 1845, Hess was an
anti-Jewish. And He was a German nationalist. But after settling in Jerusalem, he based
his work Rome and Jerusalem on the concept of teshuvah (repentance), expressing a pro-
found and nuanced attachment to Judaism and the Jewish people. However, an analysis
of his work reveals no significant departure from the Hegelian dialectical framework.
Throughout his work, Hess references not only Hegel but also thinkers such as Spinoza
and Schopenhauer, as well as prominent Jewish intellectuals like Maimonides, Moses
Mendelssohn, Solomon Ibn Gabirol, and Zvi Hirsch Kalischer. Also he has ifluence on
Martin Buber, Theodore Adorno, Walter Benjamin, Lev Shestov. This approach suggests
an effort to merge the ideas of both historically significant and contemporary Jewish
thinkers into a cohesive framework. Although regarded as a “failed socialist” by his
contemporaries, Hess’s ambition to construct a system found new expression in Jeru-
salem, where he sought to apply his ideals to the concept of Zionism. His deep under-
standing of society enabled him to develop an inclusive perspective, earning him recog-
nition among the Jewish people. He rejected the notion of “Wherever it is good, there
is my homeland.” Hess firmly argued that Jerusalem and Palestine should become Jew-
ish territories. Hess maintained that Jewish culture should transform from within ra-
ther than through external pressures, a perspective likely influenced by his time in Je-
rusalem. Another significant point is that Hess, having observed the integration of Jews
into German society, was uniquely positioned to compare this experience with that of
the Jewish community in Jerusalem. This study will examine the connections Moses
Hess established with the Jewish community in Jerusalem, his relationships with think-
ers in Jerusalem, and his intellectual activities there in shaping his work Rome and
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Jerusalem, focusing on their impact on the development of Zionist thought and how
these ideas were conveyed to the leading philosophers of the period.

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Kudiis, Bat1 edebiyatinda 6nemli bir sembol olmakla birlikte, yalnizca Bati’'nin kendi
kiltiirel, dini ve tarihsel bakis acisini degil, ayni zamanda farkli edebiyat geleneklerini ve
kiiltiirleraras: iliskileri de yansitmaktadir. 19. yiizyildan giiniimiize Bat1 edebiyatindaki
Kudiis temasi, yalnizca Hristiyanligin kutsal topraklari olarak degil, Bat1 ile Dogu arasindaki
iligkilere dair derin bir anlam tasiyan sehir olarak da islenmistir. 19. ylizyildan sonra,
ozellikle Sanayi Devrimi, sOmiirgecilik ve dini diisiincelerin evrimi, Kudiis’iin edebi
temsillerine de yansimistir. Bu c¢alisma, Bati edebiyatindaki Kudiis anlayisindaki
degisiklikleri anlamak, cesitli kiiltiirel ve dini geleneklerin Kudiis’e yiikledigi anlamlar:
karsilastirmak, Kudiis'iin farkli edebi geleneklerde nasil bir simge haline geldigini
kesfetmek ve Bat1 diisiincesinde kutsal sehir imajimin toplumsal ve bireysel diizeydeki
etkilerini degerlendirmek agisindan dnemlidir. Bu baglamda, bu ¢alismanin amaci, 19.
ylizylldan giiniimiize Bat1 edebiyatindaki Kudiis temalarim ingiliz, Fransiz, Alman ve
Amerikan edebiyatlar1 ile kargilastirmali bicimde incelemektir. Bu calismada, nitel
arastirma, metin analizi ve karsilastirmali edebiyat yontemi kullarulmustir. Segilen 19.
yiizyil ve sonrasi yazarlarimin Kudiis hakkindaki eserleri incelenmis ve bu eserler arasinda
karsilastirmalar yapilmistir. Bulgulara gére William Blake’in (1757-1827) Kudiis adli eserinde
Kudiis, ingiltere’nin manevi ve kiiltiirel kimligini simgeleyen bir figiirdiir. Blake, Kudiis’ii
idealize ederken, ingiliz halkinin ruhsal uyanisini ve toplumsal déniisiimiinii simgeleyen bir
sehir olarak sunar. Ozellikle 19. yiizyilda, Romantizm hareketiyle birlikte Kudiis, ingiliz
sairleri tarafindan hem kutsal bir mekan hem de batililasmis bir ideolojinin simgesi olarak
kullanilmistir. Bu baglamda, Bati’'nin Dogu’ya bakisi ve Kudiis’iin Batililarin goziindeki
mistik ¢ekiciligi islenir. Francois-René de Chateaubriand’in (1768-1848) “Paris-Kudiis
Yolculugu” adli seyahatnamesinde Kudiis, Bati’dan Dogu’ya yapilan bir yolculugun simgesel
bir parcasi olarak yer alir, Gustave Flaubert’in (1821-1880) seyahat notlari ise Kudiis’ii daha
ok tarihsel ve gercekei bir bakis acisiyla ele alir, Kudiis, 0'nun igin yalmzca bir dini merkez
degil, ayni zamanda tarihsel, sanatsal ve kiiltiirel bir ilham kaynagidir. Fransiz edebiyatinda
Kudiis, cogunlukla Hristiyanhkla iliskili olarak hem kutsal bir merkez hem de Orta Dogu'nun
kiiltiirel zenginliginin sembolii olarak ele alinmustir. Alman edebiyatinda Heinrich
Heine’nin (1797-1856) siirlerinde Kudiis, Yahudi kimligi ve dinf inanglarla iliskili bir sembol
olarak ortaya cikar. Johann Wolfgang von Goethe (1749-1832), Kudiis’ii dini bir deger ve
doga ile i¢ ice gegmis bir ideal olarak sunar. Alman yazarlar, Kudiis'ii yalnizca dini bir mekan
olarak degil, Bat1 diisiincesinin gelisimi agisindan da nemli bir sehir olarak ele almislardir.
Amerikan edebiyatinda ise Herman Melville (1819-1891), Clarel adli eserinde Kudiis'ii hem
fiziksel hem de ruhsal bir hedef olarak ele alir. Mark Twain'in (1835-1910) Yurtdisindaki
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Masumlar adli eserinde ise Kudiis, Batili gézlemcinin hayal kirikliklariyla dolu mizahi bakis
acistyla anlatilir, Ingiliz edebiyatinda Kudiis, genellikle manevi bir arayisin ve kiiltiirel
kimligin simgesi olarak karsimiza ¢ikarken; Fransiz edebiyati, romantik bir hayal ve kutsal
bir sehir olarak ele alir. Alman edebiyatinda Kudiis daha ¢ok kiiltiirel ve dini bir birikim,
Amerikan edebiyatinda ise kutsal bir hedef olarak tasvir edilmistir. Sonug olarak, Kudiis'iin
Bati edebiyatindaki temsili, sadece Bati'muin tarihsel ve dini gegmisini degil, ayni zamanda
Bati ile Dogu arasindaki kiiltiirel ve ideolojik sinirlar1 da yansitmaktadir. Kudiis’tin temsili
sadece Bati edebiyati ile siurh kalmayip, Dogu edebiyatlariyla da karsilastirilabilir.
Kudiis’iin edebi temsillerini 6greten dersler, 6grencilerin dinf ve kiiltiirel farkliliklar1 daha
iyi anlamalarina yardima olabilir. Bu ¢alisma, Bati edebiyatinda Kudiis'iin manevi ve
kiiltiirel temsillerine dair daha genis bir anlayss gelistirilmesine katkida bulunabilir.

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Abstract

Jerusalem is a pivotal symbol in Western literature, and it reflects not only the West’s
own cultural, religious, and historical perspective but also different literary traditions and
intercultural relations. From the 19th century to the present, the theme of Jerusalem in
Western literature has been processed not only as the holy land of Christianity but also as a
city that carries a deep meaning regarding the relations between the West and the East.
After the 19th century, especially the Industrial Revolution, colonialism, and the evolution
of religious ideas were also reflected in the literary representations of Jerusalem. This paper
is prominent in terms of understanding the changes in the comprehension of Jerusalem in
Western literature, comparing the meanings attributed to Jerusalem by various cultural and
religious traditions, discovering how Jerusalem became a symbol in different literary tradi-
tions, and evaluating the social and individual effects of the holy city image in Western
thought. In this context, the aim of this paper is to examine the themes of Jerusalem in
Western literature from the 19th century to the present in a comparative manner with Eng-
lish, French, German, and American literature. In this paper, qualitative research, textual
analysis, and comparative literature methods were used. The works of the selected 19th
century and later writers on Jerusalem were examined, and comparisons were made be-
tween these works. According to the findings, in William Blake’s (1757-1827) work Jerusalem,
Jerusalem is a figure that symbolizes the spiritual and cultural identity of England. While
idealizing Jerusalem, Blake presents it as a city that symbolizes the spiritual awakening and
social transformation of the English people. Especially in the 19th century, with the Roman-
ticism movement, Jerusalem was used by English poets both as a sacred place and as a sym-
bol of a westernized ideology. In this context, the West’s view of the East and the mystical
appeal of Jerusalem in the eyes of Westerners are discussed. In Frangois-René de Chateau-
briand’s travelogue (1768-1848) Paris-Jerusalem Journey, Jerusalem is included as a symbolic
part of a journey from the West to the East. Gustave Flaubert’s (1821-1880) travel notes, on
the other hand, deal with Jerusalem from a more historical and realistic perspective. Jeru-
salem was not only a religious center for him but also a source of historical, artistic, and
cultural inspiration. In French literature, Jerusalem was mostly considered both a sacred
center associated with Christianity and a symbol of the cultural richness of the Middle East.
In German literature, Jerusalem emerged as a symbol associated with Jewish identity and
religious beliefs in Heinrich Heine’s (1797-1856) poems. Johann Wolfgang von Goethe (1749-
1832) presented Jerusalem as a religious value and an ideal intertwined with nature. German
writers treated Jerusalem not only as a religious place but also as a prominent city in terms

of the flowering of Western thought. In American literature, Herman Melville (1819-1891)
treated Jerusalem as both a physical and spiritual destination in his work Clarel. In Mark
Twain’s (1835-1910) work The Innocents Abroad, Jerusalem is portrayed from the humorous
perspective of a Western observer filled with disappointment. In English literature, Jerusa-
lem is often seen as a symbol of spiritual quest and cultural identity, while French literature
depicts it as a romantic dream and a sacred city. In German literature, Jerusalem is more
often depicted as a cultural and religious accumulation, while in American literature, it is
depicted as a sacred goal. As a result, the representation of Jerusalem in Western literature
reflects not only the historical and religious past of the West but also the cultural and ideo-
logical boundaries between the West and the East. The representation of Jerusalem is not
limited to Western literature but can also be compared to Eastern literature. Courses that
teach the literary representations of Jerusalem can help students better understand reli-
gious and cultural differences. This paper can contribute to the flourishing of a broader
comprehension of spiritual and cultural representations of Jerusalem in Western literatiire.

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Bu arastirma, Osmanl kadisi Yusuf el-Hakim'in 1910 yilinda Kudiis ve Yafa'yr da
kapsayan Liibnan ve Suriye gérev yillarim anlattigi hatiratini incelerken, dénemin
toplumsal, idari ve kiiltiirel yapisina dair 6nemli veriler sunan bu eseri metodolojik bir
yaklagimla ele alacaktir. Lise 6grenimini memleketi Lazkiye’deki Amerikan Enstitiisi’nde ve
hiikiimet hazirlik dairesinde tamamladiktan sonra, buranin adalet divaninda katip olarak
atanip hukuk egitimi alan Yusuf el-Hakim, 1904 yilinda kadiliga atandi. 1910 yilindan
itibaren Kudiis, Yafa ve Trablus’'da yargi kademelerinde basariyla yiikseldi. 1913’tin basinda
Libnan Dagimin idari agidan bagimsiz hiikiimetinin Tiirkiye Sicili'nin baskanligimi
tistlenmek {izere davet edildi. El-Hakim’in Kudiis, Liibnan ve Suriye’ye dair gdzlemleri,
Osmanli y6netiminin millet sistemi cercevesinde topluluklar arasinda bir denge kurma
cabalarina dair zengin ayrintilar icermektedir. Kudiis ile ilgili anlatilar, kentin dinler arasi
uyumun bir sembolii olarak nasil islev gérdiigiinii ortaya koyarken, Mescid-i Aksa ve Kutsal
Kabir Kilisesi gibi kutsal mekanlarin toplumsal yasam tizerindeki etkisini vurgulamaktadir.
Calismanin  amaci, Yusuf el-Hikim'in gézlemleri {izerinden Osmanli’nin Arap
cografyasindaki ¢ok kiiltiirlii, cok dinli toplumlarini ve bunlarin Cihan Harbi éncesindeki
yapisini ve el-Hakim'’in hatiratinin bu yapr igindeki sosyal, kiiltiirel, dini ve idari iligkileri
yansitma kapasitesini irdeleyip degerlendirmektir. Arastirma, seyahatnameyi birincil
kaynak olarak kabul etmekte ve igerik analizi yéntemine dayanmaktadir. Oncelikle séz
konusu hatirat metni, sosyo-tarihsel baglami g6z 6niinde bulundurularak analiz edilecektir.
El-Hakim'in metnindeki anlatimlar, mekin ve olay tasvirleri ile yazarin kisisel
degerlendirmeleri tematik kategorilere ayrilacaktir. Bu kategoriler arasinda “din ve
toplumsal yasam”, “idari yapi ve yerel otoriteler”, “kiiltiirel etkilesim” ve “elestirel
gozlemler” yer alacaktir. Ayrica, seyahatnamenin yazildigi dsnemin Osmanl politikalar: ve
sosyal diizeni ile iliskisi, ikincil kaynaklar yardimiyla tarihsel baglamda degerlendirilecektir.
Mevzuya bahis seyahatname, sadece bireysel bir gzlem anlatisi olarak degil, ayni zamanda
Osmanli Kudiis'i ve Arap cografyasmin sosyo-kiiltiirel ve idari yapilarimin tarihsel
belgelenmesi agisindan 6nemli bir referans eser niteligindedir. Metodolojik inceleme, el-
Hakim'in yazilarindaki tarihsel ve kiiltiirel zenginligin yam sira, yazarin kisisel
perspektifinin analiz edilmesini de saglayacaktir. Liibnan ve Suriye'ye dair gozlemler,
bolgedeki Maruni Hristiyanlar ve diger topluluklarin bir arada yasam deneyimlerini
detaylandirmaktadir. El-Hakim’in, Osmanh millet sistemini elestirel bir bakis acisiyla
degerlendirirken, ayni zamanda bu sistemin catisma yonetimi ve uyumu saglama
kapasitesini takdir ettigi anlasilmaktadir. Ozellikle yerel yénetim ve dini liderler arasindaki
iliskiler, merkezi otorite ile yerel topluluklar arasindaki gii¢ dengesi agisindan
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incelenecektir. Yusuf el-Hakim'in seyahatnamesi, Osmanli Imparatorlufu’nun son
déneminde Arap cografyasindaki yasami anlamak isteyen arastirmacilar icin degerli bir
kaynak sunacak ve ¢ok kiiltiirlii Osmanli toplumunun karmasik dinamiklerini anlamaya
katkida bulunacaktir.

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Abstract

This study examines the memoirs of Yusuf al-Hakim, an Ottoman judge who docu-
mented his experiences during his tenure in Lebanon and Syria, which included assign-
ments in Jerusalem and Jaffa in 1910. His travelogue offers critical insights into the social,
administrative, and cultural fabric of the region during the late Ottoman period. Born in
Latakia, al-Hakim completed his secondary education at the American Institute and the gov-
ernment preparatory department in his hometown. He then worked as a clerk in the local
court, simultaneously pursuing legal studies, before being appointed as a judge in 1904, By
1910, he had ascended through judicial ranks, serving in Jerusalem, Jaffa, and Tripoli with
distinction. In early 1913, he was invited to preside over the Turkish Register of the auton-
omous government of Mount Lebanon. Al-Hakim’s observations of Jerusalem, Lebanon, and
Syria provide rich details about the Ottoman administration’s efforts to maintain a balance
among diverse communities under the millet system. His accounts of Jerusalem reveal its
role as a symbol of interfaith harmony, emphasizing the social influence of sacred sites like
al-Agsa Mosque and the Church of the Holy Sepulcher. This study aims to analyze the mul-
tiethnic, multireligious societies of the Arab provinces in the pre-World War I Ottoman Em-
pire through the lens of Yusuf al-Hakim’s memoirs. Additionally, it evaluates the memoir’s
capacity to reflect the social, cultural, religious, and administrative relations within this
complex structure. The research adopts a methodological approach that treats the trave-
logue as a primary source, employing content analysis to dissect its socio-historical context.
The memoir is systematically analyzed with a focus on thematic categories such as “religion
and social life,” “administrative structure and local authorities,” “cultural interactions,”
and “critical observations.” These thematic categories will be contextualized within the pol-
icies and societal dynamics of the Ottoman period using secondary sources. The travelogue
is not only considered a personal narrative of observations but also a valuable historical
document that provides insights into the sociocultural and administrative structures of Ot-
toman Jerusalem and the broader Arab provinces. Al-Hakim’s observations on Lebanon and
Syria delve into the coexistence of Maronite Christians and other communities, shedding
light on the lived experiences of pluralism. While critiquing the millet system, he also rec-
ognizes its efficacy in managing conflicts and fostering harmony. The interplay between
local governance and religious leadership, as well as the balance of power between central
authorities and local communities, will be critically examined. Yusuf al-Hakim’s travelogue
offers researchers a unique lens through which to explore the multifaceted dynamics of life
in the Arab provinces of the Ottoman Empire during its twilight years. It enriches our
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understanding of the historical, cultural, and administrative complexities of this multieth-
nic and multireligious society, serving as a critical resource for those investigating the in-
tricate dynamics of the late Ottoman period.

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Abstract

Social and economic solidarity in the Gaza Strip represents one of the fundamental pil-
lars that have strengthened the resilience of the Palestinian community in the face of the
long-standing blockade and repeated wars that targeted the region’s infrastructure and so-
cial and economic systems. Thanks to this solidarity, the residents of Gaza have been able
to confront the major challenges resulting from the blockade, which has lasted for more
than a decade, and overcome the crises caused by recurring wars that have left widespread
destruction and deep humanitarian suffering. Social solidarity in Gaza is based on deeply
rooted Islamic values such as zakat, endowments (waqf), and charity (sadagah), alongside
community efforts that stem from the spirit of solidarity among the population. Mosques
in Gaza serve as key centers for these efforts, where campaigns are organized to collect and
distribute aid to the poor and needy, especially during times of humanitarian crises. Local
charitable organizations also contribute to providing relief by meeting the basic needs of
affected families, such as food, water, shelter, and health services. Economically, solidarity
tools such as zakat and waqgf have played a central role in supporting small and medium-
sized enterprises that have enabled poor families to achieve some level of self-sufficiency.
These projects serve as a sustainable means of alleviating the effects of unemployment and
poverty, which have been exacerbated by the strict blockade. In addition, regional and in-
ternational support has contributed to financing development and relief projects, including
the construction of housing units for displaced people, improving infrastructure, and im-
plementing vocational training programs for youth and women. These programs have en-
abled a significant segment of the population to enter the local labor market, helping to
reduce reliance on emergency aid. Youth initiatives have also emerged as a key driver for
enhancing community solidarity. These initiatives have organized voluntary campaigns
aimed at providing both psychological and material support to affected families, particu-
larly in the areas most impacted by the wars. They have also contributed to distributing
food aid, setting up mobile medical clinics, and supporting students by providing school
supplies. However, the efforts of solidarity face major challenges, especially during the re-
cent war, with key issues including the restrictions imposed on the entry of international
aid, the lack of resources due to the blockade, and heavy dependence on external funding.
This reliance makes these efforts vulnerable to political and economic fluctuations that af-
fect the quantity and quality of the aid provided. Nevertheless, the residents of Gaza, thanks
to the spirit of community solidarity, have managed to ease their suffering and maintain
social bonds, which act as a barrier against social disintegration under difficult
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circumstances. The model of solidarity in Gaza reflects the importance of community sup-
port in confronting major crises, not only to meet material needs but also to address the
psychological and social aspects of the affected population.

In conclusion, social and economic solidarity in Gaza demonstrates how community and
religious values can play a key role in achieving cohesion and resilience. However, ensuring
the sustainability of this model requires enhancing cooperation between local and interna-
tional institutions and developing innovative financing mechanisms that meet the needs of
the sector comprehensively and sustainably, ensuring a more stable and secure future for
its inhabitants.

Tutarh bir tefsir faaliyeti icin gerekli olan ilimler vardir. Bunlar arasinda ise rivayetlerin
dzel bir yeri bulunmaktadir. Kiraat farklihiklari, bu rivayetler icerisinde vazgecilmez bir
konuma sahiptir. Ozellikle kiriat-i asere imamlar1 olarak bilinen on kiraat limine nispet
edilen meshur kiraatlerin Kur’an tefsirinde kullanilmas: biiyiik 6nem arz etmektedir.
Tefsirii’l-Kur'ani’l-Kerim bi'l-kirdati’l-Kur dniyyeti’l-'asr adli eser, Kur’an'm on kiraatle tefsirine
yonelik olarak hazirlanmis orijinal bir calismadir. Eser, Gazze Islam Universitesi yiiksek
lisans programinda 2002 ile 2008 yillar1 arasinda tamamlanan on {i¢ tezin bir araya getirilmis
halidir. Eserde, her bir yiiksek lisans ¢alismasinin bir cilde karsilik geldigi ve nihayetinde
onun on {i¢ cilt olarak basildig1 goriilmektedir. S6z konusu tefsirin biitiin Kur’an sfirelerini
ele alan kapsaml bir ¢alisma oldugu anlagilmaktadir. Dolayisiyla Kur’an okuma ve kiraat
alam ile ilgili 6nemli miilahazalar sunacagi disiiniilmektedir. Ayrica eserin asirlardir
stiregelen bir zulmiin golgesinde yazilmis olmasi da onun degerine ayri bir deger
katmaktadir. Bu sebeple tefsirin tanitiminin, genelde islaimi ¢alismalarin 6zelde ise kiraat
calismalarinin her tiirlii zuliim ve baskilara ragmen devam ettigine yonelik giizel bir 6rnek
sunacagi umulmaktadir.

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Abstract

There are essential sciences required for a consistent exegetical activity, among which
narrations hold a particularly significant position. Among these, the variations in Qur’anic
recitations (qird’at) occupy an indispensable place. Specifically, the employment of the well-
known qira’at attributed to the ten reciters, known as the Qir@’at al-‘Ashr Imams, is of great
importance in Qur'anic exegesis. The work titled Tafsir al-Qur’an al-Karim bi al-Qir@at al-
Quraniyya al-‘Ashr represents an original scholarly effort aimed at interpreting the Qur’an
through these ten canonical recitations. This work is a compilation of thirteen master’s the-
ses completed between 2002 and 2008 as part of the postgraduate program at the Islamic
University of Gaza. Each thesis corresponds to a single volume, culminating in the publica-
tion of the tafsir as a comprehensive thirteen-volume work. The tafsir is understood to cover
all chapters (sirahs) of the Qur’an, offering an extensive study that provides significant in-
sights into the field of Qur’anic recitation and its interpretations. The fact that this tafsir was
authored under the shadow of longstanding oppression further enhances its value, under-
scoring the resilience of Islamic scholarship amidst adversity. It is hoped that the introduc-
tion of this tafsir will serve as a testament to the perseverance of Islamic and specifically
gira’at studies, even under the most challenging circumstances. This study employs qualita-
tive research methods, particularly document analysis and content analysis. Given the ex-
tensive scope of the tafsir, this research focuses on the first 100 verses of Siirat al-Bagarah.
Accordingly, the sections containing interpretations of these verses will be examined to
identify explanations concerning gir@’at and to elucidate the contributions of the work to
the science of Qur’anic recitation and the history of Qur'anic reading and teaching. Addi-
tionally, a brief introduction to the content of the tafsir will be provided. The research aims
to highlight the scholarly achievements realized in the blessed land of Palestine, demon-
strating that even amidst warfare, the Palestinian people have continued to produce signif-
icant intellectual contributions. As noted in Tafsir al-Qur’an al-Karim bi al-Qira’at al-Qur’aniyya
al-‘Ashr, this work seeks to introduce a new dimension to Qur’anic exegesis and open a sig-
nificant avenue within this field. Ultimately, this study aspires to contribute to the over-
arching purpose of the tafsir while drawing attention to the broader narrative of Palestine.
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A concise version of Tafsir al-Qur’an al-Karim bi al-Qir@at al-Qur’aniyya al-‘Ashr has been pub-
lished by the Istanbul Haseki Higher Islamic Studies Center. Moreover, it has been observed
that two ongoing studies—one at the doctoral level and the other at the master’s level—are
currently being conducted on this tafsir. The master’s research, which focuses on the first
two volumes of the work, is being carried out by the present author. This study will briefly
discuss these related works as well. Aside from the aforementioned studies, it appears that
this tafsir has not been the subject of other scholarly investigations and thus remains rela-
tively unknown. It is anticipated that this research will contribute to the broader recogni-
tion and understanding of this invaluable work.

Feziil kelimesi sahislarin, amellerin, kabilelerin, milletlerin, zamanlarin, mekin ve
sehirlerin benzerlerinden tistiinliigiinii anlatmak icin kullanilmig ve bunlarin her birine dair
miistakil eserler yazilmistir. Sehirler icerisinde Mekke, Medine ve Kudiis diger mekénlara
gore miibarek kabul edildigi gibi mescitler icerisinde Mescid-i Hardm, Mescid-i Nebevi ve
Mescid-i Aksd diger mescidlere gore miibarek kabul edilmistir. Bu sehir ve mekanlarin
Kur’an ve hadislerde zikredilmesi ve islam tarihindeki 6nemli konumlari, onlarin faziletine
dair pek ¢ok eserin yazilmasina vesile olmustur. Sehirlerin faziletine dair bilinen ilk eserin
Hasan Basri'ye (8. 110/728) nispet edilen Fezd’ilii Mekke oldugu sdylenmistir. Kudiis’iin
fazileti hakkinda yazilan miistakil eserlere Tbnii’l-Cevzi’nin (8. 597/1201) Fezd’ilii’l-Kuds ve
Minhact’nin (6. 889/1484’ten sonra) Ithdfiil-ahissd bi-fezd’ilil-Mescidil-Aksd adli eserleri
ornektir. Muhammed el-Yemen?'nin (8. 732/1332) Tiirkge olarak telif ettigi ve Mekke,
Medine ve Kudiis'iin faziletini bir arada ele aldig1 Fezdil-i Mekke Medine ve Kudiis adli eseri de
onemli kaynaklar arasindadir. Daha sonraki yillarda bu eserler kaynak alinarak kitaplar telif
edilmeye devam edilmistir. 19. yiizyilda kaleme alinmus Fezd'ilii’ l-Mescidi’l-Aksd adl1 eser bu
tiire bir rnektir. Hic Muhammed Arif b. el-Hic Mahm{id el-Eyy(ibi tarafindan Arapca
olarak kaleme alinmig bu el yazmasi eser Siileymaniye Kiitiiphanesi, fbrahim Efendi
Koleksiyonu, 00428M-003 koleksiyon numarasina kayithdir. istinsah tarihi hicr? 1219 olan
ve miiellif hattiyla yazilmis olan eser 11 varaktir. Miiellif eserin dibAcesinde Beytiilmakdis’e
yapmis oldugu bir yolculuk esnasinda Mescid-i Aksd’nin faziletini anlatan bir kitaba
rastladifirn ve ayrica Kudiis dogumlu olup Kudiis kadihigi yapmis olan Miiciriiddin el-
Hanbell'ye (8. 928/1522) ait el-Unsii'l-celil bi-tarihil-Kuds ve’l-Halil adli eseri buldugunu ifade
etmistir. Bu iki kiymetli eseri gordiikten sonra feziile dair eserler yazmaya karar vererek
muhtasar olarak mezkdr risaleyi kaleme aldigini belirtmistir. Eser 26 fasildan olusmaktadir.
Miiellif esere kisa bir girisle baslamis daha sonra birinci fasila gegmis, bu béliime “Ug
Mescide Yolculuga Tegvik Hakkinda” bashigini vermistir. Eserde Mescid-i Aksd’da yerine
getirilen namaz, orug gibi ibadetlerin fazileti ve miikafatlarinin fazla olusu, Sahra’ya dogru
bevl etmenin kerahiyeti, Mescid-i Aksd’da ihrama girmenin fazileti, Beytii'l-Lahim’in
fazileti, Mescid-i Aksd'nin yapisi, isra ve Mirag olayina taniklik eden kubbeler gibi fasil
basliklar1 bulunmaktadir. Miellif fasillarda hadis zikrettigi gibi bazi tarihgilerden dogrudan
alintilarla nakiller yapmis ve eseri Mescid-i Aksd’'min fiziksel 6zelliklerine ait bilgileri
aktararak sonlandirmistir, Biz bu ¢alismamizda yazili, hazir veri olarak Fezd'ilii'l-Mescidi’l-
Aksd adli eserden yararlanarak risalenin kaynaklarimi ele almay: ve risalede kullanilan
hadislerin tahricini yapmay1 amaglamaktayiz.

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Abstract

The word fezail has been used to describe the superiority of individuals, deeds, tribes,
nations, times, places and cities over their counterparts, and separate works have been writ-
ten on each of them. Among cities, Mecca, Medina and Jerusalem are considered blessed
compared to other places, and among mosques, Masjid al-Haram, Masjid al-Nabawi and
Masjid al-Aqgsa are considered blessed compared to other mosques. The mention of these
cities and places in the Qur'an and hadiths and their important positions in Islamic history
have led to the writing of many works on their virtues. The first known work on the virtue
of cities is said to be Fezd’il al-Makkah attributed to Hasan Basri (d. 110/728). Ibn al-Jawzi’s
(d. 597/1201) Fez@’il al-Kuds and Minhaji’s (d. after 889/1484) Ithaf al-ahissa bi-feza’il al-Masjid
al-‘Aksa are examples of independent works on the virtue of Jerusalem. Muhammad al-Yem-
eni’s (d. 732/1332) Fez@il-i Mecca Medina ve Jerusalem, which was written in Turkish and deals
with the virtues of Mecca, Medina and Jerusalem together, is also among the important
sources. In the following years, books continued to be written based on these works. Written
in the 19th century, Fezd'il al-Masjid al-Agsa is an example of this genre. This manuscript,
written in Arabic by Haj Muhammad Arif b. al-Haj Mahmiid al-Ayybi, is registered in Siiley-
maniye Library, Ibrahim Efendi Collection, collection number 00428M-003. The date of the
manuscript is 1219 AH and written in the author’s calligraphy, the work consists of 11 folios.
In the introduction, the author states that he came across a book describing the virtues of
Masjid al-Agsa during a trip to Beit al-Maqdis and that he also found a work titled al-Unsii’l-
celil bi-tarthi'l-Kuds wa'l-Kalil by Mujir al-Din al-Hanbali (d. 928/1522), who was born in Jeru-
salem and served as the qadi of Jerusalem. He stated that after seeing these two valuable
works, he decided to write works on fezail and wrote the aforementioned treatise in a brief
form. The work consists of 26 chapters. The author started the work with a short introduc-
tion and then moved on to the first chapter, which he titled “About Encouragement to
Travel to Three Masjids”. The work includes chapters on the virtue of prayers and fasting
performed in Al-Agsa Mosque and the high rewards, the prohibitions against urinating to-
wards the Sahara, the virtue of entering ihram in Al-Agsa Mosque, the virtue of Bayt al-
Lahim, the structure of Al-Aqsa Mosque, and the domes that witnessed the Isra and Miraj.
The author cites hadiths in the chapters, as well as direct quotations from some historians,
and concludes the work with information about the physical characteristics of al-Agsa
Mosque. In this study, we aim to discuss the sources of the treatise and to analyze the had-
iths used in the treatise by utilizing the work Fezd'il al-Masjid al-Agsa as a ready written data.

Israil’in 1948 yilinda Filistin topraklari iizerinde ilan ettigi bagimsizligi ve el-Nekba
olarak adlandirilan isgalin sonucu on binlerce Filistinli vatan topraklarimi terk etmek
zorunda birakilmis ve cesitli iilkelere ve kamplara milteci olarak gitmek durumunda
kalmistir. Filistin halki seslerini duyurabilmek i¢in var olma micadelesine girmis ve
yasadiklar1 kolektif travmanin sonucunda ¢esitli siyasi ve kiiltiirel hareketler
baslatrmiglardir. Toplumsal hafizaya yerlesen ve 6zgiirliigli sembolize eden cesitli simgeler
de gelistirmislerdir. Filistinlilerin yasadiklari zorlu siyasi, sosyal ve kiiltiirel kosullar, onlarin
hayatlarina yansimistir. Sanatlarina yansiyan gesitli semboller; yapilan isgaller sonucu
ugradiklar1 zulmiin, vatanlarindan ayrilmalarimin yarattigi aci ve istirabin olusturdugu
sessiz, yumusak bir direnisin feryadi ve ruhlarinin haykirisidir. Filistinliler kiiltiir
diplomasisinin unsurlarindan biri olan yumusak gii¢ kullamimi araciligiyla diinya
kamuoyuna seslerini duyurmayi ve gériiniir kilmay1 hedeflemektedirler.

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Abstract

“Following Israel’s declaration of independence on Palestinian lands in 1948 and the
subsequent occupation known as al-Nakba, tens of thousands of Palestinians were forced to
leave their homeland and become refugees in various countries and camps.

Kudiis, tarih boyunca siyasi, dini ve kiiltiirel ¢atigmalarin merkezinde yer almis, bu
ydniiyle evrensel bir anlam kazanmigtir. islam diinyasi icin ise Mescid-i Aksa, sadece kutsal
bir ibadet mekam degil, aym zamanda bir direnis ve varolus semboliidiir. Cuma namazlari
ve Mirag kutlamalari, bu baglamda, ibadet olmanin Gtesine gecerek Miisliiman kimliginin
korunmasinda, toplumsal dayanigmanin giiclendirilmesinde ve siyasi bir durus sergilemede
onemli bir arag hiline gelmistir.

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Abstract

Jerusalem has been at the center of political, religious, and cultural conflicts, making it
a city of universal significance. For the Islamic world, al-Agsa Mosque is not only a sacred
place of worship but also a symbol of resistance and existence. In this context, Friday pray-
ers and Mi'raj celebrations go beyond their religious function and play a crucial role in pre-
serving Muslim identity, strengthening social solidarity, and expressing a political stance.
These acts of worship and gatherings serve as a “manifesto of existence”, reinforcing Mus-
lims’ claims over Jerusalem. This paper aims to analyze the role of Friday prayers and Mi'raj
celebrations at al-Agsa Mosque in raising social consciousness and conveying political mes-
sages. The study particularly examines the potential of these religious rituals to create in-
ternational awareness against Israel’s oppression in the region. Using a qualitative research
approach, the study reviews the historical context, sociological significance, and political
functions of these events while also highlighting the concept of Murabitun, who are consid-
ered the spiritual guardians of al-Agsa. In this regard, the challenges faced by Murabitun,
who dedicate themselves to education, raising awareness among the people of Jerusalem,
and preserving cultural memory, are examined. Additionally, observations and interviews
conducted with Palestinian and Turkish individuals attending Friday prayers and Mi'raj cel-
ebrations are analyzed. The findings of this study suggest that Friday prayers and Mi'raj
celebrations at al-Agsa Mosque serve as a powerful symbol of resistance, reinforcing Mus-
lims’ claims over Jerusalem. Given Israel’s illegal settlement policies, restrictions on free-
dom of worship, and acts of violence against the local population, these gatherings are not
just religious practices but also forms of political and cultural resistance. These acts of wor-
ship help to preserve collective memory and make the Palestinian struggle for rights more
visible on the international stage. Based on the study’s findings, it is recommended that
such events at al-Agsa Mosque be supported through broader international awareness cam-
paigns. Additionally, Muslim nations must enhance their coordination to protect the rights
of the Palestinian people and take a unified stance against attacks targeting al-Aqsa. The
future role of Jerusalem as a symbol of peace and justice can only be ensured through a
determined and unified stance by the international community.

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Abstract

This study aims to examine educational games and materials used to facilitate the learn-
ing of the historical, cultural and religious heritage of Jerusalem by our children, who are
the guarantee of the future. The study focuses on tools such as games, storybooks, digital
applications and visual materials that children can easily access and that will enable them
to learn while having fun. At the same time, the effects of these tools on creating awareness
about Palestine and Jerusalem are discussed and roadmaps are suggested for more compre-
hensive projects. The study aims to raise awareness on this issue and inspire new projects.
In this study, the qualitative research method was preferred to examine educational games
and materials developed for children about Jerusalem. The research will consist of a process
that includes the following steps:

1. Material Collection: Educational games, books, digital applications, posters and
other visual materials prepared for children will be collected. These materials will
be obtained from various educational institutions, cultural associations and digital
platforms. In addition, a literature review will be conducted on materials that can
be used in education for children.

2. Content Analysis: The content of the collected materials will be analyzed in terms
of the information they provide about Jerusalem, their educational value, their level
of cultural meaning and their suitability for the developmental level of children.
This analysis will be based on a framework that evaluates how the materials present
historical, cultural and religious information to children.

3. Identification of Deficiencies: The content, effectiveness and ease of use of the ex-
isting materials will be taken into consideration and the areas where deficiencies
exist will be determined.

4, Development of New Projects: Projects will be proposed to address deficiencies and
new projects will be designed to support children with tools such as game-based
learning, interactive materials and visual content to help them learn more about
Jerusalem.

5. Data Analysis: The data obtained during the research process will be evaluated using
thematic analysis method. This will be an analysis process that aims to determine
the effects of materials and games on children.

This study investigated ways to introduce the cultural and religious importance of Jeru-

salem to children and examined the effects of educational games and materials in this re-
gard. As a result of the analysis of existing materials, it was determined that there was a lack
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of content that was especially suitable for the educational level of children and that more
interactive and educational materials were needed. Educational materials allow children
not only to acquire information, but also to internalize this information through play and
interaction. In this context, it is emphasized that richer, more interactive and educational
content should be developed for children with the proposed projects. As a result, a better
understanding of the historical, cultural and religious riches of Jerusalem by children will
contribute to the future generations being raised as sensitive and conscious individuals re-
garding this land. This study aims to provide a basis for eliminating deficiencies in this area
and developing new projects.

The nineteenth century AD (1214-1317 AH) is of great importance due to two things: The
first one ise the remarkable decline in the scientific movement and the great turmoil in
social and political life. The second reason is the conclusion of this era with the beginnings
of the Palestinian catastrophe, as the Zionist project began to take scientific steps through
the project of Jewish migrations to Palestine. In the nineteenth century, the city of Jerusa-
lem knew many scholars who can be studied and evaluated the scientific movement and the
social and political reality in the city through their biographies, writings and fatwas, includ-
ing those whose biographies are famous in the horizons: Sheikh Hassan Abdul Latif al-
Hasani al-Husseini al-Hanafi, who held the Ashraf Syndicate and the Sheikhdom of the al-
Agsa Mosque, as well as the city’s fatwa for more than thirty years, and had strong ties to
Astana.

al-Husseini left few but very important works, such as his two books: Tarjama al-Quds in
the twelfth century AH 1688-1785, which is an archive of the scientific memory of the city
of Jerusalem in this period, and his book al-Fatawa al-Husseiniya al-Husseiniya and Revised
Branches of Jurisprudence for Fatwas in the Jerusalem Diaspora, which is a memory of the reli-
gious, social, political and economic issues that occurred within the Holy City. This paper
seeks to monitor the scholarly contributions and impacts left by Mufti Husseini in the city
of Jerusalem in the nineteenth century AD and evaluate them in light of the challenges that
the Holy City experienced during that era.

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Abstract

On June 5, 1967, the attacking forces surrounded the city of Jerusalem and occupied
Mount Tur from the east. Israeli infantry and military vehicles were stationed in the north.
The infantry, reinforced by military vehicles, artillery, and tanks, occupied Jabal al-Muka-
ber. Then, the attacking forces entered the city from all directions, especially from the
Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood and Mount Scopus. By 10:00 AM on June 7, Israeli forces
reached the Buraq Wall and entered the courtyards of the al-Agsa Mosque, drinking alcohol
inside the mosque and its courtyards. At the time, there were no significant Arab defensive
forces in Jerusalem, as the Jordanian forces withdrew under the pressure of the attack, after
exhausting their strength despite putting up resistance. These forces were led by Brigadier
General Ata Ali. During these days, the Israeli entity began the administrative integration
of the city of Jerusalem into Israeli sovereignty, especially the Old City, which includes al-
Agsa Mosque and the Christian churches. On June 27, three weeks later, the Israeli parlia-
ment (Knesset) passed the Administration and Order Law. On July 30, 1980, the Knesset
passed a law integrating East Jerusalem and the Old City, making this integration a consti-
tutional decision, despite the rejection of the United Nations and the international commu-
nity. The Israeli entity celebrates this occasion annually, calling it Jerusalem Day. After the
Nakba of 1948 and the signing of the Rhodes Agreement in 1949 between Jordan and Israel,
the armistice lines were set between the Jordanian and Israeli forces. This led to the division
of Jerusalem into two parts: the eastern part came under Jordanian control, and the western
part was under Israeli administration. Neither side was allowed to enter the other’s terri-
tory, except for United Nations personnel. There was a barbed-wire fence separating the
two parts of the city, with entrances on both sides—an Israeli gate and a Jordanian gate
called the “Mandelbaum Gate,” which symbolized the division of Jerusalem into two parts.
Jews were not allowed to enter East Jerusalem, and Palestinians were not allowed to enter
West Jerusalem. Only United Nations staff and those with special permits from both sides
were allowed. The Israeli Defense Minister issued a decision to dissolve the Jerusalem Mu-
nicipality Council, which had been managing the city under Jordanian authority. He also
issued a decision to dismiss Ruhi al-Khatib, the Jerusalem Mayor since 1959, and expelled
him from Jerusalem to Jordan on March 7, 1968. Additionally, the Israeli authorities expelled
Sheikh Abdul Hamid al-Sayah, the Imam of al-Agsa Mosque and President of the Sharia
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Court of Appeal in Jerusalem, and also issued a decision to expel Anton Attallah, the Deputy
Mayor of Jerusalem in 1944,

Furthermore, the Israeli Interior Minister decided to expand the boundaries of East Je-
rusalem and its suburbs, including the villages of Qalandia (with its airport to the north),
Beit Hanina (to the west), the villages of Sur Baher and Beit Safafa (to the south), and the
villages of al-Tur, al-Ayzariya, Anata, and al-Ram (to the east). At that time, the population
of these areas was around 100,000. Now, the population is approximately 350,000. Israel be-
gan to build dozens of settlements around East Jerusalem and invested billions of dollars to
encourage Jews to live in East Jerusalem, offering financial and lifestyle incentives. Cur-
rently, around 1 million people live in Jerusalem, of whom 600,000 are Israelis, and the rest
are Palestinians living in their old homes. Israel resorted to many methods to expel Pales-
tinians from Jerusalem, including buying Palestinian homes in Jerusalem. A small house was
sold for over five million dollars and European citizenship, but there have been no reports
of Palestinians selling their homes. Anyone who does so becomes a criminal in the eyes of
the nation and is ostracized in the community. There is a fatwa that prohibits selling houses
to Israelis. Therefore, Israel resorted to many deceitful tactics, such as forging land registry
papers or stealing them, or demolishing homes under the pretext that there was no building
permit from the Ottoman era. It also worked to develop the Jewish Quarter in Jerusalem,
demolishing Palestinian homes there and confiscating the funds of Islamic endowments,
particularly in the Maghrebi Quarter, expelling its residents outside Jerusalem. The Israeli
entity uses numerous methods to fight the residents of Jerusalem, attempting to remove
them from the city. These methods include spreading drugs among the youth, stirring up
discord between Muslims and Christians, and between Palestinian families. However, the
Palestinian people are fully aware of the conspiracies and methods to change the face of
Jerusalem into a non-Islamic city. Personally, I, Mohamed Al-Bouji, a participant in this re-
search, visited al-Agsa in 1971. I toured the walls of Jerusalem, which were rebuilt by the
Ottoman leader Suleiman the Magnificent between 1535 and 1538. I reached the wall behind
the Dome of the Rock, and I saw excavation operations beneath al-Agsa Mosque. I saw many
excavations but did not find any ancient artifacts. The Israeli guard chased me and fired a
shot into the air, causing me to flee. Our struggle with the Zionist entity, which is essentially
a U.S. and European military base, is long and ongoing. The resilient Palestinian people will
not succumb to this usurping entity. They draw their strength from their Arab and Islamic
depth. Perhaps we will meet soon in the courtyards of al-Agsa.

The study of the interpretative heritage of the peoples of the Islamic nation and high-
lighting their contributions to the service of Islamic sciences is an urgent necessity in our
present age, especially in light of the intellectual and cultural challenges facing the nation.
The ethnic and linguistic diversity within the Islamic nation is not merely a human reality
but a divine decree, as Allah Almighty said: “And We made you into peoples and tribes that
you may know one another.

All these factors prompted the
researcher to address this topic under the title: “The Status of Al-Agsa Mosque and the No-
ble Sanctuary in the Interpretations of the Islamic Ummah - Kurdish Interpreters in the
Kurdistan Region of Iraq as a Model.”

The researcher selected seven Kurdish interpretations to analyze the views of Kurdish
commentators on the verses related to Al-Agsa Mosque and Jerusalem, and presented them
within an introduction and two main sections, according to the comparative analytical
method.

As for the introduction: it contains (a brief overview of the history of Al-Agsa and the
Noble Sanctuary, the efforts of Kurdish Muslim scholars, and their interpretations) in two
matters:

First: A brief history of Al-Agsa and the Holy City of Jerusalem Secondly: And the Kurdish
Muslim scholars and their interpretations the first requirement: The importance of Al-Agsa
Mosque and the Noble Sanctuary to the Islamic nation First: Their status in the Holy Quran

Secondly: Their status in the Prophetic Sunnah, the noble companions, and the follow-
ers the second requirement: From the interpretations of Kurdish commentators on the
Quranic verses related to them in Kurdish. First: Their interpretation of the verses related
to Al-Agsa Mosque Secondly: Their interpretation of the verses related to Al-Agsa Mosque.

At the conclusion of this faith-based and scientific journey in the service of Quranic
verses and the review of Kurdish interpreters’ exegeses, we note that this research repre-
sents an academic study that addressed the following;

1. Analysis of the verses related to Al-Agsa Mosque and the Noble Jerusalem: Thirteen
noble verses were reviewed, along with the interpretations of a select group of commenta-
tors regarding the status of Al-Agsa Mosque and the Blessed Jerusalem.

2. The role of the Kurdish people in the Islamic nation: Affirming that the Kurdish people
are an integral part of the Muhammadan nation, in accordance with the saying of Allah:
{And We made you into nations and tribes that you may know one another. Indeed, the most
noble of you in the sight of Allah is the most righteous of you.}

3. Contributions of Kurdish Interpreters: Through a modest survey, approximately one
hundred and forty Kurdish scholars and interpreters were identified, who authored
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commentaries and wrote notes and annotations in Kurdish, Arabic, Turkish, and Persian,
addressing the interpretation of verses related to Al-Agsa and Jerusalem.

4. The efforts of Kurdish scholars in the field of exegesis: Highlighting the serious scien-
tific attempts of Kurdish sheikhs and scholars in interpreting the blessed verses related to
Al-Agsa and the Noble Jerusalem, with a focus on the sayings of seven selected interpreters
in this context.

5. Emphasizing the duty to defend Jerusalem: The consensus among interpreters on the
necessity for Muslims to commit to defending Jerusalem, showing zeal for it, protecting its
sanctity and holy sites, and sacrificing themselves and their wealth to safeguard it and repel
aggressors.

6. The Unity of the Islamic Stance on Jerusalem: Despite differing opinions on the issue
of peace with Israel, Muslims, Arabs, and Palestinians agree on the Islamic nature of the
Jerusalem issue, the necessity of keeping it Islamic, and the obligation to resist Israeli at-
tempts to Judaize it and change its features.

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Abstract

Born in Morocco in 1936, Jabiri was educated in Morocco, Syria and Paris. During his
teaching years in Morocco, he wrote for a weekly newspaper called Palestine in 1968. In 1970,
he began working as an academic at Mohammed V University in Rabat with his doctorate
in philosophy. Until 2002, he continued his professorship at the University of Mohammed
V. He died in 2010 in Dar al-Bayza. Jabiri, who won many awards for his works on Islamic
thought, dealt with issues with a critical attitude. He argued that the historical interpreta-
tion of Islam, which he addressed with the concept of the Arab-Islamic intellect, was word-
oriented and determined by the epistemology of wisdom, thus blocking the rationality in-
herent in the Qur'an and Sunnah and imprisoning the intellect in the irrational domain. For
this reason, it is imperative today to interpret religious texts in line with the principles of
universal reason, not through this reason. Al-Jabiri argued that the Islamic-Arab intellect is
composed of three systems of knowledge: declarative, demonstrative and irrational. Think-
ers dealing with Palestine have sometimes considered it as a problem and sometimes as a
cause. In this nomenclature, does the Palestinian problem or the Palestinian cause corre-
spond to different things or are they two different faces of the same thing? This must first
be identified. According to Jabiri, after the establishment of Israel, the Palestinian cause has
become a central issue in Arab thought. According to Jabiri, the Palestinian cause was ne-
glected in Arab thought before 1947. This is because the main problem that preoccupied the
Arab countries before the Palestinian cause was the problem of colonialism, under which
most of them were oppressed, including Palestine, especially between the two World Wars.
This problem was one of the reasons why the Arabs at that time did not adequately take into
account the dimensions of the Zionist movement, its connection with international coloni-
alism and imperialism, and its associated danger to the Arab Liberation Movement. There-
fore, in its early stages, the Zionist movement was viewed as a war between Arabs and Jews
in Palestine. Therefore, it was not seen as an Arab cause, but as a cause confined within the
borders of Palestine. In the process, it was thought that it would be easier to resolve it from
a socialist or nationalist perspective. But at this point, the solution lies in the human being
who lives in the time in which the acts take place and organizes life within it, and in the
mind that directs it. In addition to the aforementioned journal, Jabiri has addressed and
explained the contemporary issues related to Palestine in Gadaya fi’l-Fikri’l-Muasir, published
in 1997, and in Hivaru’l Masriq wa’'l Magrib, which was published in al-Yawm al-Sab in the 80s
and consisted of discussions with Hassan Hanafi. Although he made some historical refer-
ences to the Jews/Israelites in different works, we will not deal with them for the sake of
our subject. In our article, we will try to reveal the nature of Jabiri’s approach to the subject,
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who considers Palestine as a subject of contemporary Arab thought and has a well-deserved
reputation in his field.

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1917 yilinda Filistin’in Ingiliz idaresine gecmesiyle birlikte bolgede goriilen Yahudi
giclerindeki artis, demografik olarak bir degismeye sahne olurken vakiflar kolonyal
mekansal pratiklerin bir araci haline gelmistir. Nitekim 6nce 1948, ardindan 1967
yilinda Israil’in bslgedeki isgal faaliyetlerini genisletmesi neticesinde imar yoluyla isgal
pratikleri, Yahudilerin son 75 yila yayilan planli bir mekansal degisim ve tretim
stratejisine sahne olmustur. Yahudilerin isgal ettigi Filistin yerlesimleri iizerinde insa
ettigi kdy, kasaba ve kentlerde pek ¢ok vakif miilkii giivenlik ve hukuki nedenler 6ne
siiriilerek gasp edilmistir. Bu gasplar neticesinde pek ¢ok vakif miilkii bugiin israil’in
kontroliindedir. Kudiis'te 6zellikle 18. yiizyilda aile vakif kurma deneyiminde bir artis
s6z konusudur. Bu vakiflarin sayis1 300 civarinda olup, toplam vakif miilk sayis1 ise
yiizlercedir. Bu vakiflar cesitli vakif isletim usulleri yoluyla parcalanirken ferdi
miilkiyete gecirilmistir. Bu durum 20. yiizyilda komisyoncular araciligiyla, ingilizler
eliyle, Yahudilerin bu hususta bazi kazanimlar elde ettigi goriilmektedir. Bu baglamda
Kudiis eski sehrinin 18. yiizyildaki vakif morfolojisi ve Filistin’in iggalinde stratejik bir
hamle olan miilksiizlestirme politikasinin tarihi veriler 15181inda belgelenmesi ve bu
vakiflarin mekansallastirilmasi 6nem arz etmektedir. Bu tebligde TUBITAK 3005 Sosyal
ve Beseri Bilimlerde Yenilik¢i Coziimler programi tarafindan desteklenen “Kudiis
Vakiflarini Mekansallastirmak: 18. Yiizyilda Zirri Vakiflar” baslikli projenin tanitimi
yapilarak, projeye dair bilgiler verilmistir. Kudiis’teki zlirri vakfiyelerin tasnif edilerek
ilgili vakiflarin mekansallastirilmasinin nasil gerceklestirildigi izah edilmistir.
Vakfiyeler bu arastirmada birincil derece kaynak gurubunu olusturmaktadir.
Vakfiyelerde vakiflarin 6z niteliklerine dair verilerin bulunmasi sehir morfolojisinin
ortaya cikarilmasi agisindan 6nem arz etmektedir. Nitekim aile vakiflarinda ev ve
diitkkan gibi gayrimenkullerin vakfedilmesi mahallelere gore bir tasnifin yapilmasini
saglayacaktir. Calisma neticesinde israil’in Kudiis eski sehir bélgesinde uygulamis
oldugu gasp ve satin alma yoluyla ele gegirilen vakif miilklerin kdkenleri ortaya
konulacaktir. Birlesmis Milletlerin 1947 yilindan beri vermis oldugu ancak israil’'in
uygulamadigi ve diinyanin gérmezden geldigi kararlar, islam tarihinin bir parcasidir ve
fslam hukukunun konusu olan vakif hukukunu yakindan ilgilendirmektedir. Ortaya
cikarilacak vakif miilklerin CBS ile diinyaya agilmasi saglanarak Filistin-israil
catismasina Misliimanlar lehinde evrensel katki yapacaktir. Filistinliler giintimiizde
miilkiyet haklarini ispat etmek i¢in Osmanli dénemine ait tapular: hukuki kaynak olarak
gosterebilmektedir. Ancak israil mahkemeleri bunlari zaman zaman tanimamaktadir.
Ortaya konulacak veriler Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’'nin Filistin-fsrail ¢atigmasinin
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kokenlerinden birisi olan miilkiyet sorunlarina karsi bir argiiman elde etmesini
saglayacaktir.

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Abstract

With the transition of Palestine to British rule in 1917, the increase in Jewish migra-
tion led to demographic changes, while wagfs (endowments) became an instrument of
colonial spatial practices. Indeed, following Israel’s expansion of its occupation activities
in 1948 and then in 1967, practices of occupation through urban development became
part of a planned spatial transformation and production strategy spanning the last 75
years. Many wagf properties in villages, towns, and cities built by Jews on occupied Pales-
tinian settlements have been confiscated under the pretext of security and legal reasons.
As a result of these confiscations, a significant number of wagf properties are now under
Israeli control. In Jerusalem, there was a notable increase in the establishment of family
wagfs in the 18th century. The number of such wagfs reached approximately 300, with
hundreds of wagf properties in total. These waqfs were fragmented through various wagf
management methods and transferred to private ownership. In the 20th century, inter-
mediaries facilitated Jewish acquisitions of these properties under British administration.
In this context, documenting the waqf morphology of Jerusalem’s Old City in the 18th
century and analyzing the dispossession policies, which served as a strategic move in the
occupation of Palestine, is of significant importance based on historical data. This paper
presents the project titled “Spatializing the Waqfs of Jerusalem: 18th Century Family
Wagqfs”, supported by the TUBITAK 3005 Innovative Solutions in Social and Human Sci-
ences program. The study explains how the classification and spatialization of family
wagfs in Jerusalem have been conducted. The wagf deeds (wagfiyyas) constitute the pri-
mary source group in this research. The information contained in these wagfiyyas is cru-
cial for uncovering the urban morphology of Jerusalem. The classification of properties
such as houses and shops within family waqgfs allows for a neighborhood-based analysis.
As a result of this study, the origins of waqf properties confiscated or acquired by Israel
in the Old City of Jerusalem through expropriation and purchase will be revealed. The
resolutions passed by the United Nations since 1947, which Israel has failed to implement
and the world has largely ignored, are part of Islamic history and are closely related to
wagf law, a fundamental component of Islamic legal tradition. By making the uncovered
wagqf properties accessible to the world through Geographic Information Systems (GIS),
this study aims to contribute globally in favor of Muslims in the Palestine-Israel conflict.
Today, Palestinians can present Ottoman-era land deeds as legal evidence to prove their
property rights. However, Israeli courts sometimes refuse to recognize these documents.
The findings of this study will provide the Republic of Turkey with an argument regarding
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the property disputes, which constitute one of the fundamental issues of the Palestine-
Israel conflict.

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Farkli mezhep ve ekolleriyle Miislimanlarin ¢ogunlugu, Kudis’i ilk kible olarak kabul
etmekte ve bu sehre {istiin bir 6nem atfetmektedirler. Ozellikle son yiizyillarda bslgede
yasanan, Filistin topraklarinin da isgalini iceren gelismeler 15181nda Misliimanlar, Kudis’i
hem ideolojik olarak hem de siyaseten diger sehirlerden ayr1 bir noktaya koymuslardir. Bu
dnem bazi farkliliklar icermekle birlikte Sit gelenekte de karsimiza ¢gikmaktadir. Mezhebin
erken dénem kaynaklarinda yer alan bazi rivayetler mezhep icerisinde Kudiis’iin 6nemine
dair bir dizi tartismay1 baslatsa da Kudiis'ii ikincil bir noktaya tasiyan sdylemlerin ¢ogunluk
Sit ulema tarafindan benimsenmedigi sdylenebilir. Giiniimiize dogru gelindikge, toplum
lizerinde etki gliciine sahip Sii liderlerin Kudiis meselesini bir “dava séylemi” haline
getirdikleri goriilmektedir. Mezhep ulemasi Birinci Diinya Savasi'min hemen dncesinde
bélgede baslayan isgal girisimlerine karsi baz1 bildiriler yayinlayarak Miisliimanlara hem
kendi topraklarini hem de Filistin’i kurtarmaya yo6nelik cagrilarda bulunmuslardir. Hem
Irak hem franli Sii ulemanin bu konuda fikir birligi yaparak Miisliimanlar1 ve onlarin
yoneticilerini emperyalizm, siyonizm, Filistin’in isgali, Yahudi gci, Filistin’de toprak satisi
ve Israil'le iliskiler gibi hususlarda itiraza davet eden fetvalar yaymladiklari da
goriilmektedir. Giiniimiize kadar sdylemleriyle halk {izerinde etki birakan kisiler
Abdiilkerim Hairi (8. 1937), Muhammed Hiiseyin Kasifulgitd (6. 1954), Hiiseyin Tabatabai
Burficirdi (8. 1961), Ebi'l-Kasim Kasanl (6. 1962), Muhammed Bihbehinl (6. 1963),
Abdiilkerim Zencan? (5. 1968), Muhsin TabAtabai el-Hakim (6. 1970), Ebu’l-Kasim H{i (6.
1992), Muhammed R1z4 Giilpayigan1 (5. 1993), Ruhullah Humeyni (8. 1989), Ali Hamaney ve

geri alinmasina iliskin vurgu, isgaller karsisinda sessiz durmanin ve kayitsiz kalmanin
yalnizca Filistinlilere degil Araplara da zarar verecegi, fitre ve zekdtin bolge halkina
gonderilmesinin gerekliligi zikredilebilir. Ozellikle de fran’daki Islam Devriminin basariya
ulagmasinin akabinde Ruhullah Humeyni ve Ali Hamaney gibi Sii liderlerin fran’in dis
siyaset glindemini, Kudiis sdylemi merkezli belirlemeleri dikkat cekicidir. tki isim de
Filistin’in kurtulusunun $il ve Siinni tiim Misliimanlarin birligine bagh oldugunu ve
Kudiis'ii Israil'in elinden kurtarmanin biitiin Miisliimanlarin ser’t vazifesi oldugunu
belirtmislerdir. Bu bildiri, 19. yiizyilin sonlarindan baslamak tizere son iki ylizyilda $if
alimlerin Kudiis s6ylemini ortaya koymay1 hedeflemektedir. Bildiride $if gelenegin Kudiis
soyleminin tarihsel kdklerine ve mezhep ici tartismalara kisaca deginilecek; akabinde 20.
ylizyildaki bélgesel gelismeler is1ginda Irakli ve franli $if ulemanin Kudiis séylemi ekseninde
gerceklestirdikleri faaliyetler ortaya konulacaktir. Bu faaliyetler temele alinarak, Irak ve
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fran merkezli ulemanin sdylemlerinin ortak ve farklilasan noktalar goriilecek; fran’daki Sii-
Imami eksenli siyasi yonetimle birlikte Kudiis séyleminin devletin nasil siyasi bir referans
noktasi haline getirildigi incelenecektir.

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Abstract

The majority of Muslims, with their different sects and schools, accept Jerusalem as the
first gibla and attribute great importance to this city. Especially in light of the developments
in the region in recent centuries, Muslims have placed Jerusalem in a separate position from
other cities both ideologically and politically. This importance, although it contains some
differences, is also encountered in the Shiite tradition. Although some narrations in the
early sources of the sect initiated a series of discussions on the importance of Jerusalem
within the sect, it can be said that the discourses that brought Jerusalem to a secondary
point were not adopted by the majority of Shiite scholars. As we move towards the present
day, it is seen that Shiite leaders who have the power to influence society have turned the
Jerusalem issue into a “discourse of cause”. The religious scholars issued some declarations
against the occupation attempts that started in the region just before the First World War,
and called on Muslims to save both their own lands and Palestine. 1t is also seen that both
Iraqi and Iranian Shiite scholars agreed on this cause and issued fatwas inviting Muslims and
their rulers to object to issues such as imperialism, Zionism, the occupation of Palestine,
Jewish immigration, the sale of land in Palestine and relations with Israel. People who have
had an impact on the people with their discourses until today are names such as Abdul Ka-
rim Hairi (d. 1937), Muhammad Hussain al-Khashif al-Gita (d. 1954), Muhammad Hussain al-
Tabatabai Burdjirdi (d. 1961), Abu’l-Qaseem Kashani (d. 1962), Muhammad Bihbehani (d.
1963), Abdul Karim Zanjani (d. 1968), Muhsin Tabatabai al-Hakim (d. 1970), Abu’l-Qasim H{ii
(d. 1992), Muhammad Raza Glilpaygani (d. 1993), Ruhollah Khomeini (d. 1989), Ali Khamenei
and Ali Sistani. The issues emphasized by these names include the necessity of saving the
first gibla of Islam, the Masjid al-Agsa, from the hands of the Zionists, the emphasis on taking
back the occupied lands, the fact that remaining silent and indifferent in the face of occu-
pations will harm not only the Palestinians but also the all Arabs, and the need to send fitra
and zakat to the people of the region. It is particularly striking that, following the success
of the Islamic Revolution in Iran, Shiite leaders such as Ruhollah Khomeini and Ali Khame-
nei have determined Iran’s foreign policy agenda around the Jerusalem discourse. Both
names have stated that the liberation of Palestine depends on the unity of all Muslims, Shiite
and Sunni, and that saving Jerusalem from the hands of Israel is the religious duty of all
Muslims. This declaration aims to reveal the Jerusalem discourse of Shiite scholars in the
last two centuries, starting from the end of the 19th century. The declaration will briefly
touch on the historical roots of the Jerusalem discourse in the Shiite tradition and the intra-
sectarian debates; then, in light of regional developments in the 20th century, the activities
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of Iraqi and Iranian Shiite ulema on the Jerusalem discourse will be revealed. Based on these
activities, the common and different points of the discourses of Iragi and Iranian-based
ulema will be seen; and how the Jerusalem discourse was turned into a political reference
point for the state with the Shiite-Imamite political administration in Iran will be examined.

“Murabit” ya da “ribat” kavram dini, tarihi, siyasi, kiiltiirel ve aktiiel yonleri itibariyla
islam tarihi agisindan 8nemli bir alana karsilik gelmektedir. Sézliikte “diisman saldirilarini
onlemek igin sinir boylarinda nébet tutmak” anlaminda, masdar olan “ribat” kelimesi
Kur'dn'da “ribati’l-hayl” (gaza igin baglanip beslenen atlar) seklinde gecmektedir. Sinir
boylarinda askerlerin atlarini baglayip nobet tuttuklart mekAnlara ve buralarda insa edilen
miistahkem yapilara ribat; gaza sevabi almak iin ribatlarda toplanan goniillii askerlere de
“murdbit” ad1 verilmistir. Bu yoniiyle 6zetle “ibadet eden” veya “kulluk gérevlerini yerine
getiren” anlamlariyla murabitlik, islamiyet icin miicadele ve takva ile iliskilidir. Tarihi
baglamda murabitlar deyince, 11. ylizyilda Kuzey Afrika’da ilk etapta kiiciik bir topluluk iken
daha sonra 6zellikle Fas ve Ispanya’da giiclii bir devlet kuran ve Endiiliis’iin fethinde 6nemli
bir rolii olan Berberi hanedani ve devleti akla gelmektedir. Gerek biraktiklar: kiiltiirel miras
gerek siyasi ve askeri anlamdaki gii¢ ve becerileriyle Murabitlar (1056-1147), Islam tarihi ve
medeniyeti agisindan kokli bir gegmisi cagristirmalari bakimindan 6nemlidir. Yine
Murébitlar, Fas tarihinin 6nemli bir par¢asim olusturduklar i¢in, “murdbit” deyimi Fas
kiiltiiri, mimarisi ve tarihiyle de irtibathidir. Ozellikle Fas’in baz1 bélgelerinde murabit
déneminden kalma yapilar bu irtibatin somut kalintilaridir. Aktiiel agidan ise murabut, isgal
altindaki Dogu Kudiis'te bulunan Mescid-i Aksa'nin korunmas: i¢in nobet tutan géniilli
mubhafizlari ifade etmek tizere kullanilan bir isim olarak yayginlik kazanmustir. 2001 yilinda
baslayan Bayrak Yiiriiyiisii, Ribat Hareketinin gercek baslangici oldugu séylenebilir.
Orgiitlenme ve yiiriiytisler, Aksa'daki Filistin varhgini yogunlastirmada ve bir kalkan
olusturmada 6nemli ve dogrudan bir rol oynamistir. 2009 yilinda Seyh Raid Salah’in
tesvikiyle Kudiis'teki aktivistler Ribatu’l Aile hareketini baslatmis; ribita katilanlar
dontistimlii olarak aileleriyle birlikte Mescid-i Aksa’da namaz kilma ve mescide hizmet etme
girisimini siirdiirmiislerdir. Hereketin ¢ikis noktasi ise Israil'in gerek bir devlet politikasi
olarak gerek yerlesimciler eliyle, 6zellikle 2000°1i yillarla birlikte, “Israil'in cami tizerindeki
kontroliinii ve egemenligini saglamlastirmanin yollar1” {izerine giristikleri tartigmalar,
buna doniik attiklar1 adimlar, Mescid-i Aksa’ya yaptiklari baskinlarin Kudislii Misliimanlar
inisiyatif gelistirme durumuna siirikklemesidir. Nihayetinde ge¢misten bugiine gelinen
noktada, ¢ogunlugu Kudiislii Miisliimanlardan olusan murabitlar, Kudiis ve Mescid-i
Aksa'nin Israil tarafindan 1948’ten giiniimiize uzanan isgal girisimlerini engellemek
amaciyla Aksa sinirlar icerisinde, mescide verilebilecek her tiirlii zarar1 énlemek amaciyla
nobet tutmaktadirlar. Bu cergevede, tebligimizde ribit ve murabit kavramlarinin tarihi
stireci ve bugiine uzanan aktiiel degeri ele alinacak olup Kudiis, Mescid-i Aksa ve Filistin
Meselesi agisindan 6nemi, kiiresel Slgekteki etkisi yakin dénem tarihi kaynaklarindan,
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murabitlar dzelinde var olan sinirh sayidaki akademik calismalardan, uluslararasi haber
portallarindan yararlanmak suretiyle ortaya konmaya gayret edilecektir. Calismanin, son
yillarda Tiirkiye'de yogunlasan Beytii'l-Makdis arastirmalarma katki saglamasi
hedeflenmektedir.

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Abstract

The concept of murabit or ribat corresponds to an important area in Islamic history in terms
of its religious, historical, political, cultural and actual aspects. The word ribat, which is
masdar in the dictionary in the sense of “keeping vigil along the borders to prevent enemy
attacks”, is mentioned in the Qur’an as “ribat al-hayl” (horses tied and fed for marching).
The places where soldiers tethered their horses and kept watch along the borders and the
fortified structures built in these places were called ribat, and the volunteer soldiers who
gathered in ribat to get the reward of gaza were called murabit. In this respect, in a nutshell,
murabitism, which means “worshipping” or “fulfilling the duties of servitude”, is associated
with the struggle for Islam and piety. In the historical context, when we think of the
Murabids in the 11th century, we think of the Berber dynasty and state, which was initially
a small community in North Africa, but later established a powerful state, especially in Mo-
rocco and Spain, and played an important role in the conquest of Andalusia. The Murabids
(1056-1147), with their cultural heritage, political and military power and skills, are im-
portant in terms of evoking a deep-rooted past in terms of Islamic history and civilization.
Since the Murabids were an important part of Moroccan history, the term murabid is also
linked to Moroccan culture, architecture and history. Especially in some parts of Morocco,
buildings from the Moorish period are concrete remnants of this connection. In actuality,
the murabites have come to be widely used as a name for the volunteer guards who stand
guard to protect the al-Agsa Mosque in occupied East Jerusalem. The 2001 Flag March can
be said to be the real beginning of the Ribat Movement. The organizing and marches played
an important and direct role in intensifying the Palestinian presence in al-Agsa and creating
a shield. In 2009, with the encouragement of Sheikh Raed Salah, activists in Jerusalem
launched the Ribat al-Family movement, in which participants in the ribat took turns pray-
ing with their families at al-Agsa Mosque and serving the mosque. The starting point of the
movement was Israel’s discussions on “ways to consolidate Israel’s control and sovereignty
over the mosque” both as a state policy and through the settlers, especially in the 2000s, the
steps they took towards this, and the raids they carried out on al-Agsa Mosque, led the Mus-
lims of Jerusalem to develop an initiative. In the end, from the past to the present, the
murdbites, the majority of whom are Muslims from Jerusalem, have been keeping vigil
within the borders of al-Agsa in order to prevent any damage to the mosque in order to
prevent the Israeli occupation attempts of Jerusalem and al-Aqsa Mosque since 1948. In this
framework, the historical process and current value of the concepts of ribat and murabit will
be discussed in this paper, and its importance in terms of Jerusalem, al-Aqsa Mosque and
the Palestinian Question, and its impact on a global scale will be tried to be revealed by
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making use of recent historical sources, the limited number of academic studies on the
murabit, and international news portals. The study aims to contribute to the research on
Bayt al-Magqdis, which has intensified in Tiirkiye in recent years.

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Gazze'de siiregelen bu savasta bircogu cocuk olmak tizere binlerce kisi 6ldiiriiltirken, yiiz
binlerce yaral hayatta kalmaya ¢alismaktadir. Gazze’deki hastanelerin neredeyse tamamu
saldirilar ve bombalamalar sirasinda olusan hasar nedeniyle ¢alismamaktadir. Cogunlukla
Gazze'nin glineyinde kalan kiiciik kapasiteli saglik kuruluslar ise kritik ameliyatlart
stirdiirmek ve bakim saglamak icin yetersiz tibbi malzemeyle sinirli kapasitede
calismaktadir. Bu calismanin amaci 7 Ekim Sonrasi Gazze'deki saglk kuruluslarinin
durumunun gozden gegirilmesidir. Gazze’de saglik hizmetleri, hiikkiimet ve 6zel sektér
gidiimiindeki sistemler ile yiriitiilmektedir. Bunlar; Saglk Bakanligina bagh saglik
kuruluslari, Birlesmis Milletler Yakin Dogu’daki Filistinli Miiltecilere Yardim ve Bayindirlik
Ajansina (UNRWA) bagh saglik kuruluslari, Sivil Toplum Kuruluslarma bagh saglik
kuruluslar1 ve Ozel Sektére bagh saglik kuruluslaridir. Sifa Hastanesi, Gazze Tiirk-Filistin
Dostluk Hastanesi, Ehli Hastanesi, Avrupa Hastanesi, Nasr Cocuk Hastanesi, Endonezya
Hastanesi, Aksa Sehitleri Hastanesi, Avde Hastanesi, Kudiis Hastanesi, Kemal Advan
Hastanesi, Sehit Muhammed ed-Durra Hastanesi, Ebu Yusuf en-Neccar Hastanesi ve Kuveyt
Hastanesi Gazze Seridi'nde bulunan en 6nemli hastanelerdendir. Gazze Seridi'nde
hastanelerin yani sira poliklinikler, tip merkezleri ve temel tibbi hizmetlerin saglanmasina
katkida bulunan hayir dernekleri de bulunmaktadir. Bu ¢calismada 7 Ekim 2023’ten bu yana
Gazze’deki bu saghk kuruluslarimin son durumu literatiirden ve haber sitelerinden
incelenmistir. 2022 y1ili Filistin merkez istatistik blirosu verilerine gére Gazze’de toplam 35
hastane bulunmaktadir. 13 hastane Saglik Bakanlig1 veya Filistin Kizilay’, 22 hastane ise 6zel
sektor idaresindedir. Bin hastaya diisen yatak sayisi 1.3’tiir. Gazze'de 159 adet birinci
basamak saglik hizmeti veren kurum vardir ve bin hastaya diisen yatak sayis1 1.2°dir. 7 Ekim
sonrasi, saglik kuruluslar: srail'in Gazze’ye yonelik savasinin temel hedefi haline geldi.
Binlerce hasta, yiizlerce sivil ve saglik personelinin bulundugu saglik tesisleri israil ordusu
tarafindan vuruldu. Gazze Seridi'ndeki hastaneler elektrik, su, ilag ve yakitin tilkenmesi
nedeniyle hizmet dis1 kaldi. Israil’in Gazze'deki hastanelere yonelik savasi; aylarca siiren
yogun bombardiman ve yardimlara yonelik tam abluka nedeniyle Gazze'nin saglik sistemini
tamamen ¢Skme noktasina getirdi.

Gazze'deki saglik kuruluslarina yonelik saldirilar, bélgedeki insanlik dramimin en aci ve
korkung boyutlarindan birini olusturmaktadir. Gazze’deki durum, sadece bélgedeki insanlar
icin degil, diinya genelindeki insanlk icin de biiyiik bir sorundur. Saglik kuruluslarina
saldirmanin bu savasta temel bir hedef haline gelmesi hem uluslararasi hukuka aykiridir
hem de insani bir felakettir. Hastaneler, savas ve ¢atisma ortamlarinda sivillerin hayatta
kalabilmesi igin kritik 6neme sahiptir ve her zaman “korunmasi gereken alanlar” olarak
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kabul edilir. Uluslararasi dayanisma, insan haklarina saygi ve kalici baris saglanarak saglik
hizmetleri en ideal hale acilen getirilmelidir.

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Abstract

Healthcare institutions in Gaza have been strategically attacked since October 7, 2023.
Thousands of people, many of them children, have been killed in this ongoing war in Gaza,
while hundreds of thousands of wounded are trying to survive. Almost all hospitals in Gaza
are not functioning due to damage caused by attacks and bombings. Small-capacity
healthcare institutions, mostly located in southern Gaza, are operating at limited capacity
with insufficient medical supplies to sustain critical surgeries and provide care. The purpose
of this study is to review the status of healthcare institutions in Gaza after October 7.
Healthcare services in Gaza are provided by systems controlled by the government and the
private sector. These are healthcare institutions affiliated with the Ministry of Health,
healthcare institutions affiliated with the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Pal-
estine Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA), healthcare institutions affiliated with NGOs, and
healthcare institutions affiliated with the Private Sector. The Shifa Hospital, Gaza Turkish-
Palestinian Friendship Hospital, Ehli Hospital, European Hospital, Nasr Children’s Hospital,
Indonesia Hospital, Agsa Martyrs’ Hospital, Avde Hospital, Qudus Hospital, Kemal Advan
Hospital, Martyr Muhammad al-Durra Hospital, Abu Yusuf al-Najjar Hospital and Kuwait
Hospital are among the most important hospitals in the Gaza Strip. In addition to hospitals,
there are also polyclinics, medical centers and charitable associations that contribute to the
provision of basic medical services in the Gaza Strip. In this study, the latest status of these
health institutions in Gaza since October 7 2023, has been examined from literature and
news sites. According to the data of the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics in 2022, there
are a total of 35 hospitals in Gaza. 13 hospitals are managed by the Ministry of Health or the
Palestinian Red Crescent, and 22 hospitals are managed by the private sector. The number
of beds per thousand patients is 1.3. There are 159 primary health care institutions in Gaza,
and the number of beds per thousand patients is 1.2. After October 7, health institutions
became the main target of Israel’s war on Gaza. Health facilities that housed thousands of
patients, hundreds of civilians and health personnel were hit by the Israeli army. Hospitals
in the Gaza Strip were out of service due to the depletion of electricity, water, medicine and
fuel. Israel’s war on hospitals in Gaza has brought the health system to the point of complete
collapse, thanks to months of intense bombardment and a complete blockade of aid. Attacks
on health institutions in Gaza constitute one of the most painful and horrific dimensions of
the human tragedy in the region. The situation in Gaza is a major problem not only for the
people in the region, but also for humanity worldwide. The fact that attacking health insti-
tutions has become a primary target in this war is both against international law and a hu-
manitarian disaster. Hospitals are of critical importance for the survival of civilians in war
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and conflict environments and have always been considered “areas that need to be pro-
tected.” Health services must be brought to the optimum level urgently by ensuring inter-
national solidarity, respect for human rights and lasting peace.

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Abstract

The aim of this study is to evaluate the attacks that started on 7 October 2023 in the
context of the Geneva Conventions and Additional Protocols of 1949 and the international
law of armed conflict and to explain the strategic importance of Gaza in the light of this
evaluation; to evaluate the Jewish immigration to Palestine, which started in 1881 and has
continued until today, and the ‘holocaust’, which has become an industrial concept, and the
discourses of the far-right Israeli government; the explanation of human rights violations
and criminal acts according to international law since the first day of the attacks; the eval-
uation of the migration diaspora in Gaza and the calls for migration against the humanitar-
ian crisis, and the reflections of the diaspora on the outside world. The events in Gaza should
be evaluated within the framework of the political equation of the Middle East and the neg-
ative conditions should be meticulously revealed. In particular, it has been tried to reveal
how the bombing of the places and settlements where Palestinian civilians are located,
which have been declared safe zones by the United Nations, and the attacks that threaten
the lives of civilians and reach dimensions that damage human dignity, affect the migration.
In Gaza, there is a massacre and genocide that has turned into a humanitarian drama. Ac-
cording to international conventions and Jus in bello rules, civilian areas and civilians
should not be targeted even during war, and military intervention should not be carried out
if it is expected to cause civilian casualties or injuries to civilians according to the expected
military gains. However, Israel is committing a genocide by disregarding all rules of inter-
national law and humanitarian law, In this paper, the Palestinian exodus caused by and pre-
ceded by the genocide committed by Israel is evaluated with reference to the attacks on 7
October 2023 and after.

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In Jewish tradition, after the destruction of the Temple for the second time in 70 AD and
the exile of the Jews, the belief that the construction of the Third Temple and salvation would
be realized with a Messiah sent by God has become generally accepted. In line with this belief,
although the Jews included the Temple in their prayers, they entered a period of passive wait-
ing and collectively stayed away from any action regarding Jerusalem and the Temple. As a
result of many religious and social events that took place in the modern period, especially in
Europe and all over the world, different views emerged among the Jews. As of this period, the
traditional passive attitude was abandoned and mass visits to the Palestinian territories for
religious reasons began and comments were made about the Temple. With the establishment
of the State of Israel, these views began to be voiced more loudly. The radical Temple Move-
ments, which emerged in Israel and, as their name suggests, are trying to build the Jewish
Temple, are currently organizing all the raids on the al-Masjid al-Agsa. These groups, whose
number about sixty, have intensified their raids on the al-Masjid al-Agsa with the al-Agsa
Flood War that they caused to started on October 7, 2023. The Temple Movements, which are
on the religious Zionist wing, have seen all their actions in the al- Masjid al-Agsa, whose reli-
gious and political symbolism has increased with the war, as the Jewish presence there, have
based these actions on religion and have increased their provocations, thinking that all op-
portunities are ready for the construction of the Temple. From this perspective, from Hanuk-
kah celebrated in December 2023 to Hanukkah celebrated in January 2025, the Jewish holidays
in the Masjid al-Agsa have been celebrated as they should have been when it became a Temple
within the scope of the Spiritual Construction of the Temple project. During these celebra-
tions, all kinds of violations were committed in al-Aqgsa, Islamic sanctities were damaged and
Muslims’ religious special days and sacred values were repeatedly violated. The provocative
statements of the Temple Movements have gone as far as sharing videos of the burning of the
al-Masjid al-Agsa and saying that this will happen very soon. This article will discuss the raids
carried out by the Temple Movements on the al-Masjid al-Aqsa, especially on religious and
politically important days for the Jews, after the Flood of al-Aqsa, which caused changes and
transformations in various areas all over the world. In the context of these raids used to
change the current status quo in the al-Masjid al-Agsa, the violations experienced in the al-
Masjid al-Agsa, the rituals performed, the political support given to these groups, the plans
aimed to be made in the future with the increasing support from Christian Zionists after
Trump came to power and the situations that this may cause will be evaluated. In the evalua-
tion, the work of the Beyadenu (In Our Hands) group will be focused more on, as it stands out
with its most radical statements among the Temple Movements.

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Abstract

During World War I, which took its place in history as a global conflict that altered the
balance of power worldwide, Jerusalem remained a city that carried the traces of this war to
the present day. This study examines the active role played by the British, one of the key ac-
tors of World War 1, in the transformation of Jerusalem that began before the war and contin-
ued under the British Mandate Administration, as well as their contributions to shaping the
modern-day Jerusalem. The study starts with a political and historical literature review to un-
derstand British ambitions in the region, followed by an analysis of British settlement policies,
urban plans for Jerusalem, notes, and planning reports. In light of all the findings, it becomes
clear that the foundations of Jerusalem’s current form were laid during the British colonial
period.

The British, in their quest to secure influence in Jerusalem against their allies, the Italians
and the French, collaborated with the Jewish population. One of the earliest concrete proofs
of this partnership was the Balfour Declaration, through which the British recognized the ne-
cessity of establishing a state for the Jewish people in Palestine and pledged to work toward
its realization. Indeed, the British settlement policies implemented after their conquest of Je-
rusalem in December 1917 consistently supported this commitment. British activities in Jeru-
salem began in the 1860s under the pretext of conducting archaeological excavations to verify
biblical sites. Within this scope, they established the Palestine Exploration Fund, financing ex-
peditions to Jerusalem that they dubbed “Peaceful Crusades.” The underlying aim of these
expeditions, however, was to conduct cadastral surveys of Palestine and prepare detailed
maps of Jerusalem in anticipation of future plans.

With the British takeover of Jerusalem in 1917, Colonel Storrs, the appointed military gov-
ernor, viewed Jewish migration to the region as a realization of historical justice and took steps
in his planning and settlement policies to facilitate this process. Storrs established the Pro-
Jerusalem Society, a city council that he consulted for critical decisions concerning Jerusalem
and that helped gain public acceptance of these decisions. Unlike the Ottoman period, where
council members were determined based on population density, the Pro-Jerusalem Society
was predominantly composed of Storrs’ technical team, Zionist leaders, and representatives
of various religious communities. While the Pro-Jerusalem Society defined its mission as pre-
serving the city’s religious, historical, and cultural values and developing the city, the domi-
nant discourses and practices during this period demonstrate how British colonial administra-
tion shaped their modernization efforts in line with their political interests. Reports and pro-
grams carried out by the council, covering urban planning, architectural fabric, social
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structure, and archaeological needs, align with the unilateral settlement policies observed in
contemporary Jerusalem.

The British extended their influence in colonized regions through urban planning disci-
plines, ensuring long-term control. The pro-Jewish settlement policies implemented in Jeru-
salem enabled the expansion of Jewish settlements while sidelining Arab neighborhoods, a
situation that persists to this day. Consequently, the British urban plans revealed their own
interests, shaping the city's future development with a colonial mindset and European aes-
thetic values, while also establishing its infrastructure and administrative boundaries.
