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Osmanlilar, Memliiklerden Kudiis'ii teslim almis ve burada kendilerine ait izler ve etkiler
birakmus, bu izler kutsal sehirdeki parlak tarihlerini korumustur. Osmanl padisahi Yavuz
Sultan Selim, Suriye topraklarinin tamamini neredeyse hicbir direnisle karsilasmadan
fethetmis, Kudiis de bu topraklar arasinda yer almistir. Yavuz Sultan Selim, Osmanlilar
arasinda ilk kez “Halife-i Miislimin” unvanimi alan padisahtir. Yavuz Sultan Selim’in
oliimiinden sonra halifelik, oglu Kanuni Sultan Siileyman’a ge¢mistir ve onun déneminde,
o dénemin islam diinyasinin baskentlerinde, Mekke, Medine, Sam, Halep, Kahire gibi
sehirlerde pek cok yapi insa edilmistir. Kudiis sehri de Sultan Siileyman ve vezirlerinin
biiyiik ilgisini goérmiistir. Clinkd Kudis, tiim Miisliimanlar i¢in dini agidan biiyiik 6neme
sahipti.

Osmanh belgelerinde Kudiis Mutasarrifligi'min ilk kez 1874 yilinda kuruldugu
belirtilmistir (bagimsiz yonetimle Kudiis-ii Serif Mutasarrifligi). Bu mutasarriflik, Kudiis,
Yafa, Hebron ve Gazze sancaklarindan olusuyordu ve 1906 ile 1909 yillar1 arasinda Nazareth
bolgesi de buraya dahil edilmistir. 1899 yilinda ise Osmanl devleti, Kudiis mutasarrifina,
Gazze sancaginin bir pargasi olan Bedevi'nin kurdugu yeni bir kaza olusturma yetkisi
vermistir. idari olarak Osmanh devleti, Kudiis sehrinde, genellikle vilayet merkezlerinde
bulunan tiim hiikiimet dairelerini kurmustur. Osmanli déneminde Kudiis, Sam eyaletine
bagli olsa da idari olarak defalarca bagl oldugu yer degismistir; bazen Sam’a, bazen de
Beyrut’a bagl olmustur. Nihayetinde Kudiis, Kudiis Mutasarrifligi’'na déniismiis ve sehre
“Kudiis-ii Serif” unvam verilmistir, bu unvan giiniimiize kadar sehirle 6zdeslesmistir. Bu
arastirma, Osmanh dénemi Kudiis Mutasarrifligin, idari, bilimsel, kiiltiirel ve demografik
agidan incelemekte ve Osmanli devletinin Kudiis’ii yénetme ve Filistin’deki kiiltiir, bilim ve
medeniyetin  yayilmasindaki roliinii tartigmaktadir. Ayrica, sehrin emperyalist
komplolardan korunmasina nasil katki sagladigina da deginilmektedir. Bu caligmada, tarihi
metinler, kitaplar ve belgeler incelenerek analitik bir yontemin takibi tercih edilmistir.
Aragtirma ii¢ ana bashga ayrilmistir: Birinci bdlimde Osmanli déneminde Kudiis
Mutasarnfligi ve idari bélinme, ikinci béliimde Kudiis sancaklarindaki genel durum,
tictincti bsliimde ise Kudiis Mutasarrifliginuin Filistin bilincinin sekillenmesindeki rolii ele
alinmaktadir. Arastirma, Osmanlilarin Filistin’e, 6zellikle de Kudiis’e olan ilgisini ortaya
koymaktadir. Osmanhlar, Kudiis’e “Kudiis-ii Serif” unvanini veren ilk devlet olarak, Kudiis

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Abstract

The Ottomans took control of Jerusalem from the Mamluks and left their own distinct
mark and traces that preserved their bright history in the Holy City. Ottoman Sultan Selim
I entered all of the Levantine countries without significant resistance, and Jerusalem was
one of the cities he conquered. Sultan Selim I was the first Ottoman sultan to take the title
of Caliph of the Muslims. After his death, the caliphate passed to his son, Sultan Suleiman
the Magnificent. During his reign, many constructions were carried out in major cities of
the Islamic world at the time, including Mecca, Medina, Damascus, Aleppo, Cairo, and oth-
ers, with Jerusalem receiving significant attention from the Sultan and his ministers due to
its religious importance for all Muslims. The first reference to the establishment of Mu-
tasarrifate of Jerusalem appeared in Ottoman documents in 1874 (the independent admin-
istration of Jerusalem al-Sharif). This mutasarrifate consisted of the districts of Jerusalem,
Jaffa, Hebron, and Gaza, and between 1906 and 1909, the Nazareth district was added. In
1899, the state authorized the Jerusalem mutasarrif to establish a new district in Beersheba,
which was part of the Gaza district. Administratively, the Ottoman state set up all the gov-
ernmental departments and institutions that are usually found in provincial centers in the
city of Jerusalem. During the Ottoman period, Jerusalem was part of the Syrian province,
and its administrative affiliation changed several times, sometimes being under Damascus
and at other times under Beirut, until it became Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem. The title “al-
Quds al-Sharif” was given to Jerusalem, which has been associated with the city to this day.
This research discusses Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem during the Ottoman period in terms of
its administrative, scientific, cultural, and demographic organization, and the role of the
Ottoman state in managing the city of Jerusalem and spreading culture, science, and civili-
zation across Palestine while protecting it from all colonial conspiracies. The researcher will
adopt an analytical inductive approach to historical texts, books, and documents that cover
this era. The research is divided into three sections: the first section focuses on Mu-
tasarrifate of Jerusalem and its administrative division during the Ottoman period; the sec-
ond section discusses the general situation in the Jerusalem district; and the third section
examines the role of Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem in the formation of Palestinian conscious-
ness. The research concludes that the Ottomans showed great interest in Palestine in
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general and Jerusalem al-Sharif in particular. The Ottomans were the first to give Jerusalem
the title of “al-Quds al-Sharif,” and Mutasarrifate of Jerusalem played a significant role in
jihad, cultural awareness, and the spread of knowledge in the city. The administrative divi-
sions of the Levant, Palestine, and Egypt demonstrate the level of administrative progress
during Ottoman rule.
