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Oz

Kudiis’iin diinya sehirleri arasindaki 6zel konumu, {i¢ ibrahimi dinin paylastig1 uzun bir
tarihten, sehrin uhrevi tecellinin izlerini tasiyan mekan olmasindan kaynaklanmaktadir. Bu
benzersiz niteligi nedeniyle Kudiis; gegmis, bugiin ve gelecegi bir arada diistindiiren,
neredeyse her kiiltiir cevresinde belirli bir agirligi olan belki de tek sehirdir. Gorsel araglarin
her birinin ilk kez kullamldig1 andan itibaren, en ¢ok “tasvir” edilen sehir de Kudiis
olmustur. Mimari cizimler, graviirler, mozaikler, minyatiirler, fotograflar ve nihayet
haritalar ile sayisiz kez tasvir edilmis, boylece sehrin imaji ve kimligi tekrar tekrar yeniden
tiretilmistir. Diger taraftan bu tasvirler sadece birer kiiltiir {iriinii olarak kalmamus, en ¢ok
da siyasetgilerin ve ideologlarin elinde birer propaganda aracina doniismiistiir. Bu araglar
arasinda, lizerinde pek fazla durulmayan, sorgulanmayan, daha 6nemlisi gercegi yansittig
diistiniilerek nesnel bilginin sonucu ve vasitasi olarak goriilen sehir haritalari, aslinda
“subjektif anlatilar” olarak kabul edilmelidir. 19. yiizy1l boyunca Avrupalilarin hazirladig
Kudiis haritalarinda, sehrin mevcut sosyal ve ekonomik gercekligi bilyiik Sl¢tide goz ardi
edilmekte, zellikle Miisliman niifusu ve Osmanl idaresi neredeyse yok sayilmaktadir.
Haritalardaki ideolojik yaklasim, Avrupalilarin Kutsal Topraklardaki kiiltiirel ve siyasi
etkisini pekistirmeye yonelik bir imgelem olusturmakta, ayni zamanda Kudiis’i Batili
aidiyetlerle iliskilendirme arzusunu yansitmaktadir. 19. yiizyila tarihlenen Kudiis sehir
haritalarini emperyalizm, oryantalizm ve evanjelizmin ideolojik baglaminda inceleyen bu
calisma, haritalarin yalnizca faydaci bir bilgi arac1 degil, aym zamanda siyasi ve ideolojik
¢ikarlar dogrultusunda tiretilmis “subjektif anlatilar” oldugunu savunmakta ve haritalar
“okunabilir metinler” olarak ele almaktadir. Haritalardaki s6ylem analizinin
derinlestirilebilmesi i¢in haritadaki anlati ile haritanin ait oldugu siyasi, sosyal ve kiiltiirel
baglam arasindaki iliski tizerinde durulmaktadir. Bunun igin haritay1 yapanin geldigi
entelektlel ¢evre, yasam oykiisii ve aldig1 egitim ile dénemin siyasi ve dini yaklasimlar
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dikkate alinmakta, harita bu ¢evrenin ve arka plamin bir {iriinii olarak incelenmektedir.
Calismanin temel kaynaklarimi Osmanli Arsivleri ve ingiliz Arsivine ait kayitlar
olusturmaktadir.
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Abstract

The long history shared by the three Abrahamic religions and the role of the city as a
place that bears the imprints of the afterlife give Jerusalem a special place among the cities
of the world. Because of this unique characteristic, Jerusalem is perhaps the only city that
has a clear meaning in almost every culture, suggesting past, present and future at the same
time. Jerusalem has been the most represented city since the first use of visual mediums. It
has been depicted repeatedly in engravings, mosaics, miniatures, photographs and maps.
In this way, the city’s image and identity have been reproduced over and over again. On the
other hand, these representations have not only remained as cultural products, but have
mostly become propaganda tools in the hands of politicians and ideologues. Among them
city maps, which are not much questioned, and more importantly, are accepted as the result
and means of objective knowledge, should actually be considered as ‘subjective narratives’.
The maps of Jerusalem produced by European cartographers in the 19th century largely
ignored the existing social and economic reality of the city, especially its Muslim population
and the Ottoman administration. The ideological approach in the maps reflects a desire to
associate the urban identity of Jerusalem with Western allegiances. Analyzing 19th century
urban maps within the ideological context of imperialism, orientalism and evangelism, this
study treats maps as ‘readable texts’, and argues that maps are not only scientific infor-
mation tools but also ‘subjective narratives’ produced in line with political interests. The
discourse analysis of the maps emphasizes the relationship between the narrative in the
map and the political, social and cultural context in which the map is situated. For this pur-
pose, the intellectual environment from which the cartographer came, as well as the dom-
inant political approaches of the period are taken into account, and the map is analyzed as
a product of this background. The main sources of the study are the records of the Ottoman
Archives and the British Archives.
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
