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Kudiis, tarih boyunca siyasi, dini ve kiiltiirel ¢atigmalarin merkezinde yer almis, bu
ydniiyle evrensel bir anlam kazanmigtir. islam diinyasi icin ise Mescid-i Aksa, sadece kutsal
bir ibadet mekam degil, aym zamanda bir direnis ve varolus semboliidiir. Cuma namazlari
ve Mirag kutlamalari, bu baglamda, ibadet olmanin Gtesine gecerek Miisliiman kimliginin
korunmasinda, toplumsal dayanigmanin giiclendirilmesinde ve siyasi bir durus sergilemede
onemli bir arag hiline gelmistir. Bu ibadet ve etkinlikler, Miisliimanlarin Kudiis tizerindeki
hak iddialarini pekistiren bir “varolus manifestosu” niteligi tasimaktadir, Bu teblig, Mescid-
i Aksa’da gerceklestirilen Cuma namazlar1 ve Mira¢ kutlamalarimin toplumsal biling
olusturma ve politik mesajlar tasima islevlerini analiz etmeyi amaglamaktadir. Arastirmada
ozellikle Cuma namazlarinin ve Mirag etkinliklerinin, fsrail’in bélgedeki zulmiine karsi
uluslararasi farkindalik yaratma potansiyeli incelenmistir. Calismada, nitel analiz yéntemi
kullarularak tarihsel baglam, bu etkinliklerin sosyolojik anlami ve politik islevleriyle ilgili
literatiir gézden gecirilmis, Mescid-i Aksa’nin manevi nébetgileri denilebilecek murabit
kavramina dikkat cekilmistir. Bu baglamda egitimi, Kudiis halkiru bilinglendirmeyi ve
kiiltiirel hafizay1 korumay: kendilerine gérev edinen murabitlarin bu gorevlerini ifa
ederken yasadiklari sikintilar ele alinmistir. Ayrica, Cuma namazlari ve Mirag etkinliklerine
katilan Filistinli ve Tiirk bireylerle yapilan gériismelerden elde edilen gézlemler analiz
edilmistir. Sonu¢ olarak, Mescid-i Aksa’da kilinan Cuma namazlar: ve diizenlenen Mirac
senliklerinin, Misliimanlarm Kudiis {izerindeki hak iddialarin1 pekistiren bir direnis
sembolii olarak 6ne ¢iktig1 gériilmektedir. israil’in yasa dis1 yerlesim politikalari, ibadet
ozglirliigiine yonelik kisitlamalari ve bolge halkina uyguladigi siddet dikkate alindiginda, bu
etkinliklerin politik ve kiiltiirel bir direnis bigimi olarak 6ne ¢iktigi anlasilir. Toplumsal
hafizay1 diri tutan bu ibadetler, Filistin halkinin hak miicadelesini uluslararasi arenada
goriiniir kilmaktadir. Bu ¢alismada ortaya konulan bulgular is181nda, Mescid-i Aksa’daki bu
tiirden etkinliklerin uluslararasi diizeyde daha genis bir farkindalik kampanyasiyla
desteklenmesi onerilmektedir. Ayrica, Filistin halkinin haklarinin korunmast igin islam
tilkelerinin koordinasyonunun artirilmasi, Mescid-i Aksa’y1 hedef alan saldirilara karsi ortak
bir durus sergilenmesi gerekmektedir. Kudiis’iin baris ve adaletin simgesi olarak gelecekteki
rolii, ancak uluslararasi toplumun kararli bir durusu ile saglanabilir.
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Abstract

Jerusalem has been at the center of political, religious, and cultural conflicts, making it
a city of universal significance. For the Islamic world, al-Agsa Mosque is not only a sacred
place of worship but also a symbol of resistance and existence. In this context, Friday pray-
ers and Mi'raj celebrations go beyond their religious function and play a crucial role in pre-
serving Muslim identity, strengthening social solidarity, and expressing a political stance.
These acts of worship and gatherings serve as a “manifesto of existence”, reinforcing Mus-
lims’ claims over Jerusalem. This paper aims to analyze the role of Friday prayers and Mi'raj
celebrations at al-Agsa Mosque in raising social consciousness and conveying political mes-
sages. The study particularly examines the potential of these religious rituals to create in-
ternational awareness against Israel’s oppression in the region. Using a qualitative research
approach, the study reviews the historical context, sociological significance, and political
functions of these events while also highlighting the concept of Murabitun, who are consid-
ered the spiritual guardians of al-Agsa. In this regard, the challenges faced by Murabitun,
who dedicate themselves to education, raising awareness among the people of Jerusalem,
and preserving cultural memory, are examined. Additionally, observations and interviews
conducted with Palestinian and Turkish individuals attending Friday prayers and Mi'raj cel-
ebrations are analyzed. The findings of this study suggest that Friday prayers and Mi'raj
celebrations at al-Agsa Mosque serve as a powerful symbol of resistance, reinforcing Mus-
lims’ claims over Jerusalem. Given Israel’s illegal settlement policies, restrictions on free-
dom of worship, and acts of violence against the local population, these gatherings are not
just religious practices but also forms of political and cultural resistance. These acts of wor-
ship help to preserve collective memory and make the Palestinian struggle for rights more
visible on the international stage. Based on the study’s findings, it is recommended that
such events at al-Agsa Mosque be supported through broader international awareness cam-
paigns. Additionally, Muslim nations must enhance their coordination to protect the rights
of the Palestinian people and take a unified stance against attacks targeting al-Aqsa. The
future role of Jerusalem as a symbol of peace and justice can only be ensured through a
determined and unified stance by the international community.
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
