1936’da Fas’ta dogan Muhammed Abid el-Cabir? egitim siireclerinde Fas, Suriye ve
Paris’te bulunmustur. Fas’ta 6gretmenlik yaptig1 yillarda, Filistin (1968) adli haftalik bir
gazetede yazilar yazmistir. 1970 yilinda felsefe alaninda yaptig1 doktora ¢alismasiyla Rabat
V. Muhammed Universitesi'nde akademisyen olarak ¢alismaya baslamistir. 2002 yilina
kadar ayni tiniversitedeki profesorliik gérevine devam etmis ve 2010 yilinda Dariilbeyza’da
vefat etmistir. islAm diisiincesiyle ilgili calismalariyla pek ¢ok &diil kazanan Cabir, iizerine
calistigi konulari elestirel bir tavirla ele almistir. Arap-islam akli kavrami temelinde islam’in
tarihsel yorumunun, lafiz eksenli ve irfan epistemolojisiyle belirlenmis olmasindan dolayz,
Kur’an-1 Kerim ve Siinnette ickin olan rasyonelligin 6niinii kapattigini, akli irrasyonel alan
icine hapsettigini belirtmistir. Bu sebeple gliniimiizde dini metinlerin bu akil yoluyla degil
evrensel aklin ilkeleri dogrultusunda yorumlanmasimin zorunlu oldugunu ifade etmistir.
Cabiri, Arap-islam aklinin beyani, burhani ve irfani olmak iizere ii¢ bilgi sisteminden
meydana geldigini ileri siirmiistiir. Islam {ilkelerinde Filistin'i ele alan diisiince insanlar
bazen onu bir sorun bazen bir dava olarak degerlendirmistir. Bu isimlendirmede Filistin
sorunu veya davasi ayr1 seylere mi tekabiil ediyor, yoksa ayni seyin iki farkl yiiziinii mii
ifade ediyor? Bunun 6ncelikle tespit edilmesi, diisiiniiriin konuyu hangi perspektiften
bakarak degerlendirdigini anlamak icin énemlidir. Cabirl'ye gore Israil'in kurulusundan
sonra Filistin davasi Arap diisiincesinin bir parcasini olusturmaktadir ve modern Arap
bilincinin temelde iki problemi bulunmaktadir: Filistin ve Arap birligi davasi veya diger bir
isimlendirmeyle 6zglirlesme ve sosyalizm davasi. Cabirf’ye gore Filistin davasi, 1947'den
once Arap diistincesinde g6z ardi edilmis bir durumdaydi. Glinkii Filistin davasindan 6nce
Arap {ilkelerini mesgul eden esas problem, 6zellikle iki Diinya Savas: arasinda Filistin de
dahil olmak tizere gogunun altinda ezildigi somiirgecilik problemi olmustur. Bu problem,
Araplarin o zamanlarda Siyonist hareketin boyutlarini, uluslararasi sémiirgecilik ve
emperyalizmle iliskisini ve bununla baglantili olarak Arap Kurtulus Hareketi’'ne karsi
tehlikesini yeterince hesap edememelerinin bir nedenini olusturmustur. Bu yiizden ilk
donemlerinde Siyonizm hareketine, Arap ve Yahudiler arasinda Filistin’de yasanan bir savas
goziiyle bakilirdi. Dolasiyla bu dava bir Arap davasi olarak degil, Filistin’in sinirlari iginde
hapsolmus bir dava olarak degerlendirilmistir. Siirecte ise bunun sosyalist veya milliyetci
bakis acisiyla ele alindiginda daha kolay ¢6ziimlenecegi distiniilmiistiir. Fakat gelinen
noktada ¢ozlim, fiillerin gerceklestigi zamani yasayan ve onun iginde yasam diizenleyen
insanda ve onu ydnlendiren akildadir. Cabiri yukarida belirttigimiz derginin disinda 1997
yilinda nesrettigi Gadaya fi'l-Fikril-Muasir adl1 eserinde ve 80’li yillarda el-Yevm es-Sab adli
dergide yaymlannms Hasan Hanefi ile karsilikli tartismalardan olusan Hivaru'l Mesrig ve'l
Magrib’de Filistin ile ilgili olarak ¢agdas dénemde ortaya cikan konulara deginmis ve
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aciklamalarda bulunmustur. Farkli eserlerinde tarihsel agidan Yahudi/israilogullari’na dair
bazi deginilerde bulunmus ise de konumuz agisindan biz bunlari ele almayacagiz.
Makalemizde amacimiz Filistin’i cagdas Arap diislincesinin bir konusu olarak degerlendiren
ve alaninda hakli bir {ine sahip olan Cibiri'nin konuya yaklasiminin niteligini ortaya
koymak olacaktir.
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Abstract

Born in Morocco in 1936, Jabiri was educated in Morocco, Syria and Paris. During his
teaching years in Morocco, he wrote for a weekly newspaper called Palestine in 1968. In 1970,
he began working as an academic at Mohammed V University in Rabat with his doctorate
in philosophy. Until 2002, he continued his professorship at the University of Mohammed
V. He died in 2010 in Dar al-Bayza. Jabiri, who won many awards for his works on Islamic
thought, dealt with issues with a critical attitude. He argued that the historical interpreta-
tion of Islam, which he addressed with the concept of the Arab-Islamic intellect, was word-
oriented and determined by the epistemology of wisdom, thus blocking the rationality in-
herent in the Qur'an and Sunnah and imprisoning the intellect in the irrational domain. For
this reason, it is imperative today to interpret religious texts in line with the principles of
universal reason, not through this reason. Al-Jabiri argued that the Islamic-Arab intellect is
composed of three systems of knowledge: declarative, demonstrative and irrational. Think-
ers dealing with Palestine have sometimes considered it as a problem and sometimes as a
cause. In this nomenclature, does the Palestinian problem or the Palestinian cause corre-
spond to different things or are they two different faces of the same thing? This must first
be identified. According to Jabiri, after the establishment of Israel, the Palestinian cause has
become a central issue in Arab thought. According to Jabiri, the Palestinian cause was ne-
glected in Arab thought before 1947. This is because the main problem that preoccupied the
Arab countries before the Palestinian cause was the problem of colonialism, under which
most of them were oppressed, including Palestine, especially between the two World Wars.
This problem was one of the reasons why the Arabs at that time did not adequately take into
account the dimensions of the Zionist movement, its connection with international coloni-
alism and imperialism, and its associated danger to the Arab Liberation Movement. There-
fore, in its early stages, the Zionist movement was viewed as a war between Arabs and Jews
in Palestine. Therefore, it was not seen as an Arab cause, but as a cause confined within the
borders of Palestine. In the process, it was thought that it would be easier to resolve it from
a socialist or nationalist perspective. But at this point, the solution lies in the human being
who lives in the time in which the acts take place and organizes life within it, and in the
mind that directs it. In addition to the aforementioned journal, Jabiri has addressed and
explained the contemporary issues related to Palestine in Gadaya fi’l-Fikri’l-Muasir, published
in 1997, and in Hivaru’l Masriq wa’'l Magrib, which was published in al-Yawm al-Sab in the 80s
and consisted of discussions with Hassan Hanafi. Although he made some historical refer-
ences to the Jews/Israelites in different works, we will not deal with them for the sake of
our subject. In our article, we will try to reveal the nature of Jabiri’s approach to the subject,
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who considers Palestine as a subject of contemporary Arab thought and has a well-deserved
reputation in his field.
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
