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I. Diinya Savasi diinyadaki dengelerin degistigi kiiresel bir savas olarak diinya
tarihinde yerini alirken Kudiis, bu savasin izlerini giiniimiize kadar tasiyan bir sehir
olarak kalmistir. Bu ¢alismada 1. Diinya Savasinin kilit aktérlerinden ingilizlerin, 1. Diinya
Savasi éncesinde baslayan ve sonra ki Ingiliz Manda Yénetimiyle devam eden Kudiis
sehrinin dontisiimiindeki aktif rolii ve glintimiizdeki Kudiis’iin sekillenmesine nasil katki
sagladiklar1 islenmistir. Calismaya dncelikle Ingilizlerin bélgedeki emellerini okumak
adina siyasi ve tarihi literatiir taramasiyla baslanmis daha sonra ingiliz yénetiminin iskan
politikalari, Kudis i¢in yaptigi sehir planlari, notlar: ve planlama raporlar: incelenmistir.
Tiim elde edilen bulgular 1s181inda giiniimiiz Kudiis'iiyle mukayese edildiginde Kudiis’iin
giiniimiizdeki formunun temellerinin Ingiliz sémiirgesi déneminde atildig1
gorilmektedir.

ingilizler miittefiki olduklari italyan ve Fransizlara karsi Kudiis’te gii¢ sahibi olmak
icin Yahudilerle is birligi icinde olmuslardir. Bu ortakligin ilk somut delillerinden olan
Balfour Deklarasyonuyla ingilizler Filistin bélgesinde Yahudi halki i¢in bir devlet
kurulmasinin gerekliligini kabul etmis ve bunun gerceklesmesi i¢in ¢aba sarfeteceklerinin
taahhiidiinii vermislerdir. Nitekim Ingilizlerin 1917 Aralik ayinda Kudiis'ii hakimiyeti
altina aldiklarinda uyguladiklar: iskan politikalari, hep bu taahhiitlerini destekler sekilde
olmustur. ingilizlerin Kudiis iizerine calismalari 1860’h yillarda Kudiis'te arkeolojik
kazilar yapmak ve incil’de adi gegen yerlerin dogrulugunu kanitlamak bahanesiyle
yapilan ¢alismalarla baslar. Bu kapsamda Filistin Kesif Fonu olusturup bu sagladiklar:
finansla “Bariscil Hagli Seferi” olarak tamimladiklar1 kesif gezilerini Kudiis'te
gerceklestirmislerdir. Bu kesif gezilerinin arka planinda ise cihan harbinden 6nce Filistin
kadastrosu cikartilip, ayrintili Kudiis haritalar: hazirlamiglardir.

1917°de sehrin hakimiyetinin ingilizlere ge¢mesiyle sehre atanan askeri vali Albay
Storss Kudiis'e bir sarkiyatci goziiyle bakarak Yahudilerin bdlgeye gociinii tarihsel
adaletin tecellisi olarak gormiis ve yaptigi planlamalarda ve iirettigi iskan politikalarinda
da bunu kolaylastiracak adimlar atmistir. Storrs Kudiis’le ilgili kilit kararlarda istisare
edecegi ve bu kararlar1 halka kabul ettirebilmesine yardimci olacak Pro-Jerusalem
Cemiyeti adinda bir sehir konseyi kurdu. Osmanli déneminde niifus yogunluguna bagh
olarak belirlenen meclis iiyelerinin aksine, Pro-Jerusalem Cemiyeti agirlikli olarak
Storrs’un teknik ekibi, Siyonist liderler ve farkli dini topluluklarin temsilcilerinden
olusmaktaydi. Amacini sehrin dini, tarihi ve kiiltiirel degerlerini korumak ve sehri
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gelistirmek olarak tanimlayan Pro-Jerusalem Konseyi siirecinde ve sonraki siireglerde
hakim olan sdylemler ve uygulamalar, Ingiliz somiirge yonetiminin Kudis'i
modernlestirme c¢abalarin1 kendi politik ¢ikarlar1 dogrultusunda sekillendirdigini
gostermektedir. Zira konseyin yaptigi calismalar ve yiiriittiigii programlara ait
raporlarindaki; kentsel planlama, mimari doku, sosyal yapi, arkeolojik ihtiyaclara dair
basliklar, gliniimiiz Kudiis'iinde uygulanan tek yanli iskan politikalariyla drtiismektedir.

ingilizler ~somiirgesi altindaki cografyalarda uyguladigi “sehir planlama”
disiplinleriyle s6z konusu bdlgedeki hakimiyetlerini uzun vadelere yaymistir. Kudiis’te
uygulanan Yahudi yanlisi iskan politikalar1 da giiniimiize kadar ulasirken Arap
yerlesimlerini pasif birakip, Yahudi yerlesimlerinin etkin bir sekilde sehirde
genislenmesini saglamistir.

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Abstract

During World War I, which took its place in history as a global conflict that altered the
balance of power worldwide, Jerusalem remained a city that carried the traces of this war to
the present day. This study examines the active role played by the British, one of the key ac-
tors of World War 1, in the transformation of Jerusalem that began before the war and contin-
ued under the British Mandate Administration, as well as their contributions to shaping the
modern-day Jerusalem. The study starts with a political and historical literature review to un-
derstand British ambitions in the region, followed by an analysis of British settlement policies,
urban plans for Jerusalem, notes, and planning reports. In light of all the findings, it becomes
clear that the foundations of Jerusalem’s current form were laid during the British colonial
period.

The British, in their quest to secure influence in Jerusalem against their allies, the Italians
and the French, collaborated with the Jewish population. One of the earliest concrete proofs
of this partnership was the Balfour Declaration, through which the British recognized the ne-
cessity of establishing a state for the Jewish people in Palestine and pledged to work toward
its realization. Indeed, the British settlement policies implemented after their conquest of Je-
rusalem in December 1917 consistently supported this commitment. British activities in Jeru-
salem began in the 1860s under the pretext of conducting archaeological excavations to verify
biblical sites. Within this scope, they established the Palestine Exploration Fund, financing ex-
peditions to Jerusalem that they dubbed “Peaceful Crusades.” The underlying aim of these
expeditions, however, was to conduct cadastral surveys of Palestine and prepare detailed
maps of Jerusalem in anticipation of future plans.

With the British takeover of Jerusalem in 1917, Colonel Storrs, the appointed military gov-
ernor, viewed Jewish migration to the region as a realization of historical justice and took steps
in his planning and settlement policies to facilitate this process. Storrs established the Pro-
Jerusalem Society, a city council that he consulted for critical decisions concerning Jerusalem
and that helped gain public acceptance of these decisions. Unlike the Ottoman period, where
council members were determined based on population density, the Pro-Jerusalem Society
was predominantly composed of Storrs’ technical team, Zionist leaders, and representatives
of various religious communities. While the Pro-Jerusalem Society defined its mission as pre-
serving the city’s religious, historical, and cultural values and developing the city, the domi-
nant discourses and practices during this period demonstrate how British colonial administra-
tion shaped their modernization efforts in line with their political interests. Reports and pro-
grams carried out by the council, covering urban planning, architectural fabric, social
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structure, and archaeological needs, align with the unilateral settlement policies observed in
contemporary Jerusalem.

The British extended their influence in colonized regions through urban planning disci-
plines, ensuring long-term control. The pro-Jewish settlement policies implemented in Jeru-
salem enabled the expansion of Jewish settlements while sidelining Arab neighborhoods, a
situation that persists to this day. Consequently, the British urban plans revealed their own
interests, shaping the city's future development with a colonial mindset and European aes-
thetic values, while also establishing its infrastructure and administrative boundaries.
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
