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Afganistan Islam Cumhuriyeti, biiyitk kismi miitedeyyin ve muhafazakar olan bir toplum
yapisina sahiptir. Ulkenin biiyitkk kismi Siinni olup yiizde 15 civarinda $ii niifus
bulunmaktadir. Afganistan’daki dini hayat giindeme geldiginde, Siinni bireylerin Hanefi-
Maturidi din anlayisina sahip olduklar: siirekli 6ne stirtilmektedir. Ancak bu goriis ileri
stiriiliirken ¢ogu zaman bu mezheplerin farkli cografyalarda farkli yorumlandig: dikkate
almmamaktadir. Bilindigi iizere Tiirkiye’den Endonezya'ya genis bir cografyada Hanefilik
ve Maturidilik benimsenmekte ve yasanmaktadir. Buna karsin Hanefiligin bu toplumlara
yansimast farklilik arz etmektedir. Toplumlarda dini hayat1 sekillendiren asil unsur klasik
dini metinlerdir. Bununla birlikte klasik metinlerin dini hayata yansimas: toplumun &rf,
adet ve geleneklerinden bagimsiz degildir. Afganistan’daki dini hayat ve Hanefiligin bu
bolgedeki yorumu, Afganistan kiiltiir ve gelenegi ile ice ice gegmistir. Bu ¢alismamizda,
dort yil stiren Afganistan tecriibemiz sonucunda ulasmis oldugumuz bilgi ve gézlem
sonuglarina dayanarak dini hayati tasvir etmeye calistik. Ulkedeki dini hayati sekillendiren
dini metinler, okul ve medreselerdeki egitim, tilkede taninan bilinen etkili ilim adamlari,
dini egitim veren resmi ve sivil kurumlar ve halk arasindaki yerlesik inanslar, bu
calismada genel olarak ele alinmistir. Bu kapsamda Nuru’l-izdh, Kudiri, Kenzu’d-Dekaik,
Serhu’l-Vikaye ve Hidaye'nin okunan temel Hanefi metinleri oldugu tespit edilmistir. Okul
ve medreselerdeki egitimin, giintimiizde bilim ve teknolojinin ulastig1 seviyeye katki
saglayacak ve sorun ¢ézecek diizeyde olmadigi gézlemlenmis ve tespit edilmistir. Dr. Ayaz
Niyazi, Abdulaziz Muflih, Mevlevi Abdusselam Abid, Mevlevi Abdulhalik, Muhammed Said
Hasim? gibi ilim adamlarinin Afganistan’da halk ve ilim adamlar: tizerinde etkisi en etkili
alimler oldugu anlagilmistir. Resmi ve sivil kurumlardaki dini egitimin yetersiz oldugu
gozlemlenmistir. Halk arasinda selefi yaklasim ile geleneksel sufi yaklasim arasinda
catismanin oldugu gézlemlenmistir.
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Abstract

The Islamic Republic of Afghanistan has a largely devout, and conservative society. Most
of the country is Sunni, with a Shia population of around 15 percent. When the religious
life in Afghanistan comes to the fore, it is constantly argued that Sunni individuals have a
Hanafi-Maturidi understanding of religion. However, when this view is put forward, it is
often not considered that these sects are interpreted differently in different geographies.
As it is known, Hanafism, and Maturidism are adopted, and lived in vast landscapes from
Turkey to Indonesia. On the other hand, the reflection of Hanafism on these societies is
different. The main element that shapes religious life in societies is classical religious texts.
However, the reflection of classical texts on religious life is not independent of the
customs, and traditions of the society. The religious life in Afghanistan, and the
interpretation of Hanafism in this region are intertwined with Afghanistan culture, and
tradition. In this study, we tried to describe the religious life based on the information, and
observation results we have obtained from our four years of experience in Afghanistan.
The religious texts that shape the religious life in the country, the education in schools,
and madrasas, the well-known, influential scientists in the country, the official, and civil
institutions that provide religious education,, and the settled beliefs among the people are
discussed in general in this study. In this context, it has been determined that Nair al-1dah,
Qudiiri, Kanz al-Daqa’iq, Sharh al-Wikaya, and Hidaya are the main Hanafi texts read. It has
been observed, and determined that education in schools, and madrasas is not at a level
that will contribute to the level reached by science, and technology, and solve problems.
It has been understood that scholars such as Dr. Ayaz Niazi, Abdulaziz Muflih, Mevlevi
Abdusselam Abid, Mevlevi Abdulhalik, Muhammed Said Hasimi are the most influential
scholars in Afghanistan on the people, and scholars. It has been observed that religious
education in official, and civil institutions is insufficient. It has been observed that there is
a conflict between the Salafi approach, and the traditional Sufi approach among the
people.
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
