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kontroliinde yapilan tahkikinde, eserde yer alan bazi mevkif rivayetlerin kaynagmin
tespit edilemedigi vurgulanmistir. Bu rivayetlerin bir kismimin da ayni lafizlarla degil de
bazilarim Ayetlerin tefsirinde delil olarak kullanildigi goriilmektedir. Bu sebeple bu
bildiride kaynag tespit edilemedigi sGylenen rivayetlerin aslinin gergekten olup olmadigi
iddias1 konu edinilecektir. Matiirid eserinde dyetleri tefsir ederken dirayetin yan: sira
rivayet yontemini de kullanmistir. Sahabeden naklettigi pek ¢ok rivayeti Ayetlerin
tefsirine dayanak kilmustir. Bu rivayetlerin ¢ok farkli konulara binaen aktarildig:
goriilmiistiir. Matiirldi yer yer aktardigi rivayetler iizerine kendi goriisiinii de beyan
etmistir. Bundan dolay1 ¢ogunlukla delil olarak nakledilmis olan bu rivayetlerin kaynak
degeri ve kullanim keyfiyeti olduk¢a 6nemlidir. Bu ¢alismada oncelikle kaynagi tespit
edilemedigi sOylenen rivayetlerden bazilarmin kaynak arastirmasi yapilacaktir. Bu
baglamda kaynagi tespit edilen bazi rivayetler zikredilmistir. Bazi 6rnekler ortaya konmak
tahkikin bazi1 bosluklarin doldurulmasi ve bu sayede alana katki saglanmasi
hedeflenmektedir. Oncelikle kaynagi tespit edilemedigi sdylenen mevkif rivayetlerden
bazilarinin kaynak taramasi yapilmistir. Daha sonra kaynagi tespit edilenler belirtilmistir.
Ardindan kaynagi tespit edilemeyen fakat benzer lafizlarla kaynaklarda gecen rivayetlerin
tespiti yapilmistir. Boylece rivayet farkliliklarina dikkat ¢ekilmistir. Bu calismay1 yaparken
eserinde pek cok mevk{f rivayeti nakleden ibn Ebi Seybe'nin Musannef’i taranmis ve
ardindan basta Taberi’nin Camiu’l-beyan isimli eseri olmak tizere rivayet miiktesebatin
fbn Abbas’a nispet edildigi gériilmiistiir. Bu rivayetlerin bir kisminin kaynagina ulagildig
gibi bir kisminin kaynagma tahkikte soylendigi tizere ulasilamamistir. Ayrica kaynag
tespit edilemeyen rivayetlerin ¢ogunun kiraatler ile alakali oldugu tespit edilmistir.
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verdigi rivayetlerin gerek konu cesitliligi acisindan gerekse rivayet keyfiyeti bakimindan
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oldukc¢a zengin oldugu anlasilmistir. Bu baglamda Matiiridi'nin eseri iizerine rivayetleri
konu alan yeni ¢alismalarin yapilmasi miimkiin gériinmektedir.
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Abstract

It was emphasized that the source of some mawquf narratives in the work could not be
identified in the scrutiny of Imam Maturidi’s interpretation called Ta'wilat al-Qur’an,
which was carried out under the scientific control of Bekir Topaloglu. It has been shown
that some of these narrations take place in the sources with different words. It is seen that
Maturidi used some of the mawquf narratives as evidence in the interpretation of the
verses. For this reason, this article will discuss whether the originals of the narratives that
are said to be not proved are authentic. While interpreting the verses in his work, Maturidi
used the method of narration as well as detailed/inductive commentary. He based many
of the narrations he narrated from the Companions for the interpretation of the verses. It
has been seen that these narrations were transferred based on very different subjects. In
some parts, Maturidi also expressed his own opinion on the narrations he narrated.
Therefore, the source value, and circumstance of these narrations, which are mainly
transmitted as evidence, are significant. Primarily, the sources of some of the rumors that
are unidentified will be investigated in this study. In this context, some rumors whose
origin has been identified are mentioned. By presenting some examples, the arbitrariness
of the use of these rumors of Maturidi was revealed. This study, it is aimed to fill in some
of the gaps of the scrutiny, and thus contribute to the field. At first, some of the mawquf
narratives, whose source could not be identified, were searched for a source. Afterward,
those whose source was identified are shown. Later on, the narrations that are unsourced
but mentioned in the sources in similar wordings were determined. Thus, the differences
in the narrative were noted. In this study; Ibn Abi Shaybah’s Musannaf, which conveyed
many mawquf narratives in his work, was scanned,, and then the relevant sources
revealing the narrative acquis, especially Tabari’s Jami’ al-bayan, were examined. It has
been observed that many of the narratives conveyed by Imam Maturidi were attributed to
Ibn Abbas. Although the source of some of these narratives has been found, the source of
some of them has not been found as stated in the scrutiny. In addition, it was seen that
most of the narrations whose source could not be determined were related to the
recitations. Based on some of the narratives that are the subject of the research, some data
have been obtained that Maturidi may have narrated with riwayat bi al-ma’na. It has been
seen that some narratives take place in the sources in the opposite way. In this context, it
is understood that the narratives contained in Maturidi’s work are very rich both in terms
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of subject diversity, and in terms of narrative circumstance. In this context, it seems
possible to conduct new studies on the narrations on Maturidi’s work.
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
